Reagan Rules Out Iran Revenge

Associated Press Writer

WASHINGTON (AP) — In
power only 10 days, President
Reagan is not ready to spell
out a new policy toward Iran,
except to rule out revenge, or
to plunge into decisions on a
broad sweep of domestic pro-
blems.

At his first news conference
since moving into the White
House, Reagan refused to
take a stand Thursday on
whether he will abolish draft
registration, lift the partial
grain embargo against the

soviet Union or call for his
proposed tax cuts to be
retroactive to Jan. 1.

Instead, he hinted he might
consider extending the em-
bargo to items other than
farm goods. JHe accused
Moscow of using detente as a
one-way street’ to attain its
aims and, in unusually harsh
language, said Soviet leaders
reserve ‘‘the right to commit
any crime, to lie, to cheat, in
order to attain that.”

Reagan said his first days

At another point, however,
he said: “‘Now, I think that
any country would want to
help another if they really
showed an intent to have a
government that would abide
by international law and do
what they could to help them
in that regard. But until such
a thing appears apparent
there, 1 don't know that
there's anything we can do.”

He said the United States
“will honor the obligations’
of the agreement leading to
freedomm of the American
hostages after 444 days’ cap-
tivity. He added, however,
that the most important
obligations already have
been carried out.

Asked why he ruled out a
policy of revenge, in view of
his pledge Tuesday for swift
retribution in future terrorist
attacks on U.S. diplomats,
Reagan replied:

“What good wculd just

revenge do and wnat form
would that take? I don't think
revenge is worthy of us. On
the other hand, I don’t think
we should act ax if this never
happened."

Reagan urged Americans
to *“think long and hard
before they travel to Iran
because we don't think their
safety can be guaranteed
there.”

Any businessmen eager (o
deal with Iran should consult
"by long distance," the presi-
dent quipped, because ‘“‘we

Space Food Could Be Food of Future

With the new fortified

reeze-dried foods, compress-
ed food bars and
intermediate-moisture food
products, an individual can
be sustained with 2,500
calories per day for 7 to 10
days from a food storage con-
tainer no larger than a shoe
box.

The implications of such ef-
ficient convenience foods
span the voids from space
capsule to foxhole to ordinary
recreation. Freeze-dried food
are already commonplace for
hikers and others who want to
be able to carry a week’s sup-
ply of food on their backs. All
that’s needed is a supply of
fresh water for reconstituting
the concentrated food.

An advantage of compress-
ed and freeze-dried foods is
that vitamin content is main-
tained throughout storage.
Technology can vary the
pressed foods’ texture from
that of caramel-soft to rock
candy-hard.

National Aeronautics and
Space Administration scien-
tists are considering using
this variety of textures to in-
corporate future astronauts’
foods into the structure of
their space vehicle. As
spacemen eat their way
through the galaxy, the
spacecraft would become
lighter. Food forms might be
designed to be fibrous, brit-
tle, liquid or plastic-like,
depending on their use in
spacecraft construction.

Foods can also be produced
that contain certain
microorganisms to control or
maodify intestinal bacteria for
specific health results. These
foods will probably be used as
a type of space medicine.

Simulated food products
also appear in the crystal ball
of the future. Already in the
grocery store and on the table
are simulated meat products

made from a mixture of
vegetable sources, usually
containing soybeans.

Simulated rice from a mix-
ture of tapioca, peanuts and
wheat flour has been

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PUC Approves Nickel-a-Month Phone Increase

AUSTIN, Tekas (AP) —
Consumer groups are prais-
ing the Public Utility Com-
mission for  holding
Southwestern Bell to a nickel-
a-month increase for most
residential customers. Bell
officials, however, say they
might sue.

PUC's Wednesday order
gives Bell a $114 million in-
crease. The company wanted
$326 million, including a $1.25
monthly increase for most
household customers.

Bell officials immediately
talked about fighting the PUC
order. Vice President Paul
Roth said Bell might take the
case to court or quickly file
for another rate jump. *“‘(It)

Trial of Vickie

LIBERTY, Texas (AP) —
The Liberty County district
attorney's office says the
murder trial of Vickie Daniel,
the widow of slain former
Texas House Speaker Price
Daniel Jr., probably won't be
held until May or June.

A county grand jury in-
dicted the attractive blonde
widow on a charge of murder
Wednesday night, after hear-
ing .a marathon nine hours of
secret testimony.

“The grand jury indicted
Vickie Daniel for first-degree
murder,” district attorney
Carroll Wilborn told
newsmen minutes after
jurors filed from their private
chambers.

“I would anticipate the
earliest possible trial date as
May or June,"’ he said.

He said the penalty upon
conviction could range from
five years to life imprison-
ment, and that she could get
probation.

“There is some indication
there was some premedita-
tion or motive,” Willborn
said, without elaboration.

The 12-member panel
heard 19 witnesses, including
Vickie Daniel's 11-year-old
daughter by a previous mar-
riage, and rendered its deci-
sion shortly before 11 p.m.
Wednesday.

Mrs. Daniel, 33, charged
last Friday with the Jan. 19
slaying, declined an invita-
tion to appear before the
grand jury — not uncommon
for the accused.

She is free on $50,000 bond.

Authorities maintained the

one-time waitress killed the
socially and politically pro-
minent Daniel with a single
.22-calber shot fired from ri-
fle at close range.

Daniel, 39, son and
namesake of a former Texas
governor, died on the floor of
his stylish Liberty ranch
home, half an’ hour’s drive
from Houston.

Included among the 19
witnesses were investigators,
hospital and ambulance per-
sonnel, a newsman, an
accountant-attorney and
family members of both the
deceased and the accused.

The latter included
Daniel's brother, Houston;

his wife, Charlotte; and a
cousin.
Larry Moore, Vickie

Daniel’'s ex-husband, ap-
peared before the panel for 25
minutes and was followed by
his young daughter, Kimber-
ly.

Both state and defense
sources said Kimberly
witnessed a quarrel, or
perhaps an altercation, prior
to the shooting.

But they differed sharply in
what the child may or may
not have seen and heard.

The district attorney said in
response to a question that he
expected Kimberly to be call-
ed a witness.

I think she would be called
as a defense witness,” he
disclosed.

He said she did not witness
the shooting, but he told
reporters that the slaying ap-

Oil Decontrol—More Money

By The Associated Press

President Ronald Reagan's
early decontrol of crude oil
prices will mean about $150
million more this year for the
state’s coffers and trigger a 3-
to 10-cent boost in gasoline
prices, experts say.

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock said Wednesday that
the decontrol of crude oil
means the state's 4.6 percent
tax on the market value of oil
will produce about $3.1 billion
over a two-year period star-
ting this September.

William R. Edwards, presi-
dent of Edwards Energy Con-
sultants, said the move will
push gasoline prices at the
pump up from 5 to 10 cents by
the peak spring-summer
driving season.

“If phased decontrol. had
continued as planned,” he
said, “we would have had
about half of that by that time
anyway."

But William Johnson, Ten-

neco Inc. economist and
former advisor to former
Secretary of Energy
Secretary William Simon,
said he didn’t think prices
would rise by that much.

“There will be a fairly
sizable increase,” he said,
“but not that great.”

Reaction from energy of-
ficials
Reagan’s announcement was
generally positive, with many
executives saying the move
was long overdue.

*“This nation will never ade-
quately develop its domestic
energy resources until it has
free competition among all
fuels, based on price, and
decontrol of crude oil and pro-
duct prices is the first con-
structive step toward this
goal,"” said J. Hugh Liedtke,
Pennzoil Co. chairman.

A Gulf Oil spokesman said
moving the decontrol
timetable ahead gives the
United States valuable time
and momentum in the effort
to reduce dependence on
foreign oil.

“Those of us who are in a
small refiner classification
are vitally concerned and in
hopes something will be
worked out,” said Joe Moss,
American Petrofina vice
president in Dallas.

Reagan’s announcement
was greeted with enthusiasm
by the heads of the two
largest oil trade groups in
Texas.

Edwin L. Cox, president of
the Texas Mid-Continent Qil
& Gas Association, said the
action will bolster the
"natlon’s free entdrprise
system.

“The removal of price con-
trols, which have existed 9
years, will permit the
petroleum industry in this
country to operate in the
same manner as other U.S.
businesses,'’ Cox said.

Military Chief Says Alﬁes
Need Broad Global Policy

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The nation’s top military
chief said today the United
States and its allies must
develop a broad ‘global”
strategy and increase their
strength to counter Soviet
threats in the Persian Gulf or
elsewhere.

“The Soviets must be con-
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tinually faced with the cer-
tain prospect that a military
move against U.S. or allied
interests risks a conflict that
could be wider in geography,
scope or violence than they
are prepared to deal with,”
said Gen. David Jones, chair-
man of the Joint Chiefs of
Staff.
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“In particular, they must
be convinced than an infr-
ingement on our vital in-
terests in southwest Asia
would trigger a confrontation
with the United States that
would not be confined to that
region,”” Jones said in a
128-page report to Congress.

The Joint Chiefs chairman
called for actions to ‘‘broaden
our strategic focus beyond
nuclear deterrence and a
relatively handful of theater
and regional contingencies,’’
such as defense of western
Europe and northeast Asia.

Jones stressed that he was
not advocating ‘‘either
automatic, unrestrained in-
tervention” by the United
States in every brushfire or a
U.S. role as the world's
policeman,

He made clear, too, that he
expects European and Asian
allies to join in such a
broadened global strategy to
confront the Soviets
wherever they may raise a
major menace to thelr collec-
tivesecurfty. -

“The U.S. cannot and
should not carry the sole
burden” for the increase in
military strength for this pur-
pose, Jones said.

At the same time, he in-
dicated some concern that
the NATO countries and
Japan have not yet rallied to
meet what he views as a ris-
ing Soviet threat.

Jones said that deploying
an advanced bomber “‘should
be a top priority among the
new strategic initiatives that
we need to pursue in the days
ahead.” "~

Jones’ called for a new
bomber which can penetrate
Soviet air defenses in the lat-
ter part of the century.

While the exact role of
calcium in the diet as a factor
in causing osteoporosis is not
established, women on calci-
um-deficient diets are five
times as likely to develop
osteoporosis as women get-
ting adequate calcium.

For women over 50, the
Recommended Daily Dietary

Allowance for calcium is 800
mf&o If a woman develo,
osteoporosis, then from 1.5
2.0 gms a day is often includ-
ed in the treatment. So I like
to see a woman get at least
oune gram of calcilum a day
after 50 and if there is any
sign of osteoporosis or if she is
in the small-framed gouf of
women susceptible it, I
would be happler with 1.5
ﬁl‘l!nl a day. A quart of forti-

ed skim milk contains about
1300 mg. Whole milk contains
less calcium, about 1000 mg,
but more calories. A good way
to agdd calcium to the diet is to
enrich foods with powdered
nonfat skim milk.
