County Fathers On
Record Opposing MX

Deaf Smith County Com-
missioners unanimously went
on record opposing the place-
ment of the MX Missile
System in Deaf Smith County
Monday as they met in
regular session at the cour-
thouse. The county fathers
will present their formal ob-
jection to the placement of
the system in this area at a
MX Draft Environmental Im-
pact Statement (DEIS) hear-
ing next Monday at the
Amarillo Civic Center.

The commissioners will
also forward their objection
to area legislators.

In addition to the county’s
formal stand opposing the
system, Deaf Smith County
Chamber of Commerce of-
ficials were on hand Monday
to urge the commissioner's
court to present a statement
on behalf of area citizens at
the DEIS hearing Monday:
Chamber executive Vice
President Mike Carr and the
chamber's Governmental Af-
fairs Committee Chairman
Dr. Milton Adams presented
their preliminary findings on
a survey run by the chamber
concerning the MX system in
Deaf Smith County.

Carr reported the chamber
has been studying the missile
question for “*about two mon-
ths. breaking it down into
various aspects.” Carr said
the survey showed that “a
majority of the membership
of the chamber are opposed
to the system being placed
here.”

Dr. Adams pointed out pro-
blems in three specific areas
probed by the chamber.
~There will be added expense
in the areas of education,
county government, and
water,”” Dr. Adams said.

Dr. Adams noted that the
Environmental Impact Study

(EIS) performed recently
estimated that from 78,000 to
130,000 acre feet of water
would be used by the place-
ment of the missiles over an
eight-yvear period.

“We are asking a represen-
tative of Deaf Smith County
to request the federal govern-
ment to import water al their
expense L0 replace walter us-
ed at a depletion rate ex-
ceeding the EIS estimate,”
Dr. :\d;lme:' stated.

Commissioner Bruce Col-
eman suggested the chamber
pet a statement In writing to
the commissioners court, and
that it be presented along
with the court's formal op-

position to the system at the °

hearing Monday.
In other action Monday the

commissioners discussed
problems with the county’s
contract with West Texas
Rural Telephone Company.
Attorney John Aikin and Tom
Hyer of WTRT asked for
some changes in the contract
due to difficulties experienc-
ed in repair work on cut and

water-soaked lines in the
county.

The court agreed to amend
the contract In regard to
notification “procedures by
WTRT when repair work

becomes necessary, and con-
cerning the actual placement
of the telephone lines along
county roads.

House Member Wants
Bracero Card Revived

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
bracero-type card with which
Mexican residents could
legally enter the United
States to work for periods of
up to a year might prove the
best solution to Texas' pro-
blem with illegal aliens, Rep.
Sam B. Hall Jr., D-Texas,
says.

“It would allow them to
come over here for a certain
period of time to work, after
which they would be required
to return to Mexico,” Hall
said in an interview.

Texas had such a program
in the 1960s, “‘and it worked
fine' before it was allowed to
die, Hall said. "It was a
rather popular program. A
very small illegal alien pro-
gram existed during the time
it was going on."’

Hall, a lawyer and lifelong

resident of Marshall, is a
member of the Judiciary
Committee subcommittee
that is responsible for im-
migration and aliens.

He said he has had no com-
munication with officials of
Mexico concerning a revival
of the bracero-type card *‘but
I don't think they protested
the program when we had it
before. As a matter of fact, I
think they were instrumental
in seeing that it worked."

Hall, 57, and four other'

members of the House sub-
committee began a S-day in-
vestigative visit to San Diego
today to observe first-hand
the workings of the Border
Patrol along the California-
Mexico border.

Ex-Hostages Due Checkup

WHITE SULPHUR SPR-
INGS, W.Va. (AP) — Some 40
of the former American
hostages in Iran were gather-
ing today at a posh hotel for a
three-month checkup by the
same doctors who examined
them in West Germany after
their release.

While the get-together, part
of the ex-hostages’ first of-
ficial reunion, was officially
called a ‘‘medical meeting,"”

many brought their families
— 130 people in all — to take
advantage of a free stay at
The Greenbrier. The
management of the 700-room
resort, set on a 6,500-acre
estate amid the jagged ridges
of the Allegheny Mountains,
has agreed to pay all ex-
penses through Easter.

Most of the former
hostages were on hand Mon-
day to receive the State

Department’'s Award for
Valor in Washington, D.C. At
The Greenbrier they were
scheduled to spend three days
with the medical team -that
examined following their
release after 444 days of cap-
tivity.

According to the State
Department, the gathering
will give doctors a chance to
see how the former hostages
have adjusted to freedom.

Rocketship Columbia and
her two pilots faced a final,
white-knuckle challenge to-
day with a blazing, hyper-
sonic descent through the at-
mosphere to an airliner-like
landing in California’'s Mo-
jave Desert.

It is man's first ‘‘wheels
down' approach from outer
space. The _shuttle’s
touchdown target was the
wide-open Rogers Dry Lake
runway, a 27,000-foot-long
blanket of rock-hard sand
with margin for error.

There are risks: Never has
a winged ‘vehicle returned
from orbit at 25 times the
speed of sound.] Nagging

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questions remain about the
craft’s thermal lifeguard
tiles, which must throw off re-
entry heat of up to 2,700
degrees fahrenheit.

Mistakes Mean Disaster

In Columbia Landing

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla.
{AP) — It's never been done
before, turning a rocketship
into an airplane and then
starting for Earth at 17,045
mph — 25 times the speed of
sound.

In fact, when the shuttle
lands on the desert runway at
Edwards Air Force Base in
California at the end of its
54'z-hour flight, it won't even
be an airplane. It will be a
glider — a flying brick — with
only one chance to make the
rolling stop engineers plann-
ed for it.

From getting out of orbit to
getting out of their cockpit,
everything has to work right
for astronauts John Young
and Robert Crippen.

Mistake means disaster.

First, the astronauts turn
their ship tail forward; no
problem. Exactly an hour
before landing, over the In-
dian Ocean and west of
Australia, they fire their
maneuvering engines. for 2
minutes, 27 seconds. At that
point, the shuttle is commit-
ted to a landing at a precise
and relatively small target.

Too long a burn would bring
them down too soon, into the
Pacific Ocean.

Too short, and they would
miss California and continue
east.

As their ship slows, it is
turned nose forward and
tilted upward, so that its tile-
protected underside can take
the brunt of re-entry heat.
The astronauts in their seats
will see the nose begin to
glow,

Space agency officials are
convinced that none of the
critical bottom-surface tiles
came off during Columbia’s
launch on Sunday. But they
also insisted beforehand that
no tiles would come off at all
— and one did and a dozen
others were damaged on the
top side.

If there is a problem during
the re-entry, Young and Crip-
pen won't be able to tell the
ground about it. They enter a
19-minute communications
blackout when they hit the up-
per atmosphere at 75 miles

altitude.

With the help of a ground-
based landing system, the
Columbia makes its final ap-
proach across the California
coastline near Big Sur -
north of President Reagan's
mountaintop ranch.

It will glide to Earth at 22
degrees, more than seven
times as steep as a commer-
cial airliner on a straight-in
approach. Just before
touchdown, the Columbia will
glide over its landing site at
10 miles up, make a sweeping
U-turn to reduce its speed for
a 215-mph touchdown.

Young takes the controls at
40,000 feet and guides the

shuttle down through its com-
puters. The ship has no
manual controls and a com-
puter failure would be
catastrophic.

The dry lake bed at Ed-
wards was chosen because it
has a lot of room for error.
The whole lake is a natural
runway and runs for miles in
all directions.

The worst hazard facing
the astronauts on their return
is not any single system. It is
the untried ship itself.
Engineers can only guess
how it will handle during the
extreme stresses it faces dur-
ing touchdown.

ditions, clear skies and light
winds, were forecast.
“Sounds good,"” Young com-
mented.

Today's pre-descent ac-
tivities revolved around one
last . operation of the ship’s
cargo doors; all the other ma-
jor tasks had been completed
successfully. The shuttle's
maiden mission was designed
to evaluate systems and
ready the day Columbia
would go into business as a
space freighter.

Success would mark the
first time a spaceship has
rocketed into space and
returned to Earth, ready to
fly again. It would accelerate
the day when Columbia can
routinely ferry satellites and
people into orbit for scien-
tific, . commercial and
military missions.

One hour before the plann-
ed touchdown, the astronauts
were to turn their ship around
and, flying backwards over
the Indian Ocean, fire tail
engines that slow the orbital
speed of 17,400 miles an hour
and start Columbia on a long,
shallow descent that takes it

north of Australia and across
the Pacific north of Hawaii.

Insulating tiles were to pro-
tect Columbia from the sear-
ing re-entry heat of nearly
2,300 degrees.

Columbia was to enter U.S,
air space near Big Sur, coast
over desert towns like Button-
willow and Mojave, pass over
the lake bed at supersonic
speed to drain away energy
and circle back on a final and
dramatic approach.

Skywatchers Enjoy
Of Red Lights

The space shuttle Columbia
wasn't the only thing in the
heavens to talk about Sunday
evening as persons from as
far east as the state of
Georgia and those in an area
extending to the west of the
Pexas Panhandle got a first
hand look at one of Nature’s
most colorful phenomenons.

Aurora Borealis, more
commonly called the ‘‘Nor-
thern Lights,'" presented
itself to area sky watchers
late Sunday evening. The
streaks of light in the dark,
night time sky, were a deep
red color, stretching across
the northern sky.

Webster's dictiongry
describes Aurora Borealis as
a “*luminous

phenomenon...usually ap-
pears in streamers ascen-
ding, often irn a fan
shape..."'The dictionary also
described the lights as
“gometimes assuming a wav-
ing appearance..called
Merry Dancers."”

According to Bill Weaver, a
weather service specialist
with the National Weather
Service in Amarillo, the
phenomenon is very rare in

the Southern United States.

“Aurora Borealis is seen
mainly within the 40 degrees
North latitude,” Weaver said.
“It is caused by a high-level
magnetic storm in the in-
onosphere occuring around
the north pole.”

The phenomenon also oc-
curs in the southern
hemisphere, but is called
Aurora Australis there.

Weaver said the lights were
reported as green in Georgia,
while the deep, almost blood
red, lights prevailed here in
the West. ““The lights can oc-

cur in all colors and multi-
colors,” Weaver said. “‘But
greenish color is most com-
mon."”

Weaver is a veteran with
the weather service, and got
to observe the lights for an
extended time while station-
ed in the Antaretic for a year.

Aurora Borealis has no ef-
fect on the weather condi-
tions, but will play havoc with
radio propagation. Long-
range radio communication
is affected the most Weaver
said.

Authorities Have

ATLANTA (AP) — No pro-
secutions are in the offing in
Atlanta’s child deaths case,
officials say, even though
FBI Director William
Webster said authorities have
“substantially solved’ three
or four of the 23 slayings.

Webster also said
authorities have a suspect in
12 to 16 of the cases that are
believed to be related.

In an interview in today's
editions of The Atlanta Con-
stitution, Webster said the
FBI was virtually certain last
month it had found the person
responsible for the slayings of
12 to 16 young blacks in the
past 21 months, but the case
against that suspect was
weakened in some critical

Bullock reported he is

Dimmitt got a rebate of
$6,241.15 for April, bringing
that city’s total for the year to
$43,227.76. The April, 1981

Bill Approved

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Texas
House members have given tentative
approval to a bill that would, in effect,
repeal the state’s ‘‘unfair’ in-
heritance tax laws, its sponsor said.

Final approval was expected in the
House today.

“‘What I've tried to do ... is abolish
the state inheritance taxes because
thgy are inherently unfair,"” said the
sponsor, Rep. Gerald Geistweidt,
R-Mason.

“You've got the grim reaper, and
two steps behind him comes the tax
collector,” he added.

The Legislative Budget Board
estimates that passage of the bill
would cut state revenue by $18 million
ayeéar.

The inheritance tax currently falls
mainly on larger estates because the
1079 Legislature exempted estates
totaling less than $200,000 from the
tax.

Blue Law Repeal
Passed by House
AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The

*20-year-old Texas law that arbitrarily
tells merchants what they may and
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may not sell on weekends may be
headed for extinction. A bill to repeal
the ‘‘blue law" a House com-
mittee and is now eligible for full floor
debate.

The House Business and Industry
Committee approved the bill by Rep.
Doyle Willis, D-Fort Worth, 6-2.

The law, passed in 1961, forbids the
sale of 42 classes of merchandise on
both Saturdays and Sundays, in-
cluding certain kinds of clothing, fur-
niture, appliances and sporting goods
— all items commonly found in both
department stores and discount
houses.

Merchants who operate on both
Saturday and Sunday typically obey
the law by roping off one section of
their store on Saturdays and another
on Sundays.

Enforcement has been poor in some
areas with prosecutors waiting on
complaints from competing stores
before filing charges.

Jury Awards $2.5

Million Libel Verdict

BEAUMONT, Texas (AP) — A jury
Monday awarded $2.5 million in pun-
titive damages to a Texas Optometry
Board member who claimed he was
libeled in a book on Texas politics that
said he had been indicted for practic-
ing without a license.

But a quirk in Texas law, which
prevents puntitive damage payments
unless actual damages have been
awarded, may prevent Dr. N.J.
Rogers from collecting the money
awarded him by the eight-man, four-
woman state district court jury.

Rogers filed a $10 million libel suit

subject of any such investigation.

He also testified at the six-day trial
that he suffered no monetary loss as a
result of the allegedly libelous foot-
note, and sought no compensation for
actual damages in the suit.

Reagan To Receive Tax Refund

WASHINGTON (AP) —
President Reagan and his
wife, Naney, waiting until the
last week to file their 1980
federal tax return, are due a
refund of almost $30,000.

Although Reagan's income
was more than halved last

year when he ran for the na-

tion's highest office, he still
made almost a quarter-
million dollars and paid
$67,465 in income taxes and
$2,098 in Social Security, self-
employment taxes.

Only $232 in taxes were
withheld from the president’s
income of $227,968, but he
listed $99,000 in estimated tax
payments. He asked that his
$29.669 overpayment be ap-

plied toward his 1981
estimated taxes.
The Reagans’ joint tax

return for 1980 was dated
April 8, a week before the fil-
ing deadline, and was releas-
ed Monday by the White
House. Deputy White House
press secretary Larry
Speakes said it probably
would be filed today.
Speakes said the
president’s 1980 income was

_lower than the $515,878 he

earned in 1979 “‘because he
was campaigning. He cut out
his speaking engagements."”
Because of the sharp drop
in income, Reagan’s federal

income taxes in 1980
amounted to about 29 percent
of his income, compared with
about 44 percent the previous
year.

Reagan paid $230,886 in
federal income taxes in 1979
and $32,050 in California
taxes.

The 1980 return showed that
most of the president’s in-
come — $164,337 — came
from interest. He took a
$25,400 deduection for state
and local taxes, but those
returns were not released.

Choosing Right

Air Conditioner

PITTSBURGH - Gone are
the days when you would give
the kids a dollar and send
them to the movies to cool off
on the hottest summer days.
For one thing, the movies
cost well over a dollar these
days. And many households
consider home air condition-
ing a necessity, not a luxury.

Choosing the right air con-
ditioner for your family’s
needs takes planning. People
who used to buy one, plug it in
and turn it on are finding that
more study is necessary
before the actual purchase.

With the variety of models
available, energy cost con-
siderations, and the
onslaught of technical data to
sift through, you're faced
with many choices when try-
ing to assess your specific
needs.

If you don't know your
BTUs from your EERs, Janet
Felmeth, director of White-
Westinghouse Appliance
Company's Home Economics
Institure, answers the most
frequently asked questions on
choosing a room air condi-
tioner.

‘‘Size is the most important
consideration when selecting
a room air conditioner,”” said
Ms. Felmeth. ‘“The model
that's best for you is deter-
mined by the size of the area
to be cooled. Other factors to
consider include the room'’s
exposure to the sunshine, a
home's insulation, the
number of people who usually
occupy the room, and the
heat-producing equipment in
the room, such as a kitchen
range.”

According to Ms. Felmeth,
an air conditioner that is too
large will cool the room to the
desired temperature, but it
will not dehumidify properly,
thus resulting in a cool, but
clammy environment.

Ms. Felmeth suggests that
you measure the length and
width of the room to be cooled

and then see a knowledgeable
dealer.

““The salesperson might
use these dimensions along
with a guide to determine
BTUs, or the unit's cooling
capacity per hour. Then, bas-
ed on the size and type of win-
dow, the salesperson can
recommend appropriate
models for your considera-
tion. Room air conditioner
buyers often ask if one large
air conditioner can be used to
cool several rooms. Usually,
a room air conditioner is just
that-and air conditioner for
one room. The cooling area
of a unit can be extended,
however, by a strategically
placed fan which increases
air circulation.

“With energy costs being
what they are, estimated
operating costs are as impor-
tant a consideration as the
purchase price of the air con-
ditioner itself. Obviously,
more efficient operation
means lower operating
costs,” said Ms. Felmeth.
*“Air conditioners are assign-
ed an energy efficiency
rating or an EER. By law,
each unit must display an
Energy Guide label which
gives you the EER for that
model. Energy Guide labels
can provide valuable infor-
mation, but they can also be
confusing. The salesperson
should be able to help you
understand these numbers
and apply them to your situa-
tion."

Ms. Felmeth warns that it
may be misleading to only
consider the EER. A high
EER will not offer the best
value if the savings in
operating costs do not offset a
higher purchase price in a
reasonable period of time.

After you've selected and
installed your air conditioner,
like any appliance, regular
routine maintenance is essen-
tial to keep it running at peak
efficiency.

Q. Before we can start
an effective plan for
building a regular
savings account, we
need to set some
realistic goals for our
savings. Just how much
money should a family

have in their savings
account?
A. Frankly, there is no

general answer that fits
everyone. It depends on the
specific situation of the
individual family. For in-
stance, if your immediate
goal is to be able to buy
your own home within say
three years, then the down
payment can be a major
factor in determining the
amount which should be
deposited in a savings
account each month. If you
are simply trying to
determine how much
should be set aside for
emergencies, this too can
vary from one family
situation to the next
depending on individual
circumstances. Not long
ago the basic “rule-of-
thumb” was that the family
savings account should be.
maintained at no less than
three months living costs.
Now many authorities on
financial planning are
strongly recommending
that for safety’s sake this
should be expanded to an
amount equivalent to four
to six months living costs.
