Nearing Showdo

WASHINGTON (AP)
The Reagan administration’s
economic program is heading
for its first showdown in the
full House with outnumbered
Republicans optimistic they
can deliver a crucial victory
for the president. The
Democrats’ top vote counter
figures they could either win
by six or lose by 60.

Less than 40 hours after
President Reagan personally
appealed to a joint session of
Congress to act quickly on his
package of spending and tax
cuts, the House was beginn-
ing debate today on whether
to endorse a budget resolu-
tion backed by the president
or a still-developing alternate
plan being pushed by the

Democratic leadership.

The House is the big hurdle
for Reagan. His program is
virtually assured of passing
the Senate, where
Republicans hold a ma jority.

Rep. Delbert L. Latta of
Ohio, the ranking Republican
on the House Budget Commit-
tee, said Reagan will ‘‘ab-
solutely” prevail when the
votes are counted in the
House.

House Speaker Thomas P.
O'Neill Jr., D-Mass.,
predicted Wednesday: “We'll
either win this thing by five or
six votes or lose it by 60,
because if you start to lose it,

the swing will come.”

Measles Epidemic
Strikes In El Paso

EL PASO, Texas (AP) — A
measles epidemic has promp-
ted the vaccinations of 500
high school students and
teachers here not protected
against the disease, public
health officials say.

Dr. Bernard Rosenblum,
City-County Health Unit
director, Tuesday declared
the disease had reached
epidemic proportions and
ordered the vaccinations to
be given to all El Paso public
school students who have not
been vaccinated or whose
vaccinations have lapsed.

~School officials said
Wednesday they had no idea
how many of the approx-
imately 100,000 students
enrolled in El Paso public
schools will need the vaccine.

Many of the younger
students have already receiv-
ed their shots because of state
law requirements, officials
said.

For El Salvador

House Wants To Withdraw
U.S. Blank Check Policy

WASHINGTON (AP)
The House Foreign Affairs
Committee, rebelling at a
“blank-check’ policy on El
Salvador, wants a banon U.S.
military aid and advisers
unless President Reagan cer-
tifies that the ruling junta is
promoting democracy and
not abusing human rights.

The stand, set forth in an
amendment to the pending
foreign aid bill, was approved
966 Wednesday with support
from 18 Democrats and eight
Republicans.

Administration officials
said the amendment, which
sets forth six conditions for
U.S. aid to the embattled Cen-
tral American republic, could
tie the president’s hands in
foreign affairs. Nevertheless,
they added that nothing in the
measure conflicts with ad-
ministration goals.

To become effective, the
amendment must be approv-
ed by the full House and
Senate. Congress then would
have to determine what con-
ditions, if any, have not been
met and enact separate
legislation to withdraw aid
and advisers.

“This vote represents a
decisive repudiation of the
blank-check military policy
of the Reagan administration
in El Salvador and con-
stitutes a significant victory
for those who believe we
should not provide uncondi-
tional military aid to -the

government of El Salvador,”
said Rep. Stephen J. Solarz,
D-N.Y.

The amendment was spon-
gored by Solarz and another
New York Democrat,
Jonathan B. Bingham, who
said it was meant to “make

Soviet Missiles

Aid Lebanon

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —
Syria wheeled Soviet anti-
aircraft missiles into
Lebanon to beef up its
defenses against Israeli jets
after they shot down two
Syrian helicopters near the
besieged Christian city of
Zahle.

The missiles were deployed
Wednesday in eastern
Lebanon’s Bekaa Valley as
Israeli aircraft pounded
Palestinian guerrilla posi-
tions to the south, along the
Israeli-Lebanese frontier,
and the guerrillas fired at
least two rocket salvoes over
the border into the northern
Galilee.

Palestinian gunners claim-
ed one of the raiding jets was
shot down, but Israel said all
its planes returned safely.

A Fanuc spokesman
remembers that, as the in-
dustrial revolution of the 18th
century pushed workers from
farms to factories, this new
“‘revolution’’ will push
workers into the tertiary sec-
tor of health and education

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Refinancing your home—

Ken bought his home in a Maryland suburb of Washington
for $45.000 in 1973 and pays 7.5 percent interest on his 30-year
mortgage. Dan bought his home in a Virginia suburb of Wash-
ington for $32,000 in 1967 and pays 5.75 percent interest on his
30-year mortgage.

Both men are in their mid-40s, have growing families and
are about to send children off to college. That's the rub. Those
college youngsters are going to cost $6,000 to $10.000 a year,
apiece. Both men earn good salaries, but they're not rich —
and that $6,000 to $10.000 yearly bite will hurt, plenty.

Here's one way they could ease the financial strain, thanks
to a new scheme dreamed up by the Federal National Mort-
gage Association (FNMA, known in the housing trade as Fan-
nie Mae).

Fannie Mae, the nation’s biggest mortgage loan corpora-
tion, doesn't finance mortgages directly. Instead, it provides
funds to local lenders by buying the mortgages that the local
lenders originate. That makes Fannie Mae the biggest sup-
plier of home mortgage funds today. It owns $57 billion worth
of loans on nearly 2 million homes.

Fannie Mae's problem. in this era of high interest rates, is
that it owns a lot of older long-term low-interest mortgages.
like Ken's and Dan's. To finance its lending, Fannie Mae must
issue a kind of bond whose interest rate must be high enough
to compete in the current market. In short. Fannie Mae is

squeezed because its cost of funds now exceeds its return on
the mortgages it owns.

That's where your mortgage, and Ken's and Dan’s, come in.
Fannie Mae now want to “refinance” mortgages it owns, at
rates well above the old ones but well below current interest
rates. That could relieve the squeeze on Fannie Mae, it could
also put thousands of extra dollars in Ken's, Dan’s or your
pockets. That's a result of inflated housing values.

Example: Your 10 percent mortgage, owned by Fannie
Mae, has an unpaid balance of $45,000. But your home is now
worth $66,700. You refinance and get a new $60,000 mortgage
at 11.5 percent — and wind up with $15.000 cash, which you
can use to help pay your youngster's way through college or
improve your house or whatever. Of course, you recognize
that your monthly payment is going to be higher ($594 vs. $395
on your old loan). gut you also recognize that an 11.5 percent
mortgage is a lot lower than what you'd pay ($759 monthly) on
a new 15 percent mortgage or on the combination of your old
payment with a new 10-year second mortgage ($395 plus $270,
for a total of $665 a month).

For Ken and Dan, whose homes have appreciated to about
$100,000 apiece, this kind of deal could be terrific. They could
walk away with enough cash to finance their teen-agers’ col-
lege educations and might have enough left over to take that
long-awaited vacation trip to Jamaica.

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Chinese Dancer,

Bride Reunited

HOUSTON (AP) — A
Chinese ballet soloist and an
American ballerina who fel
in love and got married
escaped today to a secre
location to continue a honey-
moon interrupted by a tense
diplomatic tug-of-war.

Their 20-hour drama had a
storybook ending Wednesday
as Chinese consulate officials
allowed Li Cunxin, 20, to
leave their four-story, steel-
grated building - a free man
- with his bride of two days,
Elizabeth Mackey, 18.

The newlyweds, whose
romance blossomed while
they were members of the
Houston Ballet Company,
hurried into a waiting
automobile and sped away to
a destination so secret even
the bride’s mo ther did not
know where they were head-
ed.

““They need time by
themselves,” said Janet
Mackey. Asked where her
daughter and her new son-in-
law would spend the night,
she said, I have to go where
they are and I don't know
where it is."

Li's attorney, Charles
Foster, said. he planned to
help the dancer apply for U.S.
citizenship, but denied that Li
would seek political asylum.

Li, a big hit with the
Houston Ballet who became a

guest soloist, was scheduled
to return to China Wednes-
day. Instead, he informed
consulate officials the night
before that he had married an
American girl and would not
be re turning after all.

At that point, Foster said, Li
was forcibly detained by
three Chinese officials.

When he and his bride
emerged nearly a full day
later, both appeared weary
but happy. Li said the
Chinese ‘‘regretted but
respected’’ his decision.

“l am very happy to stay
with my wife in America and
work in America,” Li said in
halting English as the new
Mrs. Li clung to him and
rested her head on his
shoulder.

She did not speak to anyone
but held fast to Li's arm as
the couple dodged a crowd of
reporters shouting questions
and fled in the car.

“*She knows it's not going to
be easy,” said Mrs. Mackey,
who arrived in Houston Sun-
day from her home in West
Palm Beach, Fla. She said Li
and her daughter, who moved
to Texas to study at the
Houston Ballet Academy,
would return to West Palm
Beach and live their “a cou-
ple of months, to establish
residency’’ after their honey-
moon.

Is Dentist’s

Role Changing?

BOSTON (AP) — That old
advertising pitch — “‘Look,
Ma, no cavities!"” — has
come true for millions of
American children.
Fluoridated water, better
toothpaste and good care are
making the piercing whine of
the dentist's drill a worry of
the past.

But the good news for pa-
tients may mean uncertain
times and a changing role for
the 448,000 men and women
who make their livings
repairing tooth decay.

Study after study in recent
years has documented a
remarkable improvement in
the health of American teeth.

Fluoridated water, now
available to about half of all
Americans, is given much of
the credit for conquering
cavities. But a soon-to-be-
published report shows a
dramatic drop in tooth decay
even in towns where the
water is not fluoridated.

Between 1958 and 1978, Dr.
Robert Glass examined the
teeth of 1,776 children in the
school systems of Norwood
and Dedham, two Boston
suburbs. In 20 years, he
discovered a 50 percent drop
in the number of decayed, fill-
ed and missing teeth.

Glass, a researcher at the
Forsyth Dental Center in
Boston, said he found the
statistics ‘‘amazing’’ because
neither town had fluoridated
water during that period. He
attributed the change to
fluoride toothpaste and
mouthwash, more emphasis
on brushing and flossing and
the introduction of high-speed
drills that have improved the

quality of dentists’ work.

The National Institute of
Dental Research in Bethesda,
Md., has noticed similar
changes. Dr. William Bowen,
chief of the institute's Caries
Prevention and Research
Branch, is overseeing a na-
tionwide study of 49,000
children who live in both
fluoridated and non-
fluoridated areas. |

The results are not all i
yet, but Bowen predicts they
will show a 25 to 30 percent
reduction in cavities in the
past 10 years alone.

The institute also is work-
ing on a cavities vaccine that
Bowen says could be in-
troduced within the next
decade. It, too, would help
eliminate cavities.

For dentists, cavities are
big business. In 1979,
Americans spent $3.7 billion
on fillings, or about 27 per-
cent of the nation’s total den-
tal bill.

The loss of a large part of
this work may force a reduc-
tion in the dentist workforce.

“I think there will probably
be a gradual decline in the
numbers (of dentists) re-
quired,” Bowen said. "'But
not for several years yet. The
kind of work will shift. The
traditional forms of treat-
ment are certainly in less de-
mand.”’

At Forsyth, a private
research institution, director
John Hein says an oversupply
of dentists is a definite

possibility. I think the drop
in cavities...may well even-
tually result in a need for less
dentists," he said.

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Rockets to Go to Finals

Houston Outscores Kansas City
Kings in Western Championship

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (AP)
~ Who could have guessed it?

With a losing record in the
regular season, the Houston
Rockets were supposed to
provide an early playoff
tuneup for powerful Los
Angeles and or San Antonio,
then humbly step aside to
watch the championship
finals of the National Basket-
ball Association.

But the Rockets will be
playing, not watching.
Writing one more chapter in a
storybook season, Houston
outscored Kansas City 114 in
the final three minutes
Wednesday night to defeat
the Kings 97-88 and win the
Western Conference cham-
pionship four games to one.

The Rockets, who finished
the regular season 40-42, will
face either Boston or
Philadelphia in their first ap-
pearance in the NBA finals in

the history of the franchise.
And they are the first sub-.500
club to reach the champion-
ship round since the 1958-59
Minneapolis Lakers.

“This team developed over
the year,” said Rocket Coach
Del Harris. ‘It wasn't until
the last 30 games I began to
insert Billy Paultz into the
lineup. Robert Reid has
become a man in the NBA the
past few weeks. This team
went from being a bunch of
individuals going off in all
sorts of directions to a team
of individuals who love each
other.”

Paultz scored 12 points and
Reid 14, but it was center
Moses Malone who destroyed
the Cinderella season the
Kings were trying to write.
Malone scored 21 points in the
first half to help erase a 23-12
Kansas City lead and finished
with 36.

“We played solid defense,"
said Malone. “‘That’s the only
way we could get here. We
got our heads together. We
wanted to show the people of
Houston we could make the
playoffs.”

Nobody thought Kansas Ci-
ty would get this far, either.
Finishing with an identical
40-42 mark, the injury-
wracked Kings ousted
Portland and Phoenix in ear-
ly playoff rounds.

“I love both these teams,’
said Harris. ‘I would be pro-
ud to coach either one of
them."

Kings Coach Cotton Fitz-
simmons said he'll be cheer-
ing for the Rockets.

“I want Houston to win the
championship,’” he said. *‘My
hat's off to them. I've got a
great group of guys who
never gave up. Finally,
tonight, we just couldn't over-

come. Moses was the biggest
factor, but give credit to Billy
Paultz, Robert Reid and all
the rest of them. They just did
a better job than we did and
they deserved to win.”

The Kings battled injuries
to Phil Ford, Otis Birdsong
and Joe C. Meriweather
throughout \the playoffs, but
were cursed again Wednes-
day night when Otis, after
scoring 15 points, was helped
off the floor at the 4:13 mark
tf the third quarter with a
muscle spasm in the back.

The Rockets never led until
Bill Willoughby hit two free
throws for a 79-77 advantage
with 10:11 to play. After Sam

COLLEGE STATION -
Energyv-conscious
homeowners can take stepsto
reduce the energy demands
of lawn care without lowering
lawn standards.

“While lawns offer many
aesthetic and recreational
benefits, these may be offset
by energy requirments of
lawn care,” says Dr. Richard
Duble, turfgrass specialist
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service, Texas
A&M University System.

~Mowing, watering, fer-
tilizing. controlling pests and
disposing of leaf clippings are
all energy-consuming re-
quirements of lawn care.
During spring and summer
months, watering the lawn
and collecting and disposing
of grass clippings place a
heavy burden on cities for
these services. Grass clipp-
ings account for more than 30
percent of total trash collec-
tions in some cities during
spring and early summer,”
notes Duble.

He offers several lawn
maintenance practices (o
help homeowners reduce
these energy demands.
Reducing fertilizer applica-
tions to maintenance levels-2
to 3 pounds of actual nitrogen
per 1,000 square feet of lawn
per vear-will go a long way
toward reducing energy
demands. (That's 20 pounds
of a fertilizer containing 10
percent -nitrogen.) Applying
only maintenance levels of

nitrogen to lawns can reduce
mowing requirements, water
use, insect and disease pro-
blems, and grass clippings.

“Excessive fertilization is
the single most important
factor contributing to high
energy demands for lawn
care,”” contends Duble.

Other lawn care practices
to reduce energyv demands in-
clude returning or com-
posting grass clippings. Us-
ing a mulching mower can be
beneficial if grass clippings
are not composted, says the
specialist.

Also, adopting proper
watering practices to reduce
waler use can save energy.

Reducing pesticide use to
only essential applications to
prevent loss of turf is another
energy-saving practice.

Duble advises new
homeowners to select and
plant adapted, low-
maintenance turf-grasses to
reduce energy demand. Cen-

re Practices

ergy Demands

tipedegrass is ideally suited
to East Texas while buf-
falograss is adapted to much
of West and North Texas.
Both of these grasses have
low maintenance re-
quirements, yet provide a
satisfactory turf cover for
lawns.

In some situations ground
covers such as Asiatic
jasmine, English ivy or
Liriope can reduce
maintenance requirements
effectively without sacrific-
ing the benefits of a plant
cover. In heavily shaded
areas and on steep slopes, use
these ground covers in place
of grasses, suggests the
specialist.

“It is possible to enjoy the
luxury of an attractive lawn
and landscape,” contends
Duble, “without excessive
energy requirements. In fact,
the net energy balance for a
lawn can be in favor of
energy conservation.”

There's still time for re-
pairs.

® Air conditioning system:
Clean filters of window -units.
and add freon if necessary.

- Spring--Time For Repairs

Central cooling systems should
be professionally maintained.
An efficient air conditioner will
save you money and clectricity
during the summer months.

® Quidoor gaps: Pipes. util-
ity meters and lawn hose bibs
should be checked for cracks
which allow insect and rodent
intrusion. Using a sealant
around these areas will prevent
this.

® Aluminwm siding: Seal-
ing any cracks or open areas al
the bottom edge of siding—and
where the foundation meets the
frame —will keep moisture and
dust out.

“insta-fix-ups’” early in the
year, there’ll still be plenty of
time for iounging in the ham-
mock with a tall lemonade.

‘Splashy Fun’

Think spring window washing
tedious and dull?

It’s actually splashy,
sparkling fun when you use a
no-fail formula for success,
says Mary Lou Rowland, a
housing and home fur-

Mrs. Rowland, on the home
economics staff of the Texas
vice, The Texas A&M Univer-
sity System, says the formula
has two ingredients: the right
recipe for the job and eorrect
technique.

Match the cleaner to the job
- whether you use a commer-
cial cleaner or a homemade
one.

With commercial cleaners,
be sure to follow directions on
the container and don’t get
the cleaner on the window’s

inted n i
woodwork.

Here are three recipes for
homemade cleaners:

FOR HARD-WATER
SPOTS - two tablespoons
vinegar to one quart warm
water.

FOR LIGHT+GREASY
SOILS - one tablespoon
kerosene to two quarts warm
water.

FOR HEAVY-GREASY
SOILS - one tablespoon am-
monia to one quart warm
water.

Correct techniques — step
by step from start to finish -
will make “picture”” windows
of every pane you touch
throughout the house.

Here they are:

If the windows have cur-
tains or shades, take them
down and remove dust and
dirt.

Dust the window frame and
sills. Remove dust or dirt
with a vacuum on INSIDE of
windows, using soft brush at-

the glass.

If you can, use a hose to wet
the OUTER side of windows
before you wash them.

If windows are still very
dirty, wipe them on both sides
with a damp cloth to remove
more dirt.

Put papers on the floor
under each window to avoid
an extra clean-up job.

Wrap a wash cloth or soft
rag around your wrist before
starting to keep water and
cleaner from running down
your arm when you raise it.

Outside, avoid cleaning
windows in direct sunlight
since it will cause them to dry
too fast, leaving a streaked
effect.

Before you wash panes in-
side, wet a small brush in the
wash water and use it to clean
the window frame corners -
or wrap wet cotton around a
toothpick or a match, and use
this to clean corners. Then
rinse and dry the window
frames and sills.

Remember, for the best
job, wash, rinse and dry each
pane before going on to the
next one.

Wet a soft cloth in a clean-
ing solution.

Wash the top window pane
first.

Wash the cloth in the solu-

tion before cleaning each -

pane.
Use a damp cloth to rinse

each window pane im- © _

mediately after washing.
Rub each pane dry with a

soft cloth or crumpled [
newspaper before you wash &7X
the next one.

As you wash, use these “no- |

streak” strategies:

Indoors, wash and dry win-
dows from one side to other.
Outdoors, wash and dry from
top to bottom. If there are
streaks, you can then tell
which side they're on. To
remove them, rub again.

Also, change the wash
water and the rinse water
often.

In addition, if you use a
special window cleaner on the
glass, use a dry cloth to wipe
it off quickly. Then rub the
glass with a clean cloth or a

newspaper.

You inspect your lawn, per-
plexed. ’

It’s late spring, the tempera-
ture is moderate and there is
plenty of moisture on the
ground. Yet your lawn is pock-
marked with a scorc of brown
spots. 3 to 12 inches in diame-
ter. In a short time, the number
of spots increase. making entire
sections of your lawn ugly.

What can you do?

Or it’s early fall. and the air is
cool, say between 50 and 70
degrees Fahrenheit. Your lawn
is closely mowed and moist un-
der your feet. But the blades of
grass in parts of your lawn—
especially in the shade—are
browning. Elongated circular
spots, with purple or black bor-
ders, cripple each blade.

What can you do?

The lawn disease described
in the first case is “dollar spot.™
It is a common fungus that hits
Bermuda grass and bentgrass. It
also attacks Kentucky blue-
grass, ryegrass and fescues.

The lawn disease in the
second case is “*melting out™ or
“leaf spot.” Park and delta
Kentucky bluegrass are com-
mon targets.

Like diseases that attack hu-
mans, lawn diseases are best rid
by prevention:

1. Plant a variety of grass that
best suits your local climate
Your nurseryman or county Ex-
tension Service agent may

know the best type for your
yard

2. Mow at the proper height
Mowing too close causes
*“scalping.” Grass suffers a se-
vere shock when its height is
reduced by more than one-third.
Dull cutting edges shred grass,
leaving your lawn with a gray
cast the next day.

3. Fertilize at recommended
rates and on a schedule that fits
the growth cycle of your grass

4. Water deeply and infre-
quently, only as the lawn needs
it. Be alert to when your lawn
turns from bright green to dull
green, or when the grass under
your footprint doesn’t spring
back quickly. These are sure
signs of water-starved grass.

5. Use chemical disease con-
trols: but use them cautiously
and sparingly.

Chemical fungicides are ei-
ther systemic or non-systemic
Systemic fungicides are drawn
in by grass and are usually more
efficient. They have specific
purposes. however, and will
fight only certain diseases.
Non-systemic fungicides work
on the outside of grass—on its
blades. They are best used as
preventive disease controls, be-
fore your lawn turns bad.

For example. the two dis-
cases described above, “dollar
spot” and “melting out.” can
be prevented by the fungicide
chlorothalonil

There is no special skill re-
quired in applying fungicides,
as long as commonsense pre-
cautions are followed

® Watch for the first signs of
disease and begin spraying
promptly. Lawn diseases are
casier to prevent than to cure!

® Read the label every time
you spray or dust. Don’t trust
your memory. as a mistake can
damage the lawn you're trying
1o protect.

® Avoid spilling chemicals,
especially concentrates. on
your skin or clothing. Do not eat
or smoke while spraying. and
wash thoroughly with soap and
water after each application

@ Set aside a special set of
mixing tools. measuring spoons
and measuring cups. Don't use
them to mix different chemi-
cals

® Use left-over spray up on
other plants as recommended on
the label

You must also feed your
plants properly to keep them
healthy. Needed nutrients can
be obtained from either organic
or chemical fertilizers. Chemi-
cal fertilizers are faster acting
than organic fertilizers but can
burn a plant’s roots if not used
carefully.

Another important element
of plant care is mulching.
Mulches, which include saw-
dust, compost, peat moss, straw
and gravel. to name a few, con-
serve moisture around the plant
roots. They also keep down
weeds, adjust soil temperature
and help prevent root injury.

So remember. choose your
ornamentals carefully. Select
plants that will blend your con-
siderations of color, texture,
shape and care into a decorative
and appealing landscape to
complement your home.

Landscaping can bring you
pleasure, satisfaction and
higher property values and it
doesn’t have to cost a fortune!
You can do it yourself at a frac-
tion of the professional cost.

Before starting to work,
check local codes for planning
requirements and restrictions.
Decide on the style and design
you want and put your plan
down on paper so you'll have a
guide to work by.

Now you are ready to install
your new landscape, but where
should you start?

Step I: Clean up the area
you'll be working in. Pick up
debris, kill weeds and remove
any unwanted trees, shrubs or
turf

If you want to save your turf
you can cut it, along with Vs of
an inch of soil, from the ground
with a sod cutter or a sharp
spade. Cut the sod into strips of
the same width and place them
on a flat surface in a shady
place. With a little care and wa-
ter, your turf will stay healthy
for weeks until you are ready to
replant it

Step II: Start moving the
soil. Try to plan this step so you
won't have the added expense
of buying soil. Use the soil from
the high spots in your yard to
build up the low places

If you need a lawn tractor,
you can usually rent one from a
garden supplier. Rent the larg-
est size you can mancuver eas-
ily in your yard. It will make
your work easier and more en-
Joyable.

Step III: lrmrigation is next.
Consider sprinkler or drip sys-
tems if the job is too big for a
garden hose. The drip system
costs about the same to install as
a sprinkler system and is no
more difficult to use when prop-
erly designed.

Step IV: Next, tackle the
problem of drainage. Try to
slope the ground so that water
will be carried away from your
property. then lay your drain
lines (horizontal pipes) and
catch basins (vertical pipes)

Catch basins. swhich are use-
ful in low spots where surface
drainage will not work, can be
bought ready-made or you can
make your own from concrete
or redwood:

Step V: Now you are ready to
start the construction phase
This includes putting in the
walkways. retaining walls and
any other wood or masonry
work you desire

Step VI: Install your headers
—the edges around lawns or
planting beds that give your

landscape a professional look.
Headers can be made of wood,
masonry or bender board (strips
of wood used to make curved
concrete forms).

Step VII: Soil improvement.
This depends, of course, on
how well your soil was doing
before you started landscaping,
but most lawns can only benefit
from adding the right fertilizer

Step VIII: Level the soil.
Using the headers as a guide,
leave the soil about an inch
higher than the header, if it has
not yet been settled by rain or
irrigation.

Step IX: Planting finally be-
gins! Use your landscape dia-
gram as a guide and plant your
large plants first.

Step X: Lawns, flower beds
and ground covers are planted
next

Step XI: Clean up all extra
rocks, dirt. lumber. etc.. that
has accumulated around the
edges of your yard

care until the roots of your
plants and grasses are securcly
established (about three to six
weeks). Check the soil moisture
every day and water the plants
individually as they require

Shingles, Difference
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Shaded Garden Areas

If you need a trailing plant,
try browallia. The stems are co-
vered with glossy emerald
leaves and bell-like blue or
white flowers.Browallia does
best in partial shade, where sun
shines four or five hours a day.

Finally, do not forget colorful
and sturdy coleus. Whether its
leaves sport wild splotches or
deep-hued solid colors, coleus
brings life to any shade garden.
As the plants grow taller, pinch
off the stem tips and flowers to
promote compact mounds of
painted foliage.

Before you transplant young
bedding plants to shaded flower
beds and borders, prepare the
soil by spading down at least
eight inches.

Loosen heavy clay soil by
digging in peat moss and coarse
sand. With sandy soil, increase
water retention by adding or-
ganic matter such as peat moss,
compost or leafmold.

Soil fertility generally will be
improved by mixing in about
two pounds of 5-10-5 fertilizer
per 100 square feet.

Best times to transplant

Evenings and cloudy days are
the best times for transplanting.
If you cannot put your plants in
the ground immediately, water
the flats or pots thoroughly and
keep the plants in the shade until
planting. The water will prevent
them from wilting.
