Septic tanks have a great ad-
vantage over ordinary cesspools
in that the septic tank actually
dissolves waste. In a cesspool, re-
fuse accumulates and may
eventually seep Into a water
well, Miss Oliver says, pointing
out that even deep wells may be
affected, depending wupon the
soll formation.
