Mabaging Editor
Area. farmers. livestock producer and agribusinessmen learned the

latest facts on using manure as fertilizer at a special meeting Monday
at the Hereford Community Center. .

The meeting was sponsored by the Texas Cattle Feeders Association
and the Texas Agricultural Extension Service. The meeting auracied 107
persons.

Experts from TAES and producers who are using manure as part of
a nutrient management program on their farm addressed several areas
where manure. can be used profitably.

Dr. John Sweeten of Texas A&M University in Cotlege Station said
farmers, livestock. producers, manure. haulers and others must think of
themselves as a team.

"You take the grain. p oduce beef, then return those nutrients to the
soil when you use manure," said Sweeten, one of the nation's leaders
in animal waste research. "Manure is a valuable product. You need to
consider it a another harvest."

Manure is high in ammoni (NH4). which is eventually convened into
n itrogen, Nitrogen i required by plants. It is usually applied through
inorganic fertilizers such as nhydrous ammonia.

Manure has other benefits, according to Sweeten
and others, It can create a better phosphate balance
in the soil, and add other mieronutrients; improve
moisture. retention and the soil structure: and can add
needed carbon monoxide in many crops.

Sweeten addressed several drawbacks to manure
usage cited in the past Weed seed and the non-manure
contents like rock •concrete and pipe that have shown
up occasionally were cited as major drawbacks, SWEETI<:N

Dr. Michael Hickey. a soil specialist from Lubbock. tressed the need
for annual oil testing and development of a nutrient management. plan.

nA good nutrient management plan is the key," said Hickey. "Get your
il te ld e firs t before you do anything. 11Ien you can work from that."

Hickey also stressed thalmanure acts as "time rei
fertilizer." It would not be good for crops like conon.
sugar beets or potatoes, where an early, shon-lived
shot of fertilizer is best.
