Hysterectomy is the second most

common major operation performed
on women. For that reason alone, it's
important that women know what ~
hysterectomy is, why it is done, and
how it may affect your life.

During a hyst-erectomy. the uterus
or womb and the cervix or opening
(mouth) to the uterus is removed.
Sometimes, your doctor may recom-
mend taht ~hefallopian tubes and
ovaries also be removed along with
the uterus-but removal of the tubes
and ovaries is not a part of what is'
considered a hysterectomy.

Two things are con ide red when
your doctor recommends a
hysterectomy-the medical purpose
and quality of your life, The four
main medical reasons for a hysterec·
tomy are noncancerous tumors of the
uterus (f"broids). a uterus which
sags or bulges (uterine prolapse )'.,
endometriosis, and prlonged and ab-
normal bleeding which cannot be
controlled by other means. Cancer is
another reason for the operation.

Hysterectomies are not ~
mended as a method of sterilization.
There·are other .forms of stertUuUon

. that 'are safer •.easter, and less eK-

pensIve. .
. IQuality or Ufe is important to eon-
sid-er if the reasons lor your
hysterectomy are not life ..
threatening. U you have problems
with very heavy and painful periods,
and, ·you are sure you don't want
more children, you may chooee to
have a hysterectomy. On the other
hand, youmaychooseto live with the
djsconUort so that your uterus'Is not
removed. This is a decIsion only you
can make. Your doctor is there to
give you advice.
..If you have a hysterectomy before
menopause, the most obvious result.
is that you will 'no longer have
periods and can no longer have
children. Your ovaries will continue.
to release hormones, however.' so
you will not go through menopause
until the normal time.' ,

My parents could
not attord to send me throulCh my
senior year. I suspect that I was
unconscious at least 2.0minutes. J am
curious to know if you ~ight have an
an wer to my question.

DEAR READER: It cannot he
proved or disproved now.But if there
is inadequate oxygen to the brain
beyond four or five minutes for any
reason, there is a chance of brain
damage. That can mean a decreased
ability to learn and think. Fortunately,
the younger a patient ts.th better the
chance that a good recovery will
occur. However, if you did have 10
minutes or more without breathing,
some brain damage was quite lik.ely,
althoughronsidering yoUI' educa-
t,lonal achievem.elilts. it was m.inlmal.
