In a frank exchange with re-
porters, he also said rescue efforts
lacked organi ....aI.ion. But he praised
the enthusiasm oJ the thousands of
rescue and medical workers and the
18,000 soldiers deployed to keep
order.

Ryzhkov said the ruined cities
will be rebuilt within two years. But
this lime, no buildings will be taller
than three or four stories. The
estimated cost of rebuilding will
probably be at least $ 8 billion he
said.

The majority of the structures
that collapsed were five- to nine-
story apartment complexes. similar
to those in many parts of the Soviet
Union.

Ryzhkov, who heads a commis-
sion of the ruling Politburo oversee-
ing rescue efforts. said a panel was

fonned to review the construction.
"It is time LO answer the ques-

tion: how many criminal cases were
filed against the scrap-builders and
what was the outcome'!" Pravda
said in a seaming article on mon-
day.
