Brown, who was ordained a
deacon in 1955, rarely, missed a
service until he moved 10 a Hamlin
nursing home last December. He's '

When, the insects crawled up' the
men's pants' leg. it was annoying,
but. not as bid as whentl:tey would
crawl. up under the ladi~s skirts, he
said.

Brown said be was told that
(luring the filSt protracted meetings
at the brush arbor. •'The boys from
Boys Chapel. and probably some
from Nein,da. would slip out to ,!he
wagons and lake 'a sleeping baby
ouL. Qi one wqoa "and put. it ,.illsomeone ,else'a wagon, and change'
aJllhe babies.in Ehe wagons,"

.. Whpn we families got to their
homes and carried the babies into
the hou c. they would find out thal
they had the wrong baby. There
were no telephonesand sometimes
.it took several: hOUI~ to return the
baby they had and try' LO locate their
own," '

Longtime members hope there
always will be a Neinda Bapti t
Church, but. they recognize, realisu-
cally, that they just don't have the
numbers to offer the youth pro-
grams which eventually cause some
families to move LO larger, city
churches.

"Right. now we just have two
kids, and they're the children ofLhe
organist. They 'comeaU the way
from R:ochester," ,Mrs. Neal said.
, But. the bright side is, those kids
get an awful lot of individual
ancnu on! ' ,

Brown said, ,"I think they may
have to go back to ju t (holding
services) once or twice a month
omcday, but I don't think it's

gonna close, Ipray it won't"
"[It's sad •. what's happening to

IlitLle churches Uke thiS,." Cedington
said. "Fewer and fewer people are
going to rural churches because we
ju I can't have much .of a program
for youth. I'm afraid that when the
older folks all die off. that'll be
about it."

In 1987 - local golfer Don T.
Martin accomplished two of the
game's rarest feats wi~in a week.
After four years of trying, he shot
his age, carding a 73 a.t Pitman
Municipal Golf Course. Six days
later he scored his first hole-in-one.

In 1988 Martin made tnose
achievements pale in comparison by
beating ,cancer for the second time
in nine years.

"I had a melanoma removed
from my chest in 1979," Martin
said, " and had chcmotherapy
treatments far two years.

"Then they found prostate
cancer, I had three operations and
36 radiation treatments for that last
year."

He auributed his recoveryto his
religious faith andthe support of his
wife of 50 years. Betty, and their
larnily, _

"I've always been a religious
man." he said. "and my faith in God
me through this, Together we've
been able to work things out."

Th Rev. Steve McElroy of the
First United Methodist Church.
where the Martins arc members,
said the couple showed great
couragethroughout the ordeal.

"They went through a lot of pain,

Martin came to Hereford in 1946 I

from Dalhan as princ,apal at Here-
ford High School. The Stamford
native had served as a math teacher
andcoach an public schoelsat spui,
Matadur and Ranger earlier,

It was at Matador that Martin
met and married Betty J0 Simpson.

Matadur was also' where he
began. playing golf seriously.

"I didn't roany start playing 'pU I.
was 25," he said. "I had played
some growing up and in college at
East Texas State.

"I guess 1. had some abilityand
played pretty good. I won the city
champiunship here in 1952 and. was
second two Lheryears."

Martin left edu ation in 1955 to
enter the insurance, business. but
returned four years later lO Stanton
Junior Hi,gh.' ,

"The math, teacher there died
during th' chool year," he said,
"and they called me up and asked if
[ would finish out the year. So' I
spent a few months leaching and
selling insurance fuU~lime. -

"I wound up Slaying and, became
principal after a few year ."

Martin then served as coordina-
lor special education programs for
schools an Hereford. Vega, Adr.ian
and Boys Ranch' until he retired in
1978. He still does in urancc work.
