Tolerating alcohol

DEAR DR. LAMB — My
alcohol tolerance doesn't
seem to be very good. Don't
get me wrong, 1 am not a

drinker. But I do like to have ;

a drink now and then on
social occasions. But I feel
the effect from just one
cocktail and, if I have two, it
is obvious that I am “under
the influence.” Is there any
way I can improve my toler-
ance? Also, is there any way
I can be sure I'm enough
over the effects of a drink to
drive safely?

DEAR READER - l am
a strong believer in the
saying, "If you drink, don't
drive.” And even though a
person may not be legally
drunk — in other words even
if the blood alcohol may be
under 0.10 percent — alco-
hol can still affect driving.

In many people skilled
performance will' decline
when the 'blood alcohol is as
low as 0.03 percent even
though you wouldn't know
they were affected by alco-
hol otherwise.

There are things you can
do to decrease emptying of
the stomach and thereby
slow the absorption of alco-
hol. The best is to eat some-
thing solid and something
that provides some fat. Fat
slows the stomach emptying
time. Of course, if you drink
on an empty stomach the
alcohol will be rapidly
absorbed.

To keep your blood alco-
hol level below 0.10 percent,
a helpful rule is to drink a
mixed drink that includes
only one small jigger (1 to
1.25 ounce jigger) of 80
proof spirits each hour and
wait at least one hour after
the last drink before driving.
If you have one drink over
one hour and then wait an
hour, you should have mini-
mal problems — if you just
must have a drink and must
drive.

You cannot hasten the
body’s metabolism of alco-
hol. It is metabolized by an
enzyme in the liver. There is

no way ;ou can speed up this
liver. tion. - Exercise
won't do it and neither will
coffee.

The factors that affect
your alcohol level and cause
intoxication are included in
Alcohol Can Be Dan
to Your Health, The
Letter 14-6, which I am
sending you. Others who

DEAR DR. LAMB — I'm
29 years old and I smoke
quite a bit. My doctor has
told me to quit umokmg but I
have not done it yet. I have
been trying to cut down. He
said poor circulation in my
feet probably is caused by
smoking.

Are there any exercises
that I can do-to improve the
circulation or anything I can
put on my feet to help? I

also have tiny cracks at the .

bottom of my feet behind
my small toes. My feet are
usually cold and then sweat.

DEAR READER — I do
not know from your letter if
your tiny cracks represent a
skin disorder, such as
fungus, or are related to
poor circulation.

But there are some people
who are prone to developing
obstructions of their arteries
to the feet. It is called
thromboangitis obliterans,
Buerger's disease. These
obstructions are related to
tobacco, either smoking or
chewing. And when tobacco
is not stopped it can prog-
ress to the point a person
ma{ require an amputation.

your doctor believes
you have obstructions to
your arteries to your feet,
you must quit smoking
entirely, not just cut down.
No exercises or medicines
will take the place of stop-
eing the use of tobacco.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution
91 proposes a constitution-
al ameéndment which re-
quires a county with a pop-
ulation of 30,000 or more
to be divided into not less
than four nor more than
eight justice of the peace
precinets. A county with a
population of 18,000 or
more but less than than
80,000 shall be divided into
not less than two nor more
than five justice of the
peace precincts. A county
with a population of less
than 18,000 shall be des-
ignated as a single justice
of the peace precinct or,
upon a finding of neces-
sity by the commissioners
court, shall be divided into
more than one justice of
the peace precinct but not
more than four. The
amendment provides fur-
ther, that in any precinct
in which there is a city
with a population of 18,000
or more, two justices of
the peace shall be elected,
The amendment allows a
justice of the peace, con-
stable or commissioner to
continue in office until the
expiration of his term, al-
though a change in pre-
cinet boundaries results in
the officer no longer being
a resident of the precinct
for which he was elected
or appointed and allows a
justice of the peace or con-
stable to continue in office
until the expiration of his
term even though a change
in precinet boundaries re-
sults in the abolishment of
the precinet or more than
one justice of the peace or
constable serving the pre-
cinet. Vacancies in the of-
fice of justice of the peace
or constable that result
from a precinet boundary
change shall be filled by
the commissioners court
until the next general elec-
tion. The amendment would
take effect on January 1,
1984, and counties with
populations’ of less than
30,000 and with more than
four justice of the peace
and constable precincts
would have until January
1, 1987 to comply with the
amendment.

constitutional amend-
ment authorizing fewer
justice of the peace and
constable precinets in
counties with a popula-
tion of less than 80,000
and providing for eon-
tinuous service by jus-
tices of the peace, con.
