Seven men and five women will sit on the
jury selected to try a theft case against
Hereford farmer Robert Strain.

The 12 names were announced at 4:15 p.m.
Tuesday following a day-and-a-half selection
process that began when 79 impaneled jurors
showed up Monday afternoon in District
Court.

Many of those excused by 222nd District
Judge David Wesley Gulley had claimed to be
friends of Strain or his family, or close per-
sonal friends with one or more of the 50 or so
witnesses that Saul announced had been sub-
poened to testify during the trial.

Attorneys told the jurors it would be up to
the state of Texas to prove that Strain had
committed theft by two means: appropriation
of property that he knew was stolen and ap-
propriation of property without the owner’s
consent.

the items were found in Strain’s barn when it
was raided on Aug. 15, and that Strain knew
the items were stolen when he bought them.
The tools were allegedly stolen from K.R.
Lindsey of Lubbock.

" ““The real issue will boil down to whether or
not the defendant knew the property was
stolen,” Criminal District Attorney Roland
Saul told the jury panel on Tuesday.

The punishment for the third degree felony
theft charge ranges from two to 10 years in the
Texas Department of Corrections and a fine
not to exceed $5,000.

The jury was to be called in at 10 a.m. this
morning for the opening of the trial, which at-
torneys have said they expect to last at least
until the middle of next week.

'House nearing expected close vote

WASHINGTON (AP) —
House opponents of the MX
missile say they have the
votes to shoot down the much-
debated nuclear weapon, but
President Reagan is lobbying
until the last minute to try
once again to save the center-
piece of his defense buildup.

The House was scheduled
to vote this afternoon on
whether to give the Pentagon
authorization to go ahead and
buy more of the 10-warhead
weapons in the fiscal year
beginning Oct. 1.

The vote will be only the
first of several congressional
decisions this year on the
MX.

House Speaker Thomas P.
O’'Neill said Tuesday that MX
opponents have 220 votes —
two more than necessary —
and predicted the Democrat-
controlled House will send
Reagan ‘‘a message: the peo-
ple want arms control, now."

White House deputy press
secretary Larry Speakes said
Reagan ‘“‘will continue to
press for approval’ until just
before the vote. Reagan met
with a dozen undecided con-
gressmen Tuesday to try-to
win their support.

The president’s last-minute
lobbying efforts in the past
two years have been credited
by both MX supporters and
opponents with providing the
narrow margins of victory for
the MX. The victory last fall
was nine votes.

Meanwhile, the Washington

Times reported in today’s

editions that the White House
quietly has abandoned its full
MX request and will accept a
compromise offered by Rep.
Les Aspin, D-Wis., for half
the number of missiles initial-
ly sought.

The MX battle is the major

fight in House efforts to pass '

a bill authorizing the Pen-
tagon to spend $285 billion in
fiscal 1985. That would be an
inflation-adjusted increase of
6 percent, compared to the
Pentagon’s original request
of a 13 percent hike in the
fourth year of Reagan's five-
year defense buildup.

The bill contains a number
of weapons that also will be
challenged by opponents, in-
cluding Pershing 2 nuclear
missiles, the B-1 bomber, and
preparations for a new
generation of nerve gas.

The bill proposes $2.7
billion for 30 MX weapons to
go along with the 21 appreved
last year. The Pentagon
originally sought 40 next year
and Speakes said Reagan
would press for ‘‘full
funding.”

Aspin’s compromise would
authorize only 15 MX
weapons and bar spending
any money until 1985, a pro-
posal he hopes will induce the
Soviets to return to the
nuclear arms control talks
and win a further delay in the
weapon. The Soviets walked
out of those talks last year.

The Republican-controlled
Senate is likely to approve a
higher number of MX
weapons, meaning a con-
ference committee will have
to work out a compromise
figure that will then be voted
on again by the House and
Senate. And still to come are
separate bills to appropriate
the money which is authoriz-
ed.

Reagan and the Pentagon
want to build 100 MX weapons
and put them in existing silos

Hart manhandling Mondale

No comment made from Jackson

Sen. Gary Hart, manhandl-
ing Walter F. Mondale . in
Nebraska and Oregon, has
won a psychological lift that
overshadows the small
number of delegates gained
for his longshot drive to re-
bound and win the
Democratic presidential
nomination.

Although Walter F. Mon-
dale lost by 2-to-1 margins in
the two western states on
Tuesday, he noted his conti-
nuing improvement in the
dglegate count and predicted,
“By the time of the conven-
tion, I think we'll have
enough delegates to secure
my nomination.”

The Rev. Jesse L. Jackson,
on the campaign trail in
California, offered no com-
ment on the results from
Oregon and Nebraska. He
had visited neither state and

finished a distant third in
both,

“Now we've won all but one
slate west of the
Mississsippi,”” Hart told sup-
porters in his adopted
hometown in Denver. He ap-
parently was referring to
primaries only, with Loui-
siana the lone loss, since he
has lost several western
caucuses including Texas.

After the final round of
primaries June 5 including
delegate-rich California, he

said, “I think I'll be able to
say we've still won all but one
state west of the
Mississippi.”

Oliver Henkel, the Hart

campaign manager, said the
wins ‘“‘recreated momentum
and the sense of vitality in the
campaign' and showed a
“tremendously broad rejec-
tion of his (Mondale's) can-
didacy by these two states.”
Despite Mondale's big

delegate lead, Henkel said,
““The viability of (Mondale’s)
candidacy has to be seriously
questioned.,"”

There were 67 delegates at
stake on Tuesday in states
where Mondale campaigned
not at all in Oregon and only
one day in Nebraska.

Hart held a total of 45 — 29
from Oregon and 16 from
Nebraska. Mondale led for 23
— 14 from Oregon and 8 from
Nebraska.

With ballots counted from
99 percent of Nebraska's
precincts, the vole was:

Hart, 85,997 or 59 percent.

Mondale, 39,103 or 27 per-
cent.

Jackson, 13,402 or 9 per-
cent.
In Oregon, with results

from 68 percent of the state’s
2,452 precints, the vote was:
Hart, 135,395 or 59 percent.
Mondale, 63, 169 or 28 per-
cent.

Jackson 20,637 or 9 percent.

Besides emphasizing his
natural constituency in the
West, Hart is hoping to
demonstrate that despite his
earlier string of losses in in-
dustrialized states in the
Midwest and Northeast, he is
a stronger national oppod
they believe Hart has a better
chance of beating Reagan
this fall.

Before Hart's narrow,
upset wins in the Indiana and
Ohio primaries on May 8, his
candidacy was believed to be
a dying effort incapable of
resuscitation.

But  even as Hart
celebrated his victories, Mon-
dale could take solace in his
growing count of delegates
who will support his can-
didacy at the convention
when it begins July 16.

Republicans trying to break stalement

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Republican leaders are offer-
ing a $2 billion sweetener that
they say will break a weeks-
long stalemate in the Senate
and assure passage of a $144
billion deficit-reduction
package that has President
Reagan'’s blessing.

Majority Leader Howard
H. Baker Jr., R-Tenn., of-
fered an amendment on the
Senate floor Tuesday night
that would cut $2 billion from
the embattled Synthetic
Fuels Corp. and sprinkle the
money among education,
health and. environmental
research, drug interdiction
and foreign aid programs.

A vote on the amendment
was expected today.

“We think we have the
votes for this amendment,”
said Sen. Pete V. Domenici,
R-N.M., chairman of the
Budget Committee. ‘‘We
think we have the votes for
this (entire deficit-reduction)
package."”

Twice last week, up to eight
GOP moderates, seeking
lower defense spending and
more domestic outlays than
called for in the Reagan-
backed proposal, joined with
Democrats to Tiearly dump
the Republican package.

Baker met privately with
the moderates for several

Allen, an engineer, is
employed by the Ruhlin Co. of
Columbus. The couple arriv-

The turn of events followed
three weeks of virtual inac-
tion on the deficit-reduction
package which Reagan an-
nounced in March in a White
House Rose Garden
ceremony.

“When I was in Tularosa,
New Mexico, I noticed a man
that kept watching me. I
thought maybe he just
wanted to take my picture
and talk with me. Well, after
a while, he finally came up to
me. and introduced himself
and said he had noticed that
my hand was giving me trou-
ble.

‘‘He turned out to be an or-
thopedic surgeon practicing
in Lubbock. He examined my
hand and made ar-
rangements for me to be ad-
mitted to a Lubbock hospital,
where he operated on me free
of charge. After I was
dismissed from the hospital,
he and his wife took me out to
dinner and presented me with
$100 to be donated to the New
Life Camp.

“To complete this miracle,
he said I would need further
surgery to replace the joint in
my hand, and that after I see
the President, he will make
arrangements for me to re-
enter the hospital for further
surgery. He has also provided
transportation for Walter and
myself back home.

“See how greal the people
are in this country, to offer
help to a lotal stranger.

“But besides helping me,
God wants me to help
others,"” he wants me to be a
vessel. 1 have dedicated my
life to Christ and I want him
to use me."

Everyday obstacles for a
woman traveling alone do not
bother Roy. “I look forward
to each day,"” she said. “It's
always a new adventure, a
unique experience.”

A typical day for her begins
with a prayer. She then feeds
Wallter, fixes her hair, applies
her makeup and is then ready
to face whatever the day br-
ings.

“I believe in maintaining a
good physical appearance,”
Roy said. ““Just because I'm
not at home doesn't mean I
shouldn’t do my hair and face
each morning. When I'm out
on the road like this, I just go
into the nearest beauty shop
for a shampoo. I afford
myself that small luxury.”

Next on the agenda is
visiting with various people.
At the end of the day, if lodg-
ings are not offered to her by
private residents or organiza-
tions, she sleeps in her
wagon. ‘‘The wagon is well
equipped. It contains a
heater, bed, several changes
of clothes, supplies and, of
course, Walter's feed. It's
really quite comfortable,”
Roy confided.

During her trek to the
White House, Roy has been
guest speaker at a university
and several grammar schools

as well as having spoke to
disabled veterans, the VFW
or American Legion
organizations. ‘'If I had more
time, I would try to have
more speaking engagements.

Although journeying on foot
could be sometimes terrify-
ing, Roy said her donkey pro-
tects her quite adequately. *‘1
have had 10 other donkeys,
but none of them were as
smart as old Walter.

He has protected me on
numerous occasions. Once,
while mining, I was caught in
a storm and took refuge in a
cafe. Although I left Walter
outside, he came inside with
me. All through the night, he
kept snorting and keeping me
awake. I would reprimand
him. The next day I learned
that I had shared the night
with a mountain lion.

“1 guess Walter had smell-
ed the lion and had sensed I
was in danger. So, each time
he snorted, it kept the lion at
a distance.”

This hard rock miner mov-
ed to Golden Lady Mine in
California’s Inyo Mountains
in 1973.

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Kuhn announces
suspensions lifted

NEW YORK (AP) — Kan-
sas City Manager Dick
Howser will waste no time
getting Willie Wilson back in
the lineup after he and two
other major-league players
were reinstated by Commis-
sioner Bowie Kuhn.

Wilson, Willie Aikens and
Jerry Martin, who were jail-
ed for 8] days and sat out the
first 44 days of the baseball
season on cocaine charges,
met with the commissioner
Tuesday before he announced
their suspensions were over.

Howser said Wilson, the
1982 American League bat-
ting champion, will be in the
starting lineup tonight in
Chicago against the White
Sox.

Aikens will be available for
pinch hitting duty for Toronto
tonight at Minnesota, but
Blue Jays Manager Bobby
Cox will wait until the team
opens a homestand against
the White Sox Thursday to
make Aikens the designated
hitter.

Martin, meanwhile, is ex-
pected to be added to the
roster of the New York Mets,
but he probably will see only
spot duty. He was expected to
be in uniform for today's
game in San Francisco
against the Giants.

Wilson, Aikens and Martin,
plus pitcher Vida Blue, were
members of the Kansas City
Royals last season when they
were indicted and later plead-
ed guilty to misdemeanor
charges of attempting to
possess cocaine. Blue, releas-
ed last year by the Royals, is
out of baseball and was not
affected by Kuhn's suspen-
sions.

“I'll be afraid and nervous,
but I'll be a man,” Wilson
said of his immediate return
to the lineup.

The shooting victim,
Charles Waller of
Gladewater, was listed in
serious condition in Tyler
Medical Center Hospital’s in-
tensive care unit, officials
said Tuesday night.

Lingle was released on
$5,000 bond, and Justice of the
Peace Ray Robertson said
the incident was still under
investigation.

Lingle declined comment
on his arrest.

Police said Lingle shot
Waller twice with a .357
Magnum service revolver
Monday as the officer at-
tempted to arrest him in con-
nection with a vandalism
case.

“We're not going to treat
him any different from any
other ordinary citizen,” said
Robertson, who signed the
charge and set the bond.
“Everything still is unclear
as to exactly what happened.
We are investigating and we
have come up with nothing so
far.”

Waller's mother, Frankie
Waller, said her son lost con-
sciousness on and off during

e R

the day Tuesday and she had
not discussed the incident
with him,

‘“‘We haven't talked. He
can't talk in his condition,”
Mrs. Waller said.

She said her son's condition
had not improved since the
shooting Monday, although
hospital officials reported his
condition had been upgraded
from critical to serious.

Mrs. Waller said she had
been told her son was shot
twice, once in the stomach
and once in the lungs.

The shooting apparently
followed a fight between the
two men in Hawkins, about
five miles west of and across
the county line from Big San-
dy in East Texas, according
to Hawkins police Sgt. Andy
Dunklin.

Lingle was attempting to
arrest Waller in connection
with a vandalism case in his
town when ‘“a fight ensued
and Waller was shot,”
Dunklin said. .

Lingle was in uniform and
on duty, but he was not in pur-
suit of Waller when the inci-
dent occurred, Dunklin said.
The police chief was standing
beside his patrol car when the
fight began, the sergeant
said.

Dunklin said Lingle could
legally attempt an arrest in
Hawkins ‘‘under certain cir-
cumstances,”” but declined to
be more specific.

Lingle, 31, has been chief of
police for eight years, accor-
ding to Big Sandy officials.

Big Sandy mayor pro tem
Johnny Hammond said
Lingle might have gone to
Hawkins to have his car ser-
viced.

“I have not talked to the
police chief so I don't know
much about it,”’ Hammond
said. “We’re still up in the
air. ... I don’t know if he was
taking a car there to the
garage or was there on
backup or what."

nephew onto a stretcher after
he was shot.

““He just said the police had
no right to shoot him," the un-
cle said.

Hawkins, Police Chief
Robert Cromley called it
routine procedure in Wood
County to file charges against
people involved in shootings,
whether they are police of-
ficers or average citizens.

DEAR POLLY — My cat urinated on the rug, and the spot
still smells, even though we've tried steam cleaning. This
rug is in too good shape to be thrown out. What should I do?

— A.P.

DEAR A.P. — One of the best remedies | know for remov-
ing the odors from pet accidents is plain white vinegar. This
can be used on any washable fabric or any fabric that can be
wet without damage. Saturate the affected spot with the
vinegar (you may want to test for color change on a hidden
area of the rug, first), let it sit for 15 minutes or so, then
sponge with a wet cloth or sponge to rinse. Repeat if neces-

sary

If the vinegar is ineffective, check your local hardware

store for special products made to get rid of such odors.
There are a few of these on the market; just be sure to follow
instructions carefully. — POLLY

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Depending on delayed plantings, weather

Corn crop could double

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Although farmers have made

up part of this spring’s delay

in planting corn, the crop is
still a long way from harvest
next fall. It will be a crucial
six months, according to
Agriculture Department
analysts.

Based on projections —
which, in turn, are based on

an assumption that farmers
will have “normal’’ weather
— the 1984 corn crop may pro-
duce about 7.8 billion bushels,
nearly double last year's
skimpy 4.2 billion.

“A major concern at this
time is the delayed plantings
because of excessive
moisture, not only for corn
but for barley and oats as
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well,”” the department’s
Economic Research Servnce
said Monday.

The projections, which are
described as highly tentative,
would mean a total corn supp-
ly of about 8.3 billion bushels
in the 1984-85 marketing year
that will begin next Oct. 1.
That would include about 500
million bushels expected o be
left over from previous crops.

Officials said that total
corn use in 1984-85 is expected
to rise about 6 percent from
this season to about 7.2 billion
bushels. That would leave
corn carryover stocks on Oct.
1, 1985 — the start of the
1985-86 season — at slightly
more than 1.1 billion bushels.

“This implies somewhat
lower farm prices than dur-
ing the current year, but sup-
ply would still be tight enough
lo yield a season average
price of $2.65 to $3.20 a bushel,
10 to 65 cents above the na-
tional average loan rate, with
the most likely price below
the midpoint,”” the report
said.

Nationally, the 1984 corn
loan rate — which is the
government's basic price
support level — is $2.55 per
bushel. If the report is cor-
rect, the farm price will
“most likely'' be less than the
$2.92 midpoint of the pro-
jected price range.

Corn prices at the farm this
year, meaning an average
over the entire 12-month
marketing year, are expected
to average $3.25 per bushel,
up from $2.68 in 1982-83, ac-
cording to USDA economists.

Prices averaged $3.16 per
bushel in the first half of the
current marketing year that

began last Oct. 1, up 36 per-
cent from $2.33 a year earlier,
the report said. Price
strength in March continued
into April and may
strengthen further as sup-
plies tighten during the sum-
mer, before weakening in the
fall,

One reason for weaker
grain prices ahead is an ex-
pected 3.6 percent decline in
‘‘grain-consuming animal
units’’ on farms in 1984-85. To
simplify, their calculations,
agency economists convert
cattle, hogs, sheep and
chickens into these units,
with each computed to eat as
much grain in one year as one
dairy cow.

“The bulk of the decrease
will result from fewer hogs
raised, with smaller reduc-
tions coming from the dairy
industry and cattle feeding,”
the report said.

In a related report, the
department said Monday that
farmers have taken up some
of the slack in this spring's
delayed planting schedule but
still lagged far behind nor-
mal.

A weekly report showed
that by May 13 an estimated
29 percent of the intended
corn acreage had been
planted, compared to only 10

percent by May 6. Planting
has been delayed in much of
the country by rain and soggy
fields.

On the average, 54 percent
of the corn has been planted
by May 13, the report said. A
yar ago, when farmers lso
were delayed by field condi-
tions, 42 percent of the
acreage had been planted.

The 17 major corn states,
which produce about 90 per-
cent of the harvest, and their
planting progress as of May
13; a year earlier and the
average for the date, includ-
ed:

Colorado, 37 percent
planted, 47 percent a year ago
and 52 percent on the
average.

Georgia, 94, 96 and 97.

Illinois, 42, 46 and 63.

Indiana, 30, 25 and 45.

Towa, 35, 64 and 68.

Kansas, 20, 40 and 45.

Kentucky, 18, 15 and 55.
