(AP) — A fugitive wanted on
a capital murder warrant
was captured after three of
his hostages bolted a bank's
vault door shut, allowing a
SWAT team to overpower the
gunman as he tried to pick up
food, authorities said.
Richard Donald Foster, a
3l-year-old ex-convict, was

being held today at the
Parker County Jail In

Weatherford in lieu of a $§l
million bond on a capital
murder charge, said Assis-
tant District Attorney Dan
Carney.

Foster, an Oklahoma
native also known as ‘‘Stoney
Armadillo,”” also was being
held in lieu of $600,000 bond on
an aggravated kidnapping
charge in Stephens County,
Carney said.

The siege began shortly
before noon Thursday when a
gunman stormed the Citizens
National Bank and took seven
people authorities
said.

Many bullets to fly Saturday

Many area law enforce-
ment officials - perhaps more
than 50 - are expected to fire
their guns several times
Saturday.

No, crime is not supposed
to run rampant. Rather, the
involved officers, deputies
and security guards will be
participating in the Hereford
Police Department's annual
pistol shoot competition.

Everyone is allowed to be a
spectator of the event, which
is to blast off at 10 a.m. A fir-
ing range on city property is
to host the event. It is located
a few miles east of town,
north of Highway 60.

During competition, which
police Lt. Vernon Hope said
could last well into the after-
noon, a concessions stand will
be operated by the women’s
auxiliary of the department.
A lunch of ham, potato salad
and other items is to be of-
fered for only $2.

In 1983, there were 52 or 53
entrants in the “‘PPC
match,” according to Hope.
Among them were deputies
from area sheriff's depart-
ments, security guards and
policemen from various
cities.

“It's a good way for the of-

ficers to get together, make
new friends and see some old
ones," Hope said. There have
been three previous pistol
shoots, he thought

Previously, entrants have
been required to use their ser-
vice revolvers. Now, Hope ex-
plained, competition is open
to any weapon above .38
caliber.

Powerful guns may come in
handy for one of the three
competition categories: the
“bowling pin shoot.” Con-

testants are timed in their ef-

forts to completely knock off
a table - from 25 yards away -
five regulation-size bowling
pins. Last year, Gerald
Parker of the Deaf Smith
County Sheriff's department
reserves completed the task
in 15.9 seconds.

There are also calegories
for single and two-man
(“team”) firing. The latter
combines the partners’
scores.

Sixty total rounds are fired
from 7, 25 and 50 yards, Hope
explained, with human
silhouettes serving as
targets. Hits can range from
7 points to an “X,” which
counts for 10.

Trophies are awarded for
first-through-third places in
five divisions of each
category. In one division,
scores of 300-399, Hope
himself finished first last
year. Joe Brown, then a
police lieutenant and now
county sheriff, was a close se-
cond.

The highest individual
score was achieved by Jess
Lopez, who lives outside of
Deaf Smith County. His 574
total barely bested Parker,
who recorded a 573. The Deaf
Smith reserve won the
overall title and trophy,
however, with a combined
single-team score of 1,321 and
46 “‘Xs."

Aside from Hope and
Brown, other Hereford
policemen who collected
trophies were Patrolman
Cecil Guthrie (first in the
0-299 single competition) and
Lt. Ted Langgood (second in
the team category).

The best team score in 1983
was accomplished by two out-
of county residents, James
Bartlett and James Vernon.
They shot their way to 1,082
points, a mark which includ-
ed 49 “Xs."

' Cancer victims win suit Vi

* SALT LAKE CITY (AP) — In the first ruling to hold the«
U.S. government responsible for fallout damage from
atomic testing, a judge condemned the failure to give sim-
ple advice — like ‘‘wash everything” — to people who
later suffered cancer.

The decision, arising from above-ground nuclear blasts
at the Nevada Test Site from 1951 to 1962, ordered the
government to pay $2.1 million in nine cancer cases.
Damages in a 10th are to be decided later.

The ruling also is expected to set a precedent for settling
hundreds of other claims of radiation-induced cancer.

U.S. Distriet Judge Bruce Jenkins found the govern-
ment negligent, rejecting arguments that monitoring was
sufficient and that all precautions known by the early
1950s to be necessary were taken.

Jurors deciding illegal alien case

BROWNSVILLE, Texas
(AP) — Jurors deliberating
the fate of Stacey Lynn Merkt
may be divided between
those who believe the woman
violated the law and those
who feel she was a good
samaritan in transporting
three undocumented
Salvadorans to San Antonio,
defense attorneys say.

Ms. Merkt, a volunteer at
the Casa Oscar Romero
refugee halfway house near
Brownsville and a member of
a religious community in Col-
orado Springs, Colo., faces a
maximum sentence of 15
years and a $6,000 fine if con-

‘victed on three counts of

transporting and conspiring
to transport illegal aliens.

The federal court jury was
expected to resume delibera-
tions today.

“I don’'t think there is
anybody on that jury to whom
Stacey doesn’t represent the
modern day embodiment of
the good samaritan,’” said
defense attorney Daniel
Sheehan after the jury
recessed Thursday. I think
all the jurors know that and
they will all come around."” .

The eight-man, four-
woman panel deliberated the

case before calling it quits for
the day at 5 p.m.

About 3 p.m., the all-
Hispanic panel requested and
was given copies of the
statutes Ms. Merkt is accused
of violating.

Sheehan has said the Merkt
case pits the federal govern-
ment against a growing seg-
ment of the nation’s religious
community organized to op-
pose U.S. policy in Central

America and immigration
policy regarding
Salvadorans.

Among the 40 nuns, priests,
sanctuary supporters and
reporters waiting for a ver-
dict at the federal courthouse
yesterday was John J. Fitz-
patrick, the Bishop of
Brownsville.

Ms. Merkt said the length
of jury deliberations was a
**sign of hope.”

Assistant U.S. Attorney
John Smith said Ms. Merkt's
case had received more
publicity than it deserved.

“This case doesn't mean
any more or less than any
other case we win or lose,
despite the publicity,” he
said.

“We don't seek out church
people transporting aliens,
but if we catch them during
routine patrol, we prosecute

them the same as anyone
else. This won’t change,” he
said.

Ms. Merkt was arrested on
a rural South Texas highway
Feb. 17 with a nun,
newspaper reporter and
three Salvadorans, including
an 18-month-old child.

Sister Dianne Muhlenkamp
of Fort Wayne, Ind., was to
stand trial with Ms. Merkt,
but agreed to cooperate with
the government in exchange
for a year’s probation.

Charges against Dallas
Times Herald reporter Jack
Fischer, who was working on
a story at the time of his ar-
rest, were never presented to
the federal grand jury.

Supporters of the sanctuary
movement maintain
Salvadorans are not illegal
aliens as the government con-
tends, but are political
refugees fleeing violence in
their homeland. They say
assisting the refugees is one
way of expressing opposition
to “U.S. intervention in El
Salvador.”

Defense attorneys for Ms.
Merkt argued that the
Salvadorans she was tranpor-
ting are enfitled to asylum
under the Refugee Act of
1980, authored by Sen.

HOUSTON (AP) — At-
torney C. Benton
Musslewhite says he almost
didn’t take the Agent Orange
defoliant - case that most
lawyers considered unwin-
nable. ;

Musslewhite represented
1,500 Vietnam veterans who
sued the companies, claiming
the defoliant sprayed in Viet-
namese jungles made them
ill and caused sickness and
birth defects among their
children.

He said the most difficult
part in reaching the settle-
ment was deciding what
would benefit the veterans
the most.

“It was the most horren-
dous feeling, sitting there and
you didn't know which way to
go. There were some oul
there with families, some
who were dying and need
some contribution now and
there were those who wanted
their day in court, even if it
meant they might not get

e o e ki
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We know what acid rain
does; we don't know where
it's coming from.

I can't believe anyone
would do this, would allow
that to continue knowing
what they did,” and I just
couldn’t say no once I knew
that,” he recalled.

Dear editor:

I was privileged to listen to
bht of H. Ross Perot's
speeches that he delivered in
the Panhandle recently. Ad-
mittedly, 1 was skeptical of
some of the changes he and
the other members of the
Select Committee on Educa-
tion had come up with. After
hearing his basis for these
decisions, it became clear to
me that changes are needed.

Some of his reasons for
these changes relate to a con-
sistent decline in achieve-
ment test scores during the
last 20 years while State spen-
ding for education has in-
creased by 10 fold (twice the
rate of inflation). Texas
ranks in the bottom 20 per-
cent of the states in test
scores. The United States is

- at the bottom of the industrial

world in test scores.

The Select Committee’s
solutions include: 1) replac-
ing the current elected State
Board of Education with an
appointed board, 2) recaptur-
ing the school day for learn-
ing by dropping many of the
non-essential classes, 3)
strengthen the elementary
school program, 4) a head
start for disedvantaged
children, 5) develope an
equalization plan before the
Federal courts do it for us.

It all started back in December of 1979. The
world was informed that the Soviet Union had
invaded Afganistan. Appalled by the move,
then President Jimmy Carter announced the
U.S. would boycott the 1980 Moscow Olympics.

Thousands of hours of training by U.S.
athletes was wasted as the Olympics were
caught up in a political web. Moscow held the
games anyway, won most of the medals along
with the East Germans, and remain in
Afganistan today.

Now, it's the Soviets turn. Monday the Rus-
sians said that the USSR was not
‘“‘boycotting,”’ but, was implementing a ‘‘mass
pullout’ of Los Angeles.

That was a ridiculous announcement in the
sense the Soviets were not in L.A. to begin
with. But the political rhetoric is all beside the
point.

It was expected- Why should the Russians
attend our Games when we chickened out of
theirs?

The Olympics are becoming a farce and
should be done away with if not conducted pro-
perly. The past three Olympics have been
tainted.

Palestine Liberation Organization terrorists
slaughtered several members of the Israeli
squad in Munich in 1972. Forty teams boycot-
ted the 1976 Montreal Games to protest a New
Zealand rugby team’s tour of South Africa and

Carter’s 1980 policy. o

“You cannot have an event where there has
been an attempt to damage it, as was done in
1980, and assume all of that was forgotten.
Memories are not that short,”” Juan Antonio
Samaranch, president of the International
Olympic Committee was recently quoted.

The future of the Games is bleak. If I didn’t
know better, I'd ask, “Why don’t the super-
powers just bomb each other and get it over
with?"

Since the Olympics have become entirely
political, it seems fitting that the Rev. Jesse
(Action) Jackson has paid a visit to the Soviet
Embassy to try to persuade the Communists
to attend.

Credit has to be given to Jackson at least for
the effort. President Reagan, whose dialogue
with the USSR has been nill, has already given
up. ‘‘We are not going to beg them,’’ said one
senior State Department official.

The account is typical of the Reagan Ad-
ministration. ““We have done everything
humanly possible to indicate to the Soviets
what we desire as far as world peace is con-
cerned,” said Larry Speakes, the chief White
House spokesman, when asked what impact
the Soviet decision will have on the overall
state of U.S.-Soviet realstions.

Then Speakes said, ‘‘The president has gone
to great lengths in order to be accommodating
to the Soviets.”

If so, why hasn’t Reagan made at least a
token visit to Moscow as a gesture of peace?
And why did the president blow off attending
the funeral of late Soviet Head Leonid
Brezhnev?

Olympic Games
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Political rhetoric hurts

AUSTIN (AP) — The Soviet
Union's decision to withdraw
from the summer Olympics is
a reflection of that country’s
bitterness over deteriorating
relations with the United
States, says a University of
Texas professor who wrote a
new book entitled ''The Olym-
pic Crisis.”

Dr. John Hoberman said
Thursday that while the
Soviets may have planned the
pullout in revenge fro Presi-

- dent Carter's boycott of the

1980 Moscow games, the chief
reason for their withdrawal is
“the sorry state of relations”’
between the two countries.

He said the Soviels want to
minimize President Reagan's
chances for re-election. They
believe boycotting the Los
Angeles games 1s a way to ac-
complish that.

Hdiberman said the Soviet
Union ‘‘doesn’'t want to to
anything to acknowledge
Reagan in a positive way
such as would be suggested
by the inclusion of the Soviet
athletes in the parade on
opening day in front of the
leader of the host nation

“This 1s apparently emo-
tionally unacceptable to
them,'’ he said

However, since the Olym-
pics are a showcase at which
the nations can demonstrate
to the world what they have
achieved, Hoberman said he
is surprised the Soviets decid-
ed to pull out

Angeles Olympic Organizing
Committee about the condi-
tions in which the games
would be held. I expected a
longer campaign of com-
plaining,’ he said.

Hoberman's book says the
Olympic movement has been
in a-state of ‘‘permanent
crisis”’ since 1968, and in
some ways since the beginn-
ing of the modern games.

He described the Olympic
movement as amoral, noting
that Olympic officials have
shown themselves “‘willing to
collaborate with notorious
political regimes.” He cited
the 1936 games in Nazi Ger-
many and the 1980 games in
Moscow as examples.

“It would really serve the
cause of stability in the Olym-
pic movement if the games
took place in small, neutral
