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SRERATY Prices Drop During August

Shoppers are finding lower
prices at the supermarket —
particularly for pork chops,
according to an Associated
Press marketbasket survey
which shows grocery bills
dropped by six-tenths of a
percent during August.

More than one-fifth of the
items checked by the AP
declined in price last month
and many of the decreases

~ were substantial. In part, the
price trends at the super-
market reflect what's hap-
pening on the nation’s farms:
The U.S. Department of
Agriculture says farmers are
getting paid less for many
key crops than they were a
year ago.

The AP drew up a random
list of 14 commonly purchas-
ed food and non-food items
and checked the price at one
supermarket in each of 13
cities on March 1, 1973. Prices
have been rechecked on or
about the start of each suc-
ceeding month,

The latest survey showed
that the marketbasket bill in-
creased at the checklist store
in four cities last month and
decreased in eight cities. It
was unchanged in the 13th ci-
ty. Overall, the marketbasket
bills decreased an average of
six-tenths of a percent.

The marketbasket bill
measured by the AP has
declined in five of the first
eight months of 1981, dropp-
ing in February, March,
April and May, as well as in
August. It increased in
January, June and July.

Looking at prices for the
past year, the AP found that
the marketbasket went up at
the checklist store in five
cities over the last 12 months
and decreased in eight cities.
Overall, it was*an average of
1.6 percent lower at the start
of September than it was a
year earlier.

“That is still our goal,"”
deputy White House press
secretary Larry Speakes said
Tuesday as Reagan prepared
to end his month-long Califor-
nia vacation and fly east to-
day.

Former Nazi Boss
Dies in London

LLONDON (AP) — Albert
Speer, the Nazi slave-labor
boss who spurred German
war production despite
massive Allied air raids, died
during a visit to London, the
city blitzed by the bombs and
rockets of the war machine
he ran. He was 76.

Speer, whose post-war
memuirs provided the most
detailed account of the inner
working of the Third Reich
and made him a rich man,
died Tuesday of an apparent
stroke.

The man who once said he
was “‘mesmerized” by Adolf
Hitler and served him as
chief architect and produc-
tion chief, was in Britain for a
television interview with the
British Broadcasting Corp.

After recording the first
segment of the interview
Tuesday morning, Speer
returned to lLondon's Park
Court Hotel, where he col-

lapsed in the afternoon. He

was taken unconscious to St.

Mary's Hospital and died

there at 8:30 p.m., 2:30 p.m.
EDT, the hospital said.

The BBC said Speer was be-
interviewed for a
documentary about Hitler's
proposed cultural center in
the dictator's hometown of
Linz, Austria. Speer, the pro-
ject's chief architect, was
questioned by Cambridge
University historian Norman
Stone, who said the ex-Nazi

Speer, who engineered
Hitler's rise to power and
later put his organizational
skills to work running the
Third Reich's enormous in-

ot e

dustrial complex, was con-
victed by the Nuremberg War
Crimes tribunal in 1946 of
crimes against humanity.’

Described at Nuremberg as
one of Hitler's ‘‘closest per-
sonal confidants,” Speer was
convicted for his expansion of
the slave labor system, using
civilians from occupied coun-
tries to power the Nazi war
machine. The only senior
Nazi to admit responsibility
for his crimes, Speer served a
20 year sentence at Spandau
Prison in West Berlin.

Speer was born March 19,
1905, the son of a prominent
architect in Mannheim. As a
young architech in 1931, two
years before Hitler rose to
power, Speer joined the Nazi
Party and rose quickly
through the ranks on the
basis of his expertise in
organizing the giant rallies
that marked Hitler's ascen-
sion.

While still in his 20s, Speer
was given the task of design-
ing a new Berlin, complete
with a quarter-mile-long
marbled chancellery, that
was to reflect Hitler’s view of
Nazi grandure. Like most of
the dictator’s other projects,
the Berlin development was
stalled when Germany invad-
ed Poland on Sept. 1, 1939,
starting World War II.

Three years into the war,
Speer became Hitler's
minister for armanents.
Under his leadership, Ger-
man aircraft production rose
from 12,400 planes in 1941 to
45,000 in 1944 despite round-

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Khadafy Threatens to Attack
U.S. Mediterranean Sites

TRIPOLI, Libya (AP) —
Libyan leader Moammar
Khadafy threatened to attack
American nuclear arms
depots around the Mediterra-
nean if the U.S. Navy again
challenges his control of the
disputed Gulf of Sidra.

“‘We are warning the
peoples of Sicily, Crete,
Turkey and all the states of
the Mediterranean that if
America again attacks the
Gulf of Sidra, then we will in-
tentionally attack the nuclear

depots in their countries and
cause an international
catastrophe,”’ Khadafy
declared in a speech Tuesday
on the 12th anniversary of his
overthrow of King Idris.

“We are willing to die for
the Gulf of Sidra,”” he
declared. *We will make the
Gulf of Sidra into a new Red
Sea with our blood.”

It was over the disputed
gulf some 50 miles off the Li-
byan coast that two US.
Navy jet fighters shot down
two Libyan fighters that fired

The rain-swollen Lavaca and Guadalupe rivers chased
South Texans to higher ground for a second day as they
churned over their banks downstream from where flood-
waters claimed the lives of at least five people.
In Cuero, the steadily rising Guadelupe River Tuesday
flooded parts of the city about 80 miles southeast of San
Antonio.
The National Weather Service said the Guadalupe River
had fallen to 41.5 feet at Cuero early today. The river is at
or near crest and should remain at or near 41.5 feet today.
At Victoria, the Guadalupe reached 30 feet early today
and was expected to crest at 30.5 feet sometime Thursday.

Most of the heavy rainfall had ended before dawn today,
but forecasters said the flooding would continue for some
time.

wSeveral river additions are completely under water,”
said Dewitt County Sheriff Bob McMahan. ““And some
livestock have been lost down the river.”

No injuries were reported and residents were warned in
time to evacuate their homes and save most of their pro-
perty, officials said.

Dance in

Jubilee

LOBAMBA, Swaziland
(AP) — Five thousand teen-
age girls dahced barefoot
around a royal cattle pen to
mark the coming of spring
and King Sobhuza II's 60th
year on the throne.

The Reed Dance, an an-
nual, two-day ceremony in
this mountain monarchy in
the southern hemisphere,
opened a week-long celebra-
tion of the first royal Dia-
mond Jubilee sincé Queen
Victoria’s in 1897.

Sobhuza, 82 and in frail
health, drove up in a Lincoln
limousine for the start of the
dancing Tuesday. Clad in a
thin, red toga and with
feathers in his hair, he watch-
ed for awhile in the chill wind
and rain as hundreds of spec-
tators in winter coats
shivered on the hillside near
the royal residence.

Many of the girls wore only
bikini bottoms of beads.
Others wrapped themselves
in sarongs brightly patterned
in red, yellow and blue.
~Many of the dancers car-
ried long knives, trowels and
flashlights, but Swazi
onlookers could not or would
not explain their meaning to
foreigners.

One traditional part of the
ceremony was missing. The
king for some years has fail-
ed to exercise his prerogative
of choosing a wife or twe from -
among the dancers, the
flower of Swazi womanhood.
At last estimate, he had 100
wives and 500 children, and 15
percent of the population car-
ries the name of the royal
clan, Dlamini. But not all
Dlaminis are directly related
to the king.

“*Any girl between 10 and 20
may take part,” said Evelyn
Ntombi Hleta, a 16-year-old
student from the village of
Buseleni, as she chewed a
length of sugar cane. "'l came
because my parents wanted
me to. In this way we honor
the queen mother and keep
our tradition alive.”

About 150 men carrying
clubs and shields danced with
the girls. **We do this for uni-
ty, to get our people
together,”' said Fanuel
Maphosa, 32, who manages
an oil company depot.

The king, known as “The
Lion"' and “The
Inexplicable,” took his fifth
queen mother last year, the
first four having died. Queen
Mother Dzeliwe is about 50
and is called “The She-
Elephant.”

The cattle pen is well
known to the Swazis. Squat-.
ting amid the cow dung,
Sobhuza holds public au-
dience in it several times a
vear. He exhorts his people to
keep a balance between their
African traditions and the
modern practices and habits
the government's drive to in-
dustrialize and export has
brought them.

“What we are essentially
doing is providing an environ-
ment in which we can assure
drought every year on crops,
to try to save some time in the
breeding programs,” Wendt
said.

This is achieved, he ex-
plained, by the use of
“‘rainout shelters"’, which can
be placed over test plots to
eliminate rainfall and control
the water available to the
plants. The shelters also
enable the scientists to con-
trol the daylight hours to
which the plants are exposed.

Four shelters are in use this
year, Wendt said.

“In one shelter we're com-
paring the irrigation of an ex-
otic line of cotton with a fruit
load, the T-25 line, with a

. common variety to see how

the lines respond to an irriga-
tion or a rain in the late
season,” the researcher said.
Preliminary work last year
and this year indicates the ex-
otic line would hold up better,
going ahead to fruit after a
late rain instead of starting
regrowth, he noted.

Exotic lines, Wendt ex-
plained, are ones which are
not native to this area.

The exotic cottons being
studied at the Lubbock sta-
tion come from Mexico and
don’t fruit under the long
days of this environment. The
rainout shelters create a
short day period of 10 hours

In another shelter, Wendt
sait-scientists are studying
two exotic lines, one w
wilts readily and one which
doesn't. What they're in-
terested in is whether these
lines use the stored soil water
more efficiently than existing
current varieties, he said.
“We have' found that the
T-25 line has a much deeper
root system than current

commercial varieties, and is -

able to withstand drought
stress much better,” Wendt
said. Current varieties send
roots down from four to six
feet, depending upon soil
types, he said. The T-25 sends
roots down nine feet.

The field day alternates an-
nually between the facilities
at Lubbock and Halfway.
The main station at Lubbock
is host this year.

While corn growers were
happy to cut off irrigation
wells after recent rains and
let nature water the crops,
area cotton growers are fac-
ing an unusual situation for
this area--too much
vegetative growth in cotton
and not enough fruiting and
boll development.

Resulting directly from
record rains in the area, 7.27
inches for August at the
KPAN weather station and up
to 12 inches in some parts of
the county, extensive growth
in cotton is becoming a pro-
blem.

Without boll development,
cotton yields will be down,
and producers are hoping for
maturity before the first
frost.

To combat the extra
growth, a few cotton pro-
ducers are experimenting
with sugar water as a type of
growth retardant.

Leland Shelton, Whiteface
Aviation of Hereford, said the
unusual growth is new to this
area, and the use of sugar
water to control growth has
not been tested enough to
know whether positive
regulation will result.

“There's a lot of ‘ifs’ about
the use of sugar water. It just
hasn’t been tested out that ex-
tensively,” he said.

Texas A&M extension
specialists have tested the
use of both sugar water and
boron as means of growth

.control in cotton, but Shelton
sdid they haven't
documented enough positive
results to endorse either pro-
duct favorably or negatively.

“That's*what we tell our
customers when they call.
We don’t recommend it one
way o1 the other,” he said.
“We don't know it it is
justifiable to apply or not.”

How does sugar water work
to control growth?

Shelton said sugar water,
applied at a rate of three
pounds per three gallons of
water per acre, changes the
chemical makeup of the plant
and forces growth of the fruit,
not vegatative growth.

“We can't see any visual
results with it yet,” he said.

NRC Advises Halt to

Weevil Eradication

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
National Research Council
committee has advised the
Agriculture Department to
postpone indefinitely its plan
for a single, national pro-
gram to eradicate the cotton
boll weevil.

The committee’'s report,
which was distributed here
Monday, said the depart-
ment’s two trial programs in-
itiated in 1978 to eradicate the
boll weevil from test areas in
Virginia, North Carolina and
Mississippi have not provided
adequate evidence to support
an expansion.

“Control efforts over the
next several years inst:ad
should be focused on continu-
ing the development of in-
tegratéd pest management
programs that combine in-
secticides, short-season and
insect-resistant strains of cot-

ton, and natural insect
predators to combat cotton
pests,”’ the report said.

In recent years, it said,
“there has been a push,
primarily from cotton
growers, to establish a
federally administered, belt-
wide program to eliminate
the boll weevil."

The committee said an ac-
ceptable eradication pro-
gram over the entire Cotton
Belt “‘would have to allow cot-
ton growers to produce effi-
ciently with only riinimum
harm to the environment'
from chemicals and other
anti-weevil practices.

““The biological conse-
quences, environmental ef-
fects and economic costs of
an eradication program can-
not be accurately predicted
at this time,”” the report said.
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applied to plants, but it is too
late in the season to ad-
minister these products, ac-
cording to Shelton.

Prices Sag Below Year Ago

WASHINGTON (AP) —
With huge crops hanging over
their markets, farmers are
seeing prices sag below year-
ago levels for some key
items, including feed grain,
cattle and cotton, the
Agriculture Department
says.

The department's price in-
dex for August dropped 2.1
percent from July and for the
first -time in 14 months
averaged below’ year-earlier
levels, officials said Monday.

Lower prices for corn, cat-
tle, soybeans, dry edible
beans and cotton led the
decline in the price index
from July.

However, higher prices for
apples, oranges, lemons,
milk, tobacco and calves off-
set pa-i of the decline for the
other commodities, the
department's Crop Reporting
Board said.

According to department
records, the last time the
monthly farm price index
dropped below a year earlier
was in June 1980.

Scott Steele, a staff
economist in the department,
said the bumper crops — in-
cluding a record wheat yield
mostly harvested already
and an outlook for a huge
corn crop this fall — are the
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most impertant factor right
now in the price situation.

Also, he said, *‘It depends a
lot on some of these foreign
market purchases” and how
those develop in the next few
months as to what farm
prices will do the remainder
of the season.

On a month-to-month basis,
farm prices rose slightly last
January and since have held
steady in three months and
declined in four.

Meanwhile, the prices
farmers pay to meet ex-
penses rose 0.7 percent from
July and averaged 7.9 per-
cent above a year ago. Higher
prices for replacement
livestock and family living
items more than made up for
declines for many feed pro-
ducts and replacement cattle
and hogs.

According to the
preliminary August figures
— which are based mostly on
mid-month averages —
prices of meat animals as a
group declined 1.3 percent
from July. The index was 6.1
percent below a year earlier.

The August index for feed
grains and hay declined 8.2
percent from July and
averaged 4.3 percent below
its August 1980 level.

last year's gain, which was
the smallest since 1977.
