BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —
A cease-fire mediated by
Saudi Arabia took effect on
Lebanon’s civil war fronts to-
day, a few hours after a
flurry of battles between
rival militias, and police
reported no immediate viola-
tions of the truce.

The cease-fire, aimed at
halting the widespread
fighting so Lebanon’s
political disputes can be
negotiated, began on
schedule at 11 am. (4 a.m.
EST).

Police said 12 people were
killed and 27 wounded in bat-
tles with mortars, rocket-
propelled grenades and
machine guns in Beirut and
the Chouf mountains over-
night.

The cease-fire was an-
nounced Thursday by Prince
Bandar bin Sultan of Saudi
Arabia after eight hours of
meetings in Damascus, the
Syrian capital. He said it does
not address the political
disputes between President
Amin Gemayel and the

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Law declared unconstitutional

AUSTIN (AP) — A portion of Texas’ work insurance
law, called “a badge of shame' by critics, has been
declared unconstitutional by State District Judge Harley
Clark.

After 2% days of testimony and arguments, Clark held
Thursday that the workers compensation law which ex-
cludes farm and ranch hands from on-the-job injury
benefits, discriminates against a definite class of
workers, mostly Hispanic.

“I have been deeply touched by evidence in this case,
and I do believe that section of the law is
unconstitutional,” Clark said.

He said his ruling will apply to all farm and ranch
workers in the state — of which at least 60 percent are
Mexican-American — 10 days after he signs the final
order next week.

Terrorists bomb compound

NEW YORK (AP) — Terrorists tossed three bombs into
a Soviet residential compound in New York City before
dawn Thursday, and a militant Jewish group later
declared a “war’ to disrupt relations with the Communist
nation,

No one was hurt, but one diplomat's ear was destroyed.

An anonymous caller told the Associated Press the bom-
bing was the work of a group called Jewish Direct Action,
but the leader of the organization denied involvement.

‘‘We're sympathetic to this type of action, though we are
law-abiding and nonviolent,”” Chaim Vancier, chairman of
the organization, said at a news conference. ‘“We didn't do
this.”

Briefing caper mystery lingers

WASHINGTON (AP) - Neither the Justice Department
nor congressional investigators can solve the mystery of
how President Jimmy Carter's debate briefing papers
wound up in Ronald Reagan’s campaign in 1980, but the
department says no crime was involved in the transfer.

The Justice Department closed its eight-month in-
vestigation Thursday, admitting in a three-page report
that it was not able to determine who transferred the
briefing material and some White House documents to the
Reagan camp before the crucial Oct. 28, 1980, Reagan-
Carter debate.

Bombardment of cities resumes

Iran and Iraq resumed artillery and missile attacks on
each other’s cities today, and both sides claimed suc-
cesses on the battlefront in southern Iraq where Iran has
mounted a major offensive.

Long-range Iraqi missiles struck the citles of Khor-
ramabad and Borujerd deep inside Iran early today, kill-
ing 59 civilians and wounding 350, according to Iran’s of-
ficial Islamic Republic News Agency.

Iran began shelling Basra, Iraq’s second largest city, in .

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Biggest surge

WASHINGTON (AP) -
"The biggest food price surge
in five years pushed con-
sumer prices up 0.6 percent
last month, their steepest
gain since April, the govern-
ment said today.

Half the gain came from a
1.6 percent jump in food
prices, the Labor Depart-
ment said. Prices rose for vir-
tually all foods, including
such staples as meats, eggs,
vegetables and fruits.

Today’s bad news had been
expected by analysts who
said last summer’s prolonged
withering heat and drought,
coupled with the severe cold
weather earlier this winter,
made more expensive food in-
evitable.

Today's Consumer Price
Index recorded the steepest-
ever rise in telephone bills,
largely the result of the
government-ordered breakup
of the American Telephone &
Telegraph Co. Phone bills,
the report said, rose an
average of 5.2 percent last
month.

Heating oil prices climbed
2.6 percent, the largest one-
month gain in nearly three
years, while gasoline prices,
tumbling for the fourth
straight month, were off 1.1
percent, Natural gas prices
were also down 1.1 percent.

In all, January's increase
in the CPI was three times
the revised 0.2 percent ad-
vance of December and the
biggest jump since the 0.7
percent of April.

SAN ANTONIO, Texas
(AP) — The chief justice of
the Texas Supreme Court
says ‘‘thousands of cases”
could be siphoned off the
overflowing court systems if
lawyers would learn to settle
more disputes outside the
courtroom.

Justice Jack Pope called on
attorneys to help unclog the
overloaded courts.

“What we should be sear-
ching for is not a substitute

system, but different ways
that we can use our skills,”
Pope said. ‘‘Our purpose is to
find and fashion and develop
some professional skills in
addition to our courtroom
skills."

Pope addressed an at-
torneys' conference on
negotiation, mediation and
arbitration Thursday, spon-
sored by the law schools at St.
Mary's—anid Texas Tech
universities.

Minority relations
severly criticized

DALLAS (AP) — The only
black member of President
Reagan's Cabinet says that
the administration’s relation-
ship with minorities is ‘‘not
good" and it will need to work,,
hard to overcome ‘its
mistakes.

“They do not have good
relationships on the whole
with the black community,"
U.S. Housing and Urban
Development Secretary
Samuel R. Pierce Jr. said of
some members of the ad-
ministration.

“In a word, that's a fact,”
Pierce said Thursday.

Political observers say re-
cent public opinion polls tend
to support Pierce's view. A
Gallup Poll taken last August
found that 55 percent of white
men surveyed approved of
Reagan’s performance in of-
fice while only 16 percent of
black males surveyed gave
Reagan positive marks.

Pierce, in Dallas to kick off
a nationwide media cam-
paign aimed at reducing
housing discrimination,
made his comments in a
meeting with the editorial
board of The Dallas Morning
News.

He said the
administration’s relations
with minorities began to
deteriorate when Reagan's
initial federal budgets called
for deep cuts in social spen-
ding.

Pierce said those relation.
were aggravated by the a
ministration’s ‘‘mishandling

of some key problems."’
One such incident, Pierce

said, was Reagan's suc-

cessful effort to replace
several members of the U.S.
Commission on Civil Rights
with his appointees — a move
viewed by some former com-
nission members as an at-
.empt to silence their
criticism of Reagan's
policies.

“I think that caused a lot of
bad blood to flow,’’ he said.

Another mistake was the
administration’s shortlived
plan to overturn an Internal
Revenue Service provision
banning tax exemptions for
segregated schools, Pierce
said.

“These problems were not
handled correctly,” Pierce
said. “You start off with one
problem — we're not going to
give as much money to social
problems as we used to give.

“That makes the black
leadership angry,” he said.
‘*And you go from there into a
lot of these other things which
make you look like you're
really turning back the clock
on civil rights, which you
can’t afford to do.”

Pierce said the economy

“is a mess"” for blacks. “‘So
you're going to have to turn
around the economy and give
them a more decent piece of
the economic pie.”

Pierce said the economy
has begun to improve.

“But in the civil rights
area, we have a lot more to
do. llotmoretodo." he said.

“educate the SMU campus
about heterosexuality,” and

seeking members.

The advertisement, pur-
chased for Tuesday's edition,
states ‘“‘membership is open
for everyone regardless of

Prices had risen 3.9 percent
in 1982 after shooting up 12.4
percent in 1980 and 8.9 per-
cent in 1981.

Using the three skills could
“siphon off thousands of
cases that otherwise would
find their way into the clogg-
ed court system," he said.

Pope pointed to the advent
of ‘“‘neighborhood justice
centers,’”” which mediate
some disputes, as a way to
both lessen the courts’ load
and involve members of the
community.

““The legal profession deals
with problem solving, but
we've got to realize that there
are multitudes of problems
that can be resolved that do
not have to have total losers
and total winners,” he said.
‘‘And we don't always need to

Many cases that take up
valuable court time easily
could be settled elsewhere, he
said.

“Almost a million people
turned to the courthouses in
Texas last year and the year
before to settle their
disputes,”’ the justice said.
“Studies show that about 65
percent of those cases are or-
dinary people looking for a
third party to make a deci-
sion so they can get on with
their business."”

But too often, Pope said,
cases languish in legal red
tape and the citizens involved
don't always fully understand
the complicated proceedings.

“We really squeeze some
people out of the system and
leave them mostly self-help,"”
he said. ‘‘I fear that
sometimes in our plea
bargaining, the victims don’t
even know the case has been
disposed of "

Pope, who started as a
state district judge in Corpus
Christi, said the state district
courts decide 98 percent of
the lawsuits filed in the na-
tion, leaving only 2 percent
for the federal courts.

“I think we tend to judge
the system by the horror
cases, the mega-cases, but
most are rather small
cases,’’ the justice said.

‘“Take two neighbors and a
barking dog. That has no
place in the district
attorney's office, but that's
often the only place they can
go,"” he said. “'A case like that
shouldn't end up in the
district courts.”

Former Texas Tech star

Crippled Rivera hopes t

HARMARVILLE, Pa. (AP)
— Gabe Rivera, his profes-
sional football career shat-
tered by a crushed spinal
cord, says he has come to
‘grips with an accident four
months ago that put him in a
wheelchair for life.

“I know there’s hope and I
hope for a cure in the future
and T hope myself of maybe
one day walking. But
realistically, this is the way
I'm going to be from now on,
until I die. I can accept that,”
Rivera said Thursday from
his wheelchair at the Har-
marville Rehabilitation
Center near Pittsburgh.

“It was hard trying to ac-
cept it,”” he said in his first
public statement since his
crippling accident on Oct. 20.
“But then all of a sudden you
say, ‘What am I going to do,
lie around and do nothing?" "'

Rivera, 22, was paralyzed
from the mid-chest down
when he was thrown from the
rear window of his sports car
when it collided with another
car.

He had been the top draft
pick of the Pittsburgh
Steelers after a brilliant
career at Texas Tech, where
he was known as*™Senor
Sack." At %-foot-2, 292
pounds, he was quick enough
to catch running backs and

. even was a pinch-runner on

his college baseball team.
“The dowest spot might
have been when [ was lying in
bed in the hospitﬂ;’nd I final-
ly realized I co 't get up.
But I don't think about the
low spots,” said Rivera,
whose weight has dropped to
228 pounds. “Why get down

Police charged Rivera with
drunken driving, reckless
driving and speeding. In a
statement issued through a
spokesman before his news
conference, Rivera said he
would not answer questions
about the accident or the
events surrounding it

He mentioned ‘‘the
memory of the accident”
once during the session, at-
tended by about two dozen
reporters and photographers.

Rivera, who joked of ner-
vousness and bit his lip occa-
sionally while answering
questions, has about four
more weeks of therapy at the
center. He was admitted to
the facility Nov. 23.

During his stay, he watched
some Steeler games on televi-
sion. And he admitted that be-
ing out of football has left a
void.

“The difficult part was be-
ing away from it,”" said
Rivera. ‘‘Retirement was
something I thought I would
have to cope with later. It
happened all of a sudden, so
that's one thing that bothered
me. Could4q have done this or
done that? There's no way to
answer that.”

Rivera's wife, Kimberly,
and his infant son, Timothy,
who was born Nov. 11, attend-
ed the session. Rivera held
his wife's hand in the delivery
room while he was still
hospitalized at Allegheny
General Hospital.

The birth was an inspira-
tional moment for Rivera,
who also suffered a broken
bone and nerve damage in his
right shoulder, broken ribs, a
bruised lung and a bruised
heart.

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Fathers say. ' . . : 4

They would f'uée' jail again
for freedom of religion

LOUISVILLE, Neb. (AP)
— Six fathers of pupils at the
illegal Faith Christian
School, free today after 93
days in jail for refusing to
answer a judge's questions,
said they would go through
the ordeal again ‘‘for
freedom of religion.”

Sarpy County District
Judge Ronald Reagan
ordered the men released
Thursday, three months to
the day after they were ar-
rested. At the heart of the
matter is a refusal by the
church school to use state-
certified teachers.

The six fathers were releas-
ed after they promised not to
send their children to the
school until it complies with
state laws. The children have

_not been attending school,

and a lawyer for the six men

said they would not atteﬁd\

school in the state.

One of the men, David
Carlson, said they had
emerged from'the Cass Coun-
ty Jail with a ‘‘stronger
resolution. If you had told us
we would be in there for 93
days, we might have
wavered. But now, we'd be
willing to do it again,”

“If we have to go back to
jail for freedom of religion,
we'll do it again,” said Ralph
Liles, another of the men held
in contempt of court since
Nov. 23.

“During this time there
have been at least seven ma-
jor accomplishments from
the perspective of Faith Bap-
tist Church,” the Rev. Ed-
ward Roe, acting pastor at
Faith Baptist Church and ac-
ting director of the school,
said in praising the six men.

Two councilmen
receive threats

WEAUBLEAU, Mo. (AP)
— Two city councilmen say
they got death threats just a
day after the mayor was
found killed by a high-
powered rifle, arid one admit-
ted, “I've got butterflies in
my stomach right now."

Curtis Bailey and Henry
Jerki said Thursday that they
received the telephoned
threats Wednesday, a day
after Bailey found Mayor
Ollie Cooper lying face down
in a pool of blood at Cooper’s
farm.

The mayor's death followed
a year of violence and threats
against the city council that
have left some. lawmakers in
this small southwest Missouri
town frightened and angry.

The caller Wednesday told
each of the men, “You're
next."”

Cooper, Bailey and Jerki
were all up for re-election in
April. Two other council
members were not threaten-
ed.

Hickory County Sheriff
William V. Kennedy said
Thursday that he was not
treating the threals as
serious. ‘'l think they're
cranks,’ he said.

But Bailey, 69, said, “I
haven't slept all night. I've
got butterflies in my stomach
right now."”

“At night I pull the shades
and I don't know whether I'm
going to be shot at through
the window or what,” said
Bailey's wife; Irene. *““This
town is about to scare me to
death.” :

Jerki said he was puzzled
but not frightened by the
threat.

“I"'m not worried. I've been
shot at in World War II — why
should this scare me?"” he
said. “'I don’t know what it's
all about.”

The sheriff was in-
vestigating tips from
residents in the town of about
400 people, located 100 miles
southeast of Kansas City. But
there were no solid leads,
sheriff’s dispatcher Dennis
Hutton said Thursday.

Last year, someone threw
sticks of dynamite onto the
lawns of Jerki, Bailey and
another council member,
Claude Davenport, Bailey
said. Attached were noles
warning: “Get out. You're in
trouble,’’ he said. The source
was never found.

And other violent incidents
occurred: Two shots were
fired at Cooper's pickup truck
last summer, and a horse,
two bulls and a calf on his
farm were killed.

Bailey, who said he was
Cooper’s - best - friend, found
the body of the 68-year-old
mayor at his 500-acre farm
Tuesday afternoon, after
Cooper's worried wife called
to say he had never come
home for lunch.

The death initially was
‘x-heved to be accidental.
Cooper was using a hay hook
{0 move bales of hay wheu he
died, and Hickory County
Coroner Robert R. Boller in-
itially concluded he had suf-
fered a heart attack and
fallen on the sharp tool, caus-
ing a wound in his neck.

But a funeral director
discovered another wound in
his back, and the death was
reclassified a homicide.

Roe said the Nebraska
Legislature ‘'is giving serious
concern” for the recommen-
dation of a panel appointed by
Gov. Bob Kerrey that Chris-
tian schools not be required to
hire certiffed teachers.

The judge also voided war-
rants for the arrest of the
men'’s wives. The women fled
Nebraska in November to
avoid arrest. A seventh

“father was freed last month
after he decided to testify. A
warrant for his wife’s arrest
was also voided Thursday.

Reagan let stand, owever,
arrest warrants for the Rev.
Everett Sileven, pastor of the
Faith Baptist Church and
director of the school, and
Sileven's daughter, Tresa
Schmidt, who ht at
the school. Hoth Sileven and
his daughter have remained
out of the state to avoid ar-
rest.

A compromise Wednesday
by Cass County Attorney Ron
Moravec and Michael Farris,
attorney for the six men, led
to the release order.

Moravec ‘“‘made me this of-
fer, that the men wouldn't
have to testify in exchange
for their promise not to send
their children to Faith Chris-
tian School,” Farris said.
“The men didn't want to
testify against themselves,
their family, the other people
in the church or the pastor.”

The children of the six
fathers have not attended the
school since the men were
jailed, Farris said.

*“The children won't return
to public or private schools in
the state of Nebraska,” Far-
ris said, without elaborating.

Losing weight slowly

DEAR DR. LAMB — 1
was reading your column
about the person who was
overweight. I'rh 45, 50
pounds overweight and I
would love to lose it. I tried
working out on an exercise
bicycle. but it didn’t seem to
do any good. Can being
overweight bother your
nerves? Would it cause back
problems? I really would
appreciate your health letter
on losing weight.

DEAR READER — Some
authorities believe that
some people are overweight
because théy are nervous.
They eat in response to anxi-
ety and tension. Others evi-
dently eat because of bore-
dom or pressure. Then, of
course, the person who real-
ly gets .concerned about
being overweight might
develop some anxiety about
his health. So it really can
work both ways.

Being overweight often
contributes to back prob-
lems. This is particularly
true if being overweight is
associated with a large
abdomen. The abdominal
muscles are weak and the
strain on the back muscles is
increased. In fact, I had a
letter from a lady who said
she had back trouble for
years until she eliminated
her excess body weight, and
after that time she had no
more trouble

walking one mile than he
would have used sitting dur-
ing the same period. But if
that same individual walks
three miles a day for a year.
he will have used the
amount of calories in almost
20 pounds of body fat. And,
of course, that three miles
doesn't have to be walked all
at one time. It could be a
mile-and-a-half twice a day.

But if you follow a sensi-
ble diet and exercise — and
are patient — in the course
of time you will be able to
eliminate your excess body
fat. It's not safe to try to lose
fat too fast. If you are 50
pounds overweight, you
should expect it to be at
least a year's project, if you
want to do it safe and
simply.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I'm
82 and blessed with good
health. But I have one small
problem. In the past eight
months, 1 have developed
dozens of tiny moles on my
body, under my breasts and
on my stomach. They seem
to start with tiny red dots.
Can they develop into any-
thing serious? The only
medication I take is a daily
dose of Brewer's yeast and
one vitamin and mineral
pill.

DEAR READER — Your
“moles” need to be seen by a
doctor. They may not be
moles at all.

Your description of dozens
of tiny moles may mean
they are small tumors of
nerve fibers (neurofibro-
mas). They could be some
type of wart, such as “seed
warts."”

It's unlikely they will
cause you any health prob-
lems, but I would be much
happier with you if you
would allow someone to see
them so a definite diagnosis
could be made.

That is good advice for
anyone who has any lumps
or bumps and doesn’t know
for sure what they are.

Roach killer works

DEAR POLLY — Could you or any of your readers please
tell me a way to eliminate roaches? At one time I had a
recipe that contained boric acid, but I have lost the formula.
— GRETA

DEAR GRETA — The “recipe” for a homemade roach
powder is simple, inexpensive and effective. You can make
this formula with either boric acid or borax. Boric acid is the
stronger poison, but borax is less expensive. The addition of
sugar attracts the roaches so they are more likely to eat the
poisonous borax or boric acid. Caution: Borax and boric acid,
while generally considered to be safer to use than many
strong commercial poisons, are poisonous if eaten. Keep this
mixture out of the reach of small children and pets. Do not
store or sprinkle it where children and pets can get into it.

The formaula: -

Mix two tablespoons boric acid or borax with two tea-
spoons sugar. Sprinkle behind cabinets and appliances, under
and in back of the sink and other places where roac run
and congregate. Repeat every two to three weeks Wtil
roaches are gone; then repeat every month or so to keep
them away.

An hour or so in the refrigerator
allows the onion flavor to penetrate the mixture and flavor
the other ingredients. My husband can enjoy the flavor with-
out eating the troublesome onion. — CHARLOTTE

DEAR POLLY — When airing your clothes on the line
outdoors, they'll stay securely on the line if you use this
procedure. Place a heavy rubber band over the line and pull
one end through the other. Hang the hanger hook through the
loop of rubber band.
