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Supreme Court upholds nuclear plant ban

No immediate effect seen, however

A Supreme Court ruling
upholding a ban on building
new nuclear plants in Califor-
nia will have no immediate
effect on 57 construction sites
nationwide, but could crush
the comatose industry’s
chances for revival.

The court unanimously rul-
ed Wednesday that states can
ban construction of new
plants until the federal
government devises a safe
way Lo dispose of radioactive
wasles.

The ruling upheld a 1976
California law tha! barred
construction of nuclear plants
on geounds that unresolved
wasle issues could lead to
plank: shutdowns and

“Congress has left suffi-
cient authority in the states to
allow the development of
nuclear power Lo be slowed or
even stopped for economic
reasons,” Juslice Byron R.
White wrote in the 9-0 opinion.

The Reagan administration
had argued that allowing
states Lo prohibit new plants
could jeopardize nuclear
power as a source of electrici-
ty.

Plants are being built in on-
ly three of the 13 states that
have some type of restriction
on nuclear construction. The
California law, for example,
exempted units that had
already experienced
‘‘substantial construction and

substantial expense’” when
the law was enacted.

Industry groups sought to
downplay the ruling's im-
pact.

“We believe that the im-
pact lies somewhere in the
future,” said Carl Goldstein,
assistant vice president of the
Atomic Industrial Forum.
“The impact appears to be
potential should someone now
come dlong with a new order
or seek a construction permit
in one of the states that have
such laws.”

Only last month, Carl
Walske, the AIF's president,
had predicted a ‘'good, sus-
tained economic growth"
would signal another round of
nuclear plant orders, perhaps
within three years.

But the industry has been
burdened with prohibitive
construction costs due to high
interest rates as well as the
nation's worst commercial
nuclear accident in 1979 at
Three Mile Island, Plans for
91 units have been canceled
since the accident, and there
have been no new orders na-
tionwide since 1978.

And the Harvard law pro-
fessor who represented
California in the high court
case contended the decision
does more than permit states
to ban future construction. He

. said it does nol prevent any
state from banning ongoing
projects if it wants to.

“The decision's underlying
rationale is a total victory for
the states,” said Professor
Laurence Tribe. He said the
court's ruling ‘‘plainly is in-
dependent of the question
whether the plant has begun
construction or not."

However, if any stales do
enact legislation ordering
abandonment of plants
already being built, they
would have to reimburse the
owners under a Fifth Amend-
ment provision thal says the
governmenl cannol seize
privale property without just
compensation.

Same man probably
responsible for bombs

FORT WORTH, Texas
(AP) — A bomb that explod-
ed in a gasoline storage tank
here was probably planted by
the same ‘‘dangerous’” man
responsible for bombs al Ex-
xon U.S.A. service stations in
Dallas and Grand Prairie,
authorties say.

“We're dealing with a
dangerous man here. The
same man is obviously
responsible for all of these
bombs,’” Jimmy Woolen,
director of the U.S. Bureau of
Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms in Fort Worth, said
Wednesday.

The Fort Worth Exxon sta-
tion where the detonated

bomb was found Wednesday
was one of three subjected to
thorough searches after they
were mentioned in an extor-
tion note that demanded 250
Krugerrands gold coins
worth a total of $114,000.

Federal officials used a
special camera and lowered
it into an underground
storage lank at the three sta-
tions, but found nothing at
two of them,

In the third station, debris
showed up on the film, and
authorities used magnets and
fish hooks Wednesday to ex-
tricate fragments that later
were described as part of a
bomb that had exploded.

“We don't know when the
blast occurred. Nobody heard
it, and the tank withstood it,"”
Wooten said. ‘‘Fortunately,
fumes within the tank weren't
ignited. If they had exploded,
we could have had a real
disaster.

“We are convinced the
bomb was placed inside the
tank as part of the extortion
plot involying Exxon."

A pipe bomb exploded Fri-
day at an Exxon station in
Grand Prairie, a Dallas
suburb, while police waited in
a telephone booth at the sta-
tion for further instructions
from a caller who demanded
the gold coin payoff.

Bentsen calls for aid
in halting drug traffic

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Countries benefiting from the
economic aid in President
Reagan's Caribbean Basin
Initiative should be required
to help curb drug trafficking
to the United Stales, says
Texas Sen. Lloyd Bentsen,

Bentsen said at a news con-
ference on Wednesday that if
the administration did not
propose the requirement, he
would try to push it through
with a legislative amend-
ment.

Bentsen said *'I think it was
a serious omission’' not to in-
clude such standards to begin

with in the Caribbean Basin
Initiative, a proposal for
special economic and trade
assistance to 28 Caribbean
and Central American na-
tions.

Congress last year approv-
ed part of the Caribbean pro-
gram, providing $350 million
in emergency aid to nations
of the area.

But it did not approve the
portion providing tariff and
trade breaks to the countries.
Legislation implementing
that part of the program was
reintroduced this year.

Centerpiece of the measure

is a proposal for 12 years of
duty-free entry into the
United States for most Carib-
bean Basin products.

Bentsen said that at the
hearing he raised with
Schultz the possibility of bar-
ring a country from
benefiting from the program
unless it agreed to cooperate
in drug control efforts.

But Bentsen said that
Schultz ‘“hedged his answer.”’

Bentsen renewed - his re-
quest in a letter sent Wednes-
day to Schultz, in which he

Former astronaut Glenn
presidential candidate

NEW CONCORD, Ohio
(AP) — Calling for a return to
“the simple values we learn-
ed in this small town,"” Sen.
John H. Glenn returned to his
hometown today to declare
his candidacy for president of
the United States.

For the 61-year-old former
astronaut, whose flight into
Earth orbit made him a na-
tional hero two decades ago,
the declaration was a bid for
yet another American dream.

“The issue is leadership,”
Glenn said in a speech
prepared for delivery in the
John Glenn High School
auditorium in this town of
1,800 midway between Col-
umbus, Ohio, and Wheeling,
W.Va.

An opponent of the MX

nuclear missile and a recent

convert to support of the
SALT II arms control treaty
signed during the Carter ad-
ministration, Glenn said,
“The first duty of governm-
ment is to keep our people
alive, independent and free.

“Yes, I'll stand up for the
military — and I'll also stand
up to the military when that is
what our national interest
demands."”

Glenn also called for defer-
ring the 10 percent cut in in-
come tax rates scheduled to
go into effect July 1 and for
repeal of the law that would
index tax rates to adjust for
inflation. He said those
measures would save $225
billion over the next four
years.

Five other Democrals
already have entered the
presidential race.

Glenn's entry may com-
plete the field of active can-
didates for the 1984
Democratic nomination.
However, black Democrats

are discussing the possibility
of putting forth their own can-
didate for the nomination,

Former Vice President
Walter F. Mondale 'is rated
the early front-runner in the
race. Both Glenn and Mon-
dale have finished ahead of
President Reagan in recent
opinion polls attempting to
gauge public sentiment.

Glenn’'s strategy is based
on promoting the idea that
the Ohio senator is the
Democrat who would have
the best chance to defeat
Reagan next year.

“If 1 were to suggest John
Glenn would be the most elec-
table Democrat in
November, 1 don't think
many people would
disagree,” said Joe Grand-
maison, the senator’s cam-
paign manager.

But the Glenn campaign
organization has gained a
reputation for lagging far
behind the efforts of his
Democratic rivals.

A prominent lowa
Democrat, insisting on
anonymity, described Glenn
as “a sleeping giant. If he
ever wakes up his organiza-
tion he'll be ... tough out
here.”

The other announced can-
didates in the Democratic
race are Sens. Alan Cranston
of California, Gary Hart of
Colorado and Ernest F. Holl-
ings of South Carolina, and
former Gov. Reubin Askew of
Florida.

So far this year, Glenn has
raised $1,155,000 for his
presidential campaign, plac-

Shots fired at
embassy guards

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —
Two shots were fired near the
British Embassy today, sen-
ding Marine guards and
bystanders diving for cover
at the bomb-shattered U.S.
Embassy 750 yards away,
witnesses said.

‘*Apparently someone
didn't stop at a checkpoint,”
a secretary at the British
Embassy told The Associated
Press.

U.S. Marine warrant of-
ficer Bill Henderson said the
shots were fired at about
11:15a.m, (4:15a.m. EST) by
soldiers guarding a stretch of
coastal highway between the
two embassies.

“The Lebanese army was
shogling at a speeding vehi-

cle,” he said, ‘‘and our people
reacted to that by deploying
combat positions.”

This reporter, in an apart-
ment overlooking the U.S.
Embassy, saw Marines
crouch behind cars and lie
flat in the street, pointing
their M-16 automatic rifles in
all directions.

Henderson said none of the
more than 200 Marines posted
at the building since
Monday’s bomnbing had been
hurt.

The shots rang out as relief
workers pulled another body
from the wreckage of the
American Embassy, where a
powerful explosion Monday
afternoon killed at least 49
people, including 17
Americans, and injured 130.

Senate nearing
withholding repeal

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Repeal of President Reagan's
embattled plan for
withholding taxes from in-
terest and dividends is edging
toward approval in the
Senate, but just how and
when the job will be done is
an unsolved problem.

“I wouldn't break out the
champagne yet," Sen. Robert
J. Dole, R-Kan., who backs
withholding, warned repeal
backers who are ready to
declare a Senate victory.

The withholding plan re-
mains law, scheduled to go in-

* to effect July 1. And, by the

time both chambers of Con-
gress finish work on the effort
the deadline” might have
come,

Republicans, who control
the Senate, thought their pat-
chwork repeal measure en-
dorsed by the banking in-
dustry would win quick ap-
proval Wednesday. It would
allow no withholding before
July 1, 1987, and only then if
both houses of Congress voted
for it at that time.

Although nothing in the
agreement assures
withholding ‘would ever take
effect, that was not good
enough for many Democratic
senators. They demanded a
chance to vote for outright

repeal with no ifs, ands or
buts.

“I have told the people of
Louisiana 1 am going to vole
for repeal ind now we are be-
ing denied that right"
because of the GOP plan, said
Sen. Russell B. Long, D-La.
So, Long, a master of the
legislative process, rearrang-
ed the Senate agenda to pro-
vide a straight yes-or-no vote.

That created this situation:

—A vote today on Long's
motion for straight repeal of
withholding. Republicans,
who control the Senate, ex-
pected to win that test. But
defection of a few GOP
senators could result in a vote
for ‘outright repeal — killing
the Republican compromise
and forcing a veto confronta-
tion with Reagan.

Defeat of Long's effort
could mean a vote later in the
day on the GOP compromise,

~Treasury Secretary
Donald T. Regan said the ad-
ministration is ‘‘standing
firm’’ to retain withholding.
Regan said he opposes any
delay in the schedule that,
starting July 1, requires that
10 percent of dividends and
interest be withheld for taxes.

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Two officers charged
in beating prisoner

HOUSTON (AP) — A police officer
and a friend have been indicted on
civil rights charges stemming from a
beating incident which led to the se-
cond man's firing from the police
force.

Officer Steve Franklin, 23, and fired
officer James Stone, 39, were indicted
Wednesday by a Harris County grand
jury on a charge that carries a max-
imum punishment of 10 years in
prison and a $5,000 fine.

Stone is accused of beating a hand-
cuffed prisoner. Franklin is charged
in failure to stop him.

Franklin was suspended for 60 days
after the incident. Police Chief Lee
Brown, in a letter to the Houston Civil
Service Commission, called the
bealing ‘‘illegal and cowardly.” Bond
was sel at $2,000 for each man.

The ¢ommissioh upheld Stone’s fir-
ing March 1, saying the officers
“displayed the kind of action that
gives cops a bad name.”

Witnesses at the Crystal Chandelier
club said the off-duty officers tried to
break up a parking lot brawl Aug. 6
and arrested and handcuffed Craig
Stricklin.

The prisoner was taken Lo a storage
room and beaten by Stone while
Franklin made no attempt to in-
tervene, witnesses alleged.

The commission, in an apparent
reference to Franklin, warned that it
*won’'t tolerate the unwritten code of

silence” in which officers refuse to
provide information about alleged
wrongdoing by fellow officers.

Richard Cobb, attorney for the of-
ficers, has denied the charges. Stone
has filed a civil lawsuit to overturn his
dismissal.

Bill would authorize

auto emissions plan

AUSTIN (AP) — The Senate has ap-
proved a bill that would authorize the
state to set up a program to check
emissions from new vehicles in Harris
County as required by the En-
vironmental Protection Agency.

Sen. Chet Brooks said the bill also
would apply to Dallas, Tarrant and El
Paso counties if the EPA should find
that they are not in compliance with
EPA air standards. )

Language in the bill says the
authority to establish such inspection
programs could be extended to any
county that does not meet federal air
quality standards.

“The EPA has already determined
that Harris County is out of com-
pliance," said Brooks, D-Pasadena.

His bill would authorize the Public
Safety Commission to adopt emission
inspection standards and would per-
mit the commission te charge up to $5
for each inspection.

Asked what penalties the EPA could
invoke if Texas communities refused
to respond to federal air standards,
Brooks said the EPA could reduce
highway funds and prohibit new con-
struction that might emit pollutants.

Brooks’ bill would cost the state ap-
proximately $710,000 over the next
two years. It was sent to the House on
a 26-4 vole Wednesday.

AUSTIN (AP) — Travis County’
District Attorney's officials say they
may have to reindict Donald Yar-
brough, even though the Texas
Supreme Court judge has alrady been
re-indicted.

“We may have to re-indict him,"”
said Executive Assistant District At-
torney Steve McCleery.

Yarbrough is serving a five-year
sentence for a perjury conviction.

Yarbrough was indicted two years
ago for failed to appear in court, but
his last name was misspelled. When
prosecutors decided recently to pro-
secute Yarbrough on that charge
after he was arrested in the Carribean
and returned to Texas, they chose to
get a new indictment to correct the
spelling to avoid any possible legal
problem.

On Wednesday, the second indict-
ment was returned, and prosecutors
misspelled what should have been the
easy part: Yarbrough's first name.
The indictment, which was presented
to the grand jury by Assistant District
Attorney Bill Willms, eharges one
“Doanld Yarbrough' with commit-
ting th e alleged crime in ““Trvis Coun-

ty.”

Serious crimes rise in Texas

HOUSTON (AP) — Dallas,
Houston and San Antonio
bucked a nationwide trend
last year as their reported
serious crime continued to in-
crease, FBI statistics say.

Houston led the worsening
situation with an 18.7 percent
growth, the city's largest in-
crease in seven years. The
FBI figures, released Tues-

day'showed the U.S. rate fell””

4 percent

The nationwide decline was
the first since 1977, FBI of-
ficials said. It follows record
high figures in 1980 and 1981.

Reported serious crimes in
1982 increased 7 percent in
San Antonio, 3.8 percent in
Dallas, 3.1 percent in Austin,
and 0.5 percent in El Paso.
Reported serious crime fell
05 percent in Fort Worth and
3.8 percent in Beaumont.

Houston's 18.7 percent in-
crease occurred even though

reported homicides and rapes

declined in 1982.
The DPS compiles crime

figures based on information
from local police, then sends

them to the FBI for use in
developing the national
statistics.

According to the FBI's na-

tional figures, violent crimes:.

Jfell 3 percent as the numbers

of murders and robberies
each dropped 7 percent and
reported rapes declined 5 per-
cent. The only increase in the
violent crime calegory was
aggravated assault, which in-
creased 1 percent last year.
The Houston figures includ-
ed a decline of 3.3 percent in
homijcides, fram 701 in 1981 to
678 in 1982, and an 8.4 percent

decrease in rapes, from 1,387
to 1,270,

But the figures showed the
number of thefts increased
36.2 percent and robberies
were up 25.8 percent,
Houston's increase also in-
cluded 20.5 percent for ag-
gravated assaults, 8.5 per-
cent for burglaries and 8.4
percent for auto thefts.

Portland, Knicks register
NBA playoff road triumphs

By WILLIAM R. BARNARD AP Sports Writer

The Portland Trail Blazers and New York Knicks, who
didn’t clinch playoff berths until the final days of the
regular season, played like they have no intention of mak-
ing their postseason stay a short one.

Both teams registered victories on the road Wednesday
night in the openers of their National Basketball Associa-
tion playoff series. Portland whipped Seattle 108-97, while
New York blasted New Jersey 118-107.

The Knicks could wrap up their best-of-3 series tonight
at Madison Square Garden, while the Blazers and Sonics
will play Game 2 in Portland Friday night. Tonight's other
playoff game has Phoenix at Denver, with the Suns
leading 1-0.

Bernard King hit 16 of 21 shots and scored 40 points, the
most in the NBA playoffs in two years, to lead the Knicks
over the Nels.

““The important thing was winning, not how many points
I scored,” said King, who hit 11 of 12 shots and scored 25
points in the first half, which saw the Knicks take a 58-50
lead. “'I wasn’t aware of the number of shots in a row I
had. I knew my rhythm was good and my release was
right.” . o —

New York never trailed en route to winning its first
postseason game since 1978. Meanwhile, the Nets are now
0-5 in the playoffs since coming into the NBA for the
1976-77 season.

King's 40 points were the most by an NBA plaer since
Moses Malone had 40 for Houston against San Antonio on
April 26, 1981. He was only three points short of the all-
time Knicks playoff record set by Willis Reed in 1969,

"‘He’s capable of scoring any amount of points almost
effortlessly,” Knicks Coach Hubie Brown said. *‘He's the
ultimate professional and that's the highest compliment |
can pay any player."

Rory Sparrow added 22 points for the Knicks, 11 of them
in the third quarter when New York increased its eight-
point halftime lead to 86-71. The Nets never gol closer than
nine points thereafter.

‘We shot 57 percent and New Jersey 41 percent in the
first half and still led by only eight,” Brown said. ‘‘The
reason for that was that the Nets had 14 offensive re-
bounds, while we had only 15 defensive rebounds. We set
out to negate that in the second half, and they got only one
offensive rebound in the third quarter.”

Bernard’s brother, Albert King, led New Jersey with 17

points, while Buck Williams added 16 points and 13 re-
bounds. Darryl Dawkins had 14 points, but he didn't play
after suffering a 10-stitch cut on his upper lip in the third
quarter.

At Seattle, Mychal Thompson and Jim Paxson scored 25
points apiece for the Trail Blazers, who will meet defen-
ding NBA champion Los Angeles if they can beatl the
SuperSonics.

“We've been playing well lately and we did it again
tonight,” Blazers Coach Jack Ramsay said. “*We got bet-
ter shots (than Seattle), we got people open for high-
percentage shots and made them."

“Our pressure defense was not as good as it has been,"”
Seattle Coach Lenny Wilkens said. ““They were able Lo gel
the ball inside and get good shots.""

Portland, which split six regular-season games with
Seattle, led 59-45 at halftime and didn’t let the SuperSonics
get closer than seven points in the second half.

Portland’s biggest second-half lead, early in the third
quarter, was 16 points. Seattle cut Portland's advantage
Lo 97-90 on a pair of free throws by Jack Sikma with 5:26
remaining.

But a Thompson layup with 5:10 to go and a Paxson
layin with 4:13 remaining put Portland ahead 101-90.

Blues planning
franchise move
to Saskatoon

SASKATOON, Saskat-
chewan (AP) — The National
Hockey League Board of
Governors is the next hurdle
for the new owners of the St.

Professional scouts say
Olajuwon would be one of the
three players picked first in
the draft June 28. He must re-
nounce his amateur status by
May 14 to be eligible.

Olajuwon told the Chronicle
he would definitely declare
himself eligible for the NBA

., draft if he could be sure of

staying in Houston,

“If 1 was eventually
drafted by a team in another
city, I would have to go there
and see how I liked it,” he
said. *'I have nol seen
anywhere else. Maybe 1
would like it, maybe I would
not. But I do know Houston
and I love Houston. 1 would
like to stay here."

Houston lost to North
Carolina State 54-52 in the
finals of the NCAA tourna-
ment. Olajuwon, a
sophomore, scored 41 points,
grabbed 40 rebounds and
blocked 15 shots in that game
and the Cougars’ semi-finals
victory over Villanova.

He also said his plans will

be influenced by junior for-
ward Clyde Drexler’'s deci-
sion on whether to stay with
the Cougars another year.

“Because I love to play
basketball with Clyde Drex-
ler,” he said. “And if Clyde
Drexler decided to turn pro-
fessional, the I definitely
would not have as much fun
next year in college.”

Drexler, a 6-6 forward who
was the best leaper on last
year's team, has remained
non-committal about his
plans.

The Rockets will have two
of the first three picks in this
year’s draft. They have set
their sights on Ralph Samp-

Seaver, Carlton post shutouts

Tom Seaver proved he still
had it. Steve Carlton con-
tinued to show he has it ...
even when he supposedly
doesn’t.

Mowing down batters right

AUSTIN—Faced with the
problem of whether to cut
state spending or raise taxes,
legislators last week began to
trim — disheartening advo-
cates for the prison system,
teacher pay raises and in-
creases in state employees
salaries.

The preliminary trims
brought bellows from the
gored oxen, but more bad
news surfaced, even as com-
mittees tried to grapple with
dwindling state fevenues.

Because of a post-World
War Il record in unemploy-
ment, Texas employers must
pay at least $1 billion in new
payroll taxes<over the next
few years 10 repay federal
loans and reffll the state un-
employment  bencfits fund,
consultants told the leader-
ship late last week. The re-
port is headed to Gov. Mark
White's office for his re-
action.

Meanwhile, last Thursday
Comptroller Bob Bullock
predicted that state sales tax
revenues for 1983 will de-
cline almost two percent,
largely because of the oil in-
dustry slump and the peso
devaluation. Other tax collec-
tions may also drop by one

percent, a revelation shock-
ing to lawmakers who are
used to Texas tax revenucs
growing by 14 percent yearly.

Budgetary Games?
Some lawmakers reacted
by calling for more taxes,

while others began belt-
tightening for a “no-growth”
budget — but  many are

grumbling suspiciously that
they may be pawns in bud-
getary political games being
waged by the governor and
Bullock

Bill Sims of San Angelo,
an anti-tax senator, told re-
porters “something funny is
going on between the gover-
nor and the comptroller
Nothing could be more em-
barrassing than if the gover-
nor had to raise taxes, and
then the comptroller man-
ages to find a couple of mil-
lion dollars.”

Prisons, Teachers

Angered teacher groups
opted for new taxes last week
after House and Senate bud-
get panels voted to hold the
line on teacher salaries for
the next two years. The Sen-
ate approved a plan to funnel
as. much as $600 million to

local school districts for
property tax relief, but set
aside no money for the fund.

Governor White stuck to
his campaign guns insisting
on a 24 percent pay raise for
teachers, a vicwpoint termed
by Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby as
“absolutely™ unrealistic.

The Senate budget panel
also cut more than $70 mil-
lion from the prison system
budget, and prison officials
argued it would create a loss

of prisonfemploym.

Speaker Lawsuit

Problem-plagued  House
Speaker Gib Lewis caught
another one last week when
he was named in a lawsuit
accusing him and an asso-
ciate of forming a bogus
corporation to reduce his tax
liabilities. The suit seeks re-
covery of $450,000 in debts
from the firm owned by
Lewis which- filed for bank-
ruptcy last year,

The House

Last week the House heard
Lewis and former Speaker
Bill Clayton testify to a com-
mittee for the creation of an
ethics commission to oversee
Texas politics.

The House also approved,
after hard debate, a bill par-
tially deregulating trucking
for some agricultural prod-
ucts, like citrus.

Also passed was a measure
enabling the Legislature to
function in case of nuclear
attack.

Universal City Representa-
tive Alan Schoolcraft said a
quiet straw poll of House
members reveals a majority
favor reform of mandatory
legislative continuances, or
the postponing of trials for
legislator-lawyers while they
are in session.

The Senate

The Senate approved a
mcasure tightening bingo
regulations, including pro-
hibiting minors and barring
anyone from playing for free
at games where revenucs are
subject to the comptroller

Senators also passed a bill
setting up a state board to
license dicticians, a bill
sought by dictician groups to
upgrade their profession

Also approved was a bill
allowing counties and citics
to buy insurance ‘covering
juvenile offenders on a work
program

Republican Party

Following the forced resig-
nation of Republican Party
chairman Chet Upham and
vice chairman Dorothy
Doehne, the state GOP at-
tempted to rally around its
new chairman, George
Strake, former Texas Seccre-
tary of State.

Face Slapping

Upham  resigned and
Strake stepped in at a party
exccutive commi'tee gather-
ing in Midland. Amid bitter
party in-fighting, which saw
two Republican women slap
each other’s faces during an
informal session, the GOP
forged a base of agreement
which leaders hope will not
be short-lived. Immediately
after the leadership switch,
the declegation voted unani-
mously to pass the 1983
budget and eight resolutions

GTE agrees to

reduced rate hike

AUSTIN (AP) — General
Telephone Co., which two
months ago said it needed an
$85.5 million rate hike to con-
tinue improving its service,
has decided to settle for the
$32.5 million increase recom-
mended by the Public Utility
Commission staff.

Company officials on
Wednesday agreed to a settle-
ment that would mean about
a 90-cent per month increase
for most GTE residential
customers. The company had
asked for an increase of up to
$4 a month for home service.

“Although the amount is
well below our full financial
need, we feel that agreeing to
this amount now will allow us
temporarily to improve our
financial picture on a more
timely basis for 1983,” said
GTE President Buddy
Langley.

The settlement now goes to
Hearing Examiner Angela
Williams, who plans to make
a recommendation to the
commission in time for a May
19 meeting, according to PUC
spokesman Rick Hainline.

GTE, a San Angelo-based
company, serves 800,000 Tex-
ans, including residents of
several major suburbs of
Dallas and Houston.

The PUC hearing on the
GTE request opened Monday
with testimony from
dissatisfied GTE customers,
including a Crosby woman
who called the service a
‘“nightmare.”

Negotiations on the settle-
ment began Tuesday before
GTE began putting on its
case. The amount was agreed
to by GTE, the Texas
Municipal League and other
intervenors. TML had recom-
mended a $28 million in-
crease.

“While our financial in-
tegrity will not be at the point
we require, the revenues will
permit us to meet many of
our short-range service ob-
jectives and commitments,”
said Langley, adding that the
decreased revenue was
justified by a drop in interest
rates and other changes in
the financial picture.

The settlement would bring
GTE a rate of return of 12.71

percent, slightly higher than

.12.5 percent granted last year
when GTE was granted a
$46.8 million increase after a
$110.6 million rate request.

GTE wanted a 14.03 percent
rate of return this year.

COLLEGE STATION,

Texas (AP) — There pro-
bably won't be a committee
to save the orchids.

On the whole, the en-
dangered flowers bof the
United States are just not as
recognizable as the nation’s
endangered animals. There
hasn't been an impassioned
actress who stood up for an
orchid or a cactus — only the
whales and whooping cranes.

That lack of interest is part-
ly because the federal
government has only been
working to list plants as en-
dangered species since 1975.

There are now only 64 en-
dangered plants listed in the
United States.

But 12 of those grow in
Texas, and one is in Brazos
County.

Navasota Ladies’ Tresses
— Spiranthes parksii — are
located in the proposed right
of way for the Texas Highway
6 expansion south of College
Station.

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife
office is preparing a
biological opinion to deter-
mine whether the orchids will
be affected by the highway
expansion.

The purpose of the opinion,
requested by the Federal

authorities will have to come
up with a solution that at least
takes into account the en-
dangered flowers’ chances
for survival.

“We want the highway and
the flower, both,”’ says
botanist Russell Kologiski of
the federal endangered
species office.

But official concern for
such plants is a relatively re-
cent phenomenon.

‘“‘Nobody thinks about
plants,” said Dr. Hugh
Wilson, a Texas A&M Univer-
sity assistant professor of

‘biology., ‘“‘Were there plants

on the Ark?"

Wilson is studying the
habitat of the 100 to 150 ex-
isting Navasota Ladies’
Tresses to learn more about
why the grow in only selected
spots in southern Brazos
County.

Earlier this month, the
Texas Parks and Wildlife
Board listed as either en-
dangered or threatened the
same 12, federally recognized
plants on the state’s newly
written list of endangered

-ed plants overlooked

_ plants,

The Texas Legislature
passed a law to protect en-
dangered plants from com-
mercial sale or destruction on
state property during its last

on.,

Most of Texas’ 12 plants are
species of cacti growing in
West Texas, and many are
located only on private land.

It was news of ‘‘cactus
rustlers’’ that led Rep.
Debra Danburg of Houston to
introduce the state’'s en-
dangered plant bill. Euro-
peans and Japanese residents
visit this country every year
to pick cactus, Kologiski said.

‘““Every summer, they
come over with lists of cacti
they want to send home. They
have very detailed maps and
seem to know exactly where
to go," he said.

“They put the cactus in a
box and mail them home. And
then, when they get back,
they sell them and pay for the
cost of their trip.”

David Riskind, the director
of resource management
with the state’s park division,
says the rustlers are seldom
interested in plants that can
be reproduced in
greenhouses. They want the
real plant from its native

Federal and state laws now
protect against this kind of
wholesale picking of en-
dangered plants, which could
force the rare species into
near extinction like the
wolves and buffalos that once
ranged throughout much of
the Southwest and Great
Plains.

The S. parksii is not the on-
ly endangered plant to run
afoul of official planners.

Another interesting and
rare plant listed in Texas is
Texas Wild Rice, which
grows only in the upper
reaches of the San Marcos
River, along with a couple of
endangered species of
salamander — the San Mar-
cos Salamander and the
Texas Blind Salamander.

The listing of that portion of
the San Marcos River as an
endangered habitat spurred a
lawsuit against the U.S. Flsh
and Wildlife Department.

The Edwards Underground
Water District filed the suitl
and the City of San Marcos
joined in.

Based on some studies, if
the Edwards aquifer is
pumped dry — a future
possibility — the endangered
habitat portion of the river

mmmm Apln.muu

would be dry by the year 2010,
said David Bowman, an en-
dangered species biologist
with Fish and Wildlife.

All parties to the suit
agreed to a federal court stay
until a recovery team can
develop a plan to protect the
rice, one of the few en-
dangered aquatic plants
listed in the United States.

Kologiski predicted that the
number of truly endangered
plants in Texas may turn out
to be double the number now
listed.

Dr. W.F. Mahler, a botanist
and associate professor at
Southern Methodist Universi-
ly, is researching some 90
species of plants that may be
endangered or threatened in
Texas for the federal en-
dangered species office.

The search for and
understanding of rare plant
species is so far behind
animal research on similarly
endangered species that
some relatively recent plants
may have reached extinction
without anyone taking notice,
Mabhler said.

While on a field trip last
week to locate the Navasota
Ladies’ Tresses, Mahler look-
ed for another potential en-
dangered plant — the Texas

Meadow-Rue, a member of

the buttercup family, scien-
tifically known as Thalictrum-

texanum.

The Meadow-Rue was last
sighted in 1970 and there were
only four other known
sightings prior to" that, It
seems to grow, the scientists
think, in habitats similar to
the Spiranthes orchids.

But the Meadow-Rue may
be Texas' version of the ex-
tinct passenger pigeon, scien-
tists fear.

To Riskind, who helped
work on the state's en-
dangered plant bill, and
biologists like Wilson,
Kologiski and Mahler, Texas
is blessed with its many rare
and unique species of plants
and animals. Only Florida
and California have more
numbers of endangered
plants than Texas, Riskind
said.

That is because Texas, like
California, has such a variety
of environments — ranging
from desert to piney woods to
coastal lands

In addition to the 12 en-
dangered plants, there are 26
endangered animals in
Texas.

To avoid potential danger,
the Association of Home Ap-
pliance Manufacturers
(AHAM) and Underwriters -
Laboratories (UL) now warn
consumers to always unplug
any small electrical ap-
pliances after using them,
says Granovsky.

Don't assume that if the
switch is ‘“off" there's no
danger of electrocution. This
may not be true if the product
comes into contact with
waler,

Electrocutions may occur
in kitchens, bathrooms or
outdoors--anywhere near
water sources.

Never use any electrical
product while bathing or put
it where it can drop or be pull-
ed into the tub or sink. If the
appliance accidentally falls
into the water, dor¥t reach in-
to the water for it. Unplug it
immediately at the wall
outlet.

Never leave a small por-
table electrical appliance
within the reach of small
children. Children left unat-

ed could pull the plugged-
in, but switched-off appliance
into the tub or sink and risk
being electrocuted.

According to Granovsky,
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
Lension Service is
cooperating with the AHAM
and UL in their nationwide ef-
fort to promote product safe-
ty.

Correcting cataracts

DEAR DR. LAMB - 1|
would like to know what
kind of surgery a person
should have for cataracts. I
have heard that some sur-
gery is quicker and safer
than other surgery

Also what about curin
my cataracts with aspirin?
have read that taking two
aspirin tablets twice a day
cures cataracts.

DEAR READER - Let
me say that cataract sur-
gery has never been consid-
ered a dangerous operation.
The interest in different
techniques really centers on
the best results possible and
the least amount of time in
the hospital. The stage of the
cataract also has something
to do with deciding what
type of operation should be
performed. Surgical tech-
niques are changing con-
stantly as new techniques
become available.

Some of the new tech-
niques allow the surgeon to
make a very small incision
compared to the incision
that was used commonly 10
years ago. The small inci-
sion may cause less distor-
tion.

The-type of operation cho-
sen has to be related to the
individual's state. Not every
patient with cataracts even
requires an operation. And if
a lens is to be implanted as
the lens with the cataract is
removed, that too will deter-
mine the technique to be
used.

Now, about aspirin. There
are some encouraging stud-
ies that salicylates may
delay the formation of
cataracts by as much as 10
years or perhaps slow the
changes that occur. This is
still very much in the exper-
imental stage. Dr. Edward
Cotlier at Yale University
School of Medicine reports
encouraging results from
two aspirin twice a day. It
may work by preventing
tryptophane from accumu-
lating in the lens. But there

POLLY'S POINTERS

Temperature test

DEAR POLLY — How do I know how long to heat my oil

when deep-frying if I don't have a deep-frying thermometer?
J.N.

DEAR J.N. — You can make a very simple test with an
ordinary slice of white bread. Cut a one-inch cube of bread
and drop it into the hot oil. Then get out your watch or clock
with a second hand and measure the amount of time it takes
for the bread to turn golden-brown. If the bread turns brown
in exactly 60 seconds, your oil temperature is approximately
360 degrees Fahrenheit. This is a fairly good temperature
for most frying needs. If the recipe specifies a slightly hotter
temperature (370), continue heating the oil until a one-inch
cube of bread will brown in only 50 seconds. At a tempera-
ture of 350, the temperature will brown in 65 seconds. For

really perfect results, however,

an accurate deep-fat ther-

mometer is highly recommended. They are not terribly
expensive and a good one should last you for a long time. —

While the pilots and crew
evaluate the mission, a threat
analysis section spends the
night viewing videotapes of
the battles. It is then the
pilots and crew learn whether
they survived their encounter
in the desert, 200 miles north
of Las Vegas.

Eight times in the morning
and seven limes in the after-
noon planes of all descrip-
tions lift off the Nellis
flightline for their desert bat-

AUSTIN (AP) — UOINW‘
commissioners

could tack a
$5 surcharge on motor vehi-
cle registration fees under a
bill tentatively approved by
the House.

Bill opponent Rep. Gene
Green, D-Houston, warned
his colleagues Wednesday
that they would regret their
decision later this year when
they might have to raise
taxes to balance the state
budget.

“I don’t think we in the
House can be benevolent this
session and send $5 to the
county commissioners when
we are looking at our own
budget problems,”” Green
argued.

But Rep. Lee Jaekson,
R-Dallas, won overwhelming
support for his bill, which
Green branded as ‘“‘the first
tax bill we're going to see this
session.”

The House voted 121-15
against Green's motion to
table the Jackson bill.
Jackson then won voice vole
approval for the bill, which
faces another vote before

which depend heavily on pro-
perty taxes for revenue —
need the $5 fee to pay for
repairs on 160,000 miles of
county roads and 9,000 county
bridges. Under the bill, the
counties would get 97 percent
of the additional fees col-
lected. The rest would go to
the state highway depart-
ment to offset administrative
costs.

Green complained the bill
would take “$5 away from
what we’ll be able to do” later
in the session when state tax
hikes might be needed to
balance the budget.

State: budget problems
have sparked talk of raising
any of several taxes, in-
cluding the fuel tax, ‘sin”
taxes, and others.

Bill supporter Ed Emmett,
R-Kingwood, said county
commissioners ‘‘know bettler
how to spend the money"
than state officials do. The
Jackson bill“also was sup-
ported by Rep. Billy

Clemons, D-Pollok, who said
‘county commissioners are
“more efficiént” in spending
money.

Green admonished his col-
leagues to remember their
vote later in the session
“‘when we come down to look-
ing for money at the state
level.” He predicted ‘“‘most
counties’ will decide to add
the $5 fee to motor vehicle
registration charges.
