Value reassessed

In a telephone interview follow-up on last Thursday's drug bust in
the parking lot of a local convenience store, Sgt. Larry Garrett this
morning stated that the assessed value of marijuana confiscated
during the bust has been revised. Originally Garrett and Bill
Weatherholt of the Organized Crime Unit in Amarillo estimated the
street value of the drug to be at $192,000.

The value has been reassessed at $19,200. Garrett explains, “We
did give you the original figure you reported. In the excitement of the
bust and of booking those arrested we calculated the figure twice
and came up with the same figure both times. The next day we
recalculated and discovered we had our decimal point in the wrong
place. The error was a miscalculation on our part.”

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP Formal
charges were pending aganst a
20-vear-old following an incident ir
which a man placed what he said was
an explosive device around a
woman's body, drove her to a Lub-
bock bank and told her to demand
$50.000 in cash if she didn’t want t
die

Joyce Heald, 61, of Lubbock, told
police she was confranted at her
front door about 11 a.m. Monday by a
man armed with a small black gun,
police information officer Bill
Morgan said.

She said the man told her that her
grandson owed him a lot of money,
and after searching the house, took
$100 from Mrs. Heald's purse, then
placed a device on her body

He confirmed that Mrs. Heald was
the grandmother of an associate of
the suspect, who was in custody at
the Lubbock County Jail, but had not
been arraigned late Monday night, a
jail official said.

The agent said the device was plac-
ed near the woman's left rib cage
and was attached with a black belt.

Johnson said the device consisted
of a miniature electronic clock,
printed circuit board, battery and a
5%-inch metal pipe with wires going
into it

The man drove Mrs. Heald to Bank
of the West in South Plains Mall,
where she told a bank officer she
needed $50,000 immediately, “or I'm
going to die,"" because she was wired
with the device, and that the man
oulside was waiting

Roberts ending tower vigil

IULSA, Okla. (AP) — With God's reported threat to his life ap-
parently lifted by a successful $8 million fund-raising effort,
evangelist Oral Roberts today was spending a final day in a prayer
tower vigil

I'hree months ago, Roberts said on national television that God
told hiumn he would die by today if he failed to raise the money for
medical missionary scholarships.

When the final money arrived in the form of a $1.3 million donation
announced 10 days ago, Roberts said the fund-raising would have
been futile unless followers continued to contribute to his ministry’s

ngoing operations.

He began a 10-day vigil March 22 in his 200-foot prayer tower at the
center of the Oral Roberts University campus.

‘Friend, if you intend to plant your seed, don’t wait. We've got to-
lay and tomorrow,” Roberts said in a live television hookup Monday
n his son’s “*Richard Roberts Live’ television program.

Reagan to augment forces

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Reagan is assuring French
Prime Minister Jacques Chirac that the United States will augment
its nuclear forces in Europe to prevent any Soviet advantage in
horter-range missiles.

Reagan and Chirac — meeting today at the White House — also
were conferring on ways to reduce two major sources of friction bet-
ween Western nations: trade imbalances and disagreements on how
Lo combal terrorism.

Chirac arrived at Andrews Air Force Base late Monday for his
first visit to the United States since he took office in March 1986 in a
power-sharing arrangement with Socialist President Francois Mit-
terrand

In interviews before his departure from Paris, Chirac expressed
concern about the East-West military balance that will emerge if the
United States and the Soviet Union proceed with an agreement —
already reached in principle — to eliminate intermediate-range
nuclear missiles from Europe.

Thatcher talks about human rights

MOSCOW (AP) — British Prime Minister Margaret Thatcher told
Kremlin leader Mikhail S. Gorbachev he should release more
political prisoners and allow freer emigration if he wants friendly
relations with the West.

Gorbachev responded that he was ready to discuss human rights
‘openly and loudly” if the debate includes unemployment,
homelessness and discrimination in the West.

He also accused the United States of putting too many conditions
on reaching an agreement to eliminate medium-range nuclear
missiles from Europe.

Both leaders spoke Monday night at a state banquet in the Grand
Kremlin Palace.

British sources said that to emphasize her concern for human
rights, Mrs. Thatcher will have lunch today with Andrei D.
Sakharov, who is the Soviet Union’s best-known dissident. Sakharov,
a physicist who won the 1975 Nobel Peace Prize, was freed from in-
lernal exile in the closed city of Gorky just before Christmas.

They said British Foreign Secretary Sir Geoffrey Howe gave the
Soviet foreign minister, Eduard Shevardnadze, a list of more than
100 cases of divided families and people refused permission to
emigrate. The sources said Soviet officials promised to act
favorably on the cases ‘‘where possible."'

Pope embarks on trip to Chile

ROME (AP) — Pope John Paul II embarked today on one of the
most sensitive trips of his papacy, a visit to South America that will
include meetings with President Augusto Pinochet of Chile and hi
church opponents.

The pontiff, making his 33rd foreign pilgrimage since becomi:j
head of the Roman Catholic Church in 1978, left in a special Boeing
747 from Rome's Ciampino Military Airport at about 10 a.m. (3 a.m.
EST), airport officials said.

He plans an overnight stop in Uruguay, six days in Chile and six
days in Argentina.

His stop in Montevideo, Uruguay, will commemorate the beginn-
ing in 1978 of Vatican-sponsored negotiations that led to a peaceful
solutton of the Beagle Channel dispute, over which Chile and Argen-
tina nearly went to war.

But most attention is focused on the pope’s visit to Chile, where
local Roman Catholic Church leaders have been the most consistent
and outspoken critics of Pinochet's right-wing military government.

Van Gogh brings record price

LONDON (AP) — Spectators gasped and applauded as Vincent
van Gogh's “‘Sunflowers,’’ which the impoverished Dutch artist fail-
ed l'i(') sell for $125 before his suicide in 1890, was auctioned for $39.85
million.

An anonymous buyer bidding by telephone Monday paid 24.75
million pounds for the famous painting at Christie's auction house,
more than tripling the record for a painting sold at auction.

The price stunned the 1,300 art buyers and enthusiasts from
around the world who had crowded into the auction room.

Millionaires jumped to their feet and craned their necks for a bet-
ter view as the bidding started, while a Japanese collector rushed to
the middle of the room with his camera.

Gasps of astonishment were heard as the price surged beyond
$32.2 million and spontaneous applause broke out as the auctioneer
brought his hammer down to conclude the sale. It all took no more
than five minutes.

Before the sale, Christie's had said it expected about $16.1 million
would be bid for the painting — a burst of gold and ocher measuring
19 inches by 30 inches and showing 15 sunflowers.

DEAR READER 1 am not aware
of any substance that could be added
to chewing tobacco to make 1t less
palatable.

Tobacco — in any form — appears
to increase the stickness of the blood,
making blood clots and stroke more
likely in people who use it. Perhaps if
your father knew of this added risk, he
would willingly give up his plug. On
the other hand, maybe he has so few
pleasures left that chewing tobacco is
a small price to pay for some continu
ing happiness. Ask his doctor for an
opinion.

With time — and physical therapy

your father might be able to regain
some independence and control of his
mouth. Your doctor might help him to
develop a more active rehabilitation
program.
