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Truckers donate for reward

ODESSA, Texas (AP) — Truckers around the country are aiding
in the search for a trucker who kidnapped and shot an El paso
woman and her daughter by cntributing reward money and
distributing composite sketches of the suspect.

Donations over the weekend from truckers who live in Georgia,
Florida, Tennessee, New York and Arkansas increased the reward
to nearly $2,500 by Monday, Kloss said.

Besides contributing reward money, many truckers grabbed a
handful of composite sketches of the kidnapper and promised to pin
the drawings to bulletin boards in truck stops nationwide.

“They want this cleared in the worst way,’’ Sheriff's Capt. Gene
Kloss told the Odessa American.

Meanwhile, Maricopa County Sheriff's deputies in Gila Bend,
Ariz., detained for four hours Sunday one trucker who partially fit
the kidnapper's description before allowing him to drive on to
California, Detention Officer Dan Birchfield said.

Truckers who remembered hearing a description of the abductor
and his tractor-trailer rig besieged lawmen with calls concerning the
Californian, who was stopped by Maricopa County Sheriff's deputies
about 10:30 a.m. at an Interstate 8 truck stop, Birchfield said.

Investigators questioned the man, fingerprinted him and
photographed him before he was released, Birchfield said.

Birchfield said deputies express-mailed the photograph, finger-
prints and interview transcripts to Ector County Sheriff's in-
vestigators Monday.

AIDS testing recommended

WASHINGTON (AP) — Federal health officials are urging doc-
tors to recommend AIDS testing for patients who received blood
transfusions before 1985 and moving ahead with a nationwide educa-
tion plan to fight AIDS in schools and elsewhere.

Federal officials are concerned that up to 12,000 of the people who
received transfusions between 1977 and 1985 could be infected with
the AIDS virus without knowing it. American Medical Association
officials estimate there were 34 million transfusions in this country
during the period.

The decision to call for voluntary testing of people who received
transfusions before the blood supply was screened for AIDS came
Monday at about the same time the administration unveiled a
42-page AIDS education plan.

Although one of the four major sections of that plan envisions
specific appeals to physicians and other health care workers, the
recommendation that will go out this week on transfusion testing is a
separate initiative.

The long-awaited education plan, to be distributed after it is
printed in abbut 10 days, calls for specific information on AIDS and
its prevention — including use of condoms for sexually active people
—1o be made available to all Americans.

But it skirts the politically touchy issue of how to accomplish that
among school children and people of college age.

Robert E. Windom, assistant secretary for health at the Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services, released the plan late Monday
after it received final approval from HHS Secretary Otis R. Bowen.

I think the message will be delivered, maybe, in 6,000 different
ways,”” Windom said in an interview. ‘‘There are a lot of people with
innovative ideas on how to do something.”

Part of the plan calls for educators from around the country to
meet with officials of the Centers for Disease Control in Atlanta to
discuss the possibility of developing model AIDS prevention courses
for schools.

But Windom said if local school officials are opposed to a par-
ticular approach, “‘we’re not going to force it upon them at all.”

President to host ship crew

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Reagan, in a gesture of goodwill
toward the Kremlin, agreed to meet with Soviet sailors who were
plucked from their sinking ship last weekend by U.S. Coast Guard
helicopters.

Reagan was to honor the Coast Guard for heroism at a Rose
Garden ceremony today, and the 37 Soviet crewmembers were in-
vited to attend, meet the president and tour the White House before
their scheduled flight to Moscow, according to a senior administra-
tion official who spoke on condition of anonymity.

The event was listed as an 11:15 a.m. photo opportunity on a White
House schedule released Monday evening, and Soviet sources con-
firmed the Russian sailors would accept the invitation.

The unexpected White House session was disclosed as prospects
appeared to be brighening for an agreement on the removal of U.S.
and Soviet medium-range nuclear missiles from Europe. The arms
control proposal is under negotiation in Geneva, and Michael Ar-
macost, the U.S. undersecretary of state, was in Moscow discussing
a range of tilateral and regional issues.

Reagan’s invitation to the sailors from the sunken Komsomolets
Kirgizii followed formal thanks delivered Monday by Soviet charge
d’affaires Oleg Sokolov to Assistant Secretary of State Rozanne
Ridgway.

The Soviet note expressed ‘‘thanks ... for the expeditious and effec-
tive help rendered, as well as for the care and the friendly treatment
accorded to the Soviet seamen," said Boris Malakhov, an embassy
spokesman,

Bomb explodes in west Beirut

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — A bomb exploded today near an
American-affiliated university in Moslem west Beirut, wounding one

person and setting three cars on fire, police said.

The bomb, hidden under a green Mercedes-Benz, went off at 1:25
p.m. about 120 yards from the main gate to Beirut University College
in west Beirut's Qraitem district, witnesses reported.

No casualties were reported among the school's 3,000 students,
police said. Four teachers at the school, including three Americans
and an Indian, were kidnapped from the campus Jan. 24 by a group
calling itself Islamic Jihad for the Liberation of Palestine.

Ambulances and fire engines, their sirens wailing, rushed to the
scene of the bomb blast, the fifth in Beirut this year and the first in
the western sector since 7,500 Syrian soldiers moved in Feb. 22 to
mmmm.maﬁmwu

Dozens of helmeted Syrian soldiers the elite special forces,
armed with Soviet-made Kalashnikov assault rifles, also rushed to
the blast scene moments after the explosion echoed across west
Beirut, the witnesses said. :

The“Syrians set up several checkpoints throughout the sector and
were seen pedestrians and motorists.

The last bomb exploded in Beirut went off Feb. 25 near a mos-
que in the Shiite Moslem slums of south Beirut near the airport, kill-

DOE proposes
tax incentives

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Lawmakers have disclosed that
Energy Secretary John Herrington
plans to recommend the Reagan ad-
ministration adopt a series of tax in-
centives rather than an oil import fee
to spur domestic oil exploration and
check imports.

The recommendations were drawn
from the Energy Department's long-
awaited study of options to counter
the national security threat posed by
increasing oil imports, which reach-
ed 40 percent of U.S. demand late
last year

Herrington briefed a group of key
lawmakers Monday, one day before
the report is scheduled to be made
public.

“The study analyzes all proposals
available to try to reduce foreign im-
ports in terms. of a benefit-to-cost
analysis,” said Sen. Phil Gramm of
the 800-page DOE report. *'It looks at
the costs and the impact on our
economy."”’

“‘The secretary said the study in-
dicated an oil import fee was not a
cost effective way of dealing with the
problem. It would generate increas-
ed exploration but would hurt the
general economy very heavily,"”
Gramm said.

A report released last month by the
Citizen-Labor Energy Coalition, an
advocacy group, said that a $10 a
barrel oil tariff would probably cost
the American economy $100 billion a
year. There is currently am 117
cents per barrel tariff on imported
oil. :

DEAR DR. GOTT — My doctor is
reluctant to prescribe allopurinol for
my gout. He savs that once started, al-
lopurinol must be continued for life,
that it can cause serious side effects
and that it may take six to 12 months
to achieve control. Is this correct”?

DEAR READER Allopurinol,
like any medicine, does have side ef-
fects, including rash, nausea, vomit-
ing. bone-marrow abnormalities and
drug allergv. However, these reac-
tions are rare. Allopurinol reduces the
formation of uric acid in the body. and
thus 18 a good gout preventative. As
with other medicines, vou and your
doctor will want to weigh the risk
benefit ratio of allopurinol. Although
it's generally a safe drug, it may not
be appropriate for vou to use

DEAR READER — During a com-
plete hvsterectomy, the mouth of the
womb (cervix) usually 1s removed. A
Pap test 1s a smear for cervical can-
cer. Since vou no longer have a cer-
Via. vou shouldn't need a Pap test

However. your gynecologist may
wish to check vou regularly for other
reasons. For example, if you had a
hysterectomy for uterine cancer, you
should be examined periodically to
make sure that there is no recurrence
of the tumor Ask vour gynecologist
why he or she chooses to perform Pap
tests at vearly intervals.

DEAR DR GOTT — What happens
to people who don't have a total hip-
replacement operation when they are
told they need one” Is there any other
treatment available?

DEAR READER - Certain forms
of arthritis cause degeneration of the
hip joint. With time, this degeneration
may worsen and cause symptoms that
can't be relieved by pain medication
or anti-arthritis drugs. People may
become quite immobilized or crippled
with pain — if so, hip replacement
(with a metal plastic prosthesis) en-
ables patients to enjoy far greater
mebility and independence

Although no operation has a guar-
anteed perfect result, hip replace-
ment — when needed — can be a real
boon to the person who suffers chron-
ic pain, stiffness and weakness. Until
the time that surgery is needed, pa-
tients often can be helped by anti-ar-
thritis medicine, physical therapy and
a modification of physical activity as
pain permits

DEAR DR. GOTT — I am supposed
to ha\wgery on my shoulder, but I
have orsening problem with my
heart skipping beats. The doctor says
it's a floppy valve. Is shoulder surgery
safe in this case?

DEAR READER — Any one of the

heart’s four sets of valves can become
‘floppy ™ this can be a serious condi-
tion if it affects the aortic. pulmonary
and tricuspid valves. However. a flop-
pv mitral valve 1s different. Mitral-
valve prolapse is a common condition
in healthy adults and consists of a
weakness of one of the two umbrella-
like leaflets of the valve This allows
a tiny jet of blood to spurt backward
during the heart's contraction, caus-
Ing an extra heart sound imurmur) or
a click

There is no reason why people with
floppy mitral valves cannot undergo
surgery. However. experts recom-
mend that such patients be given anti-
biotics before, during and after cer-
tain procedures such as
cyvstoscopy. colonoscopy and dental
surgery — that may release bacteria
into the bloodstream. Bacteria are
more likely to adhere to a floppy mi-
tral valve than to a healthy one

If you have mitral-valve prolapse
shoulder surgery should be safe and
vou will not need antibiotic coverage

DEAR DR GOTT Fifteen
months ago. | had a C-section and was
given an epidural. Since then. I've had
a numb feeling in my hip area and up-
per leg. It's fading. but 1t concerns
me. Is this numbness normal”

DEAR READER — Epidural anes-
thetic involves the introduction of an-
esthesia into the lower spinal column
to deaden nerves to the legs and abdo-
men. [t is a safe and effective alterna-
tive to general anesthesia for many
patients, but persisting numbness can
occur. If your symptoms are begin-
ning to decrease, remain patient and
allow nature to take its course. If the
numbness persists, check with vour
gvnecologist to see if it has some oth-
er. more unusual cause

DEAR DR. GOTT I had my
stomach stapled 1': vears ago and
have lost 165 pounds. The problem is
that my skin is flabby. as if it didnt
shrink to fit my new size This is de-
spite exercise, swimming and work-
ing out. What can I do to tighten my
skin” :

DEAR READER The elasticity
of skin is unpredictable After preg-
nancy or weight loss. skin usually
shrinks back to its normal size. How-
ever. skin in some parts of the body
will not shrihk after it has been
stretched. Plastic surgeons are often
quite adept at removing unwanted
skin bulges I am not aware of any
creams or activities that can tighten
up stretched skin. Ask your doctor to
refer you to a plastic surgeon for an-
other opinion

Program trains disabled adults

DALLAS (AP) — With the preci-
sion of a machine, Wayne Blumley
takes another computer flow chart —
a sequence of key strokes and com-
mands — and puts it away in his
special file, where it remains until he
needs it again.

When he is ready to write a com-
puter program, the flow chart will be
there, readily available, but not ex-
actly at his fingertips. Blumley is
blind, and the special file where he
stores an orderly arrangement of un-

“told numbers and commands is his

mind.

“He's fantastic, brilliant,” says
Leslie Skibell, the El Centro Com-
munity College program director
who oversees a class set up a year
ago to train severely handicapped
adults to be computer programmers.

**Most blind people wouldn't begin
to try to understand flow charts,”
she says. “'Wayne understands
them.”

Blumley, 42, is the first blind stu-
dent in the program. And though he
1s more modest about his
achievements, he is nonetheless
pleased with how far he has pro-
gressed since thé class began in
September. *'I think the program is
extremely stimulating,’” he says.

The El Centro class is an
outgrowth of recommendations by
the Mavor's Business Advisory Com-
mittee. IBM provided personal com-
puters and furniture, and a number
of other companies donated other
technical equipment.

The Texas Commission for the
Blind has provided the single piece of
equipment that has made Blumley's
education possible — a voice syn-
thesizer for his personal computer.
With each keystroke it tells him
where the cursor is on his monitor, or
It sounds out letters or entire words.

“Here is a word that sounds like
COMMAREA," he says. “'I'll have to
sound that out a letter at a time to
make sure I know what it is, because
I'll need to use it later in a program.”

He has a mental image of the
monitor and everything he writes on
it, just as he has images of people
and places, he says. Such visual
thinking is possible because he was
not always blind.

“I had congenital cataracts,” he
says. 'l was very near-sighted."”
With thick glasses he was able to

function in an almost normal manner
through high school in New London,
in East Texas. "'l was able to see to
do everything but drive a car.

“Then one day I was playing ping-
pong. | bent down to pick up the ball,
and when I stood up I couldn't see the
table."

An operation brought some sight
back, but then it was gone again.
Other operations produced similar
results, but finally darkness came
upon him permanently 24 years ago.

This did not stop him from getting
a degree in psychology from the
University of Texas at Austin,
however. And it didn't prevent him
from getting a job, as a rehabilita-
tion counselor for the Commission
for the Blind. In his 13 years with the
agency, he traveled extensively,
taught and worked with mentally ill
and retarded blind people.

“I have had a natural interest in
technical things,” he says. “I'm an
avid science fiction writer. I'm a
ham radio operator, and I built my
first transmitter when 1 was about
L}

“l reached a point in my work
where I didn't think I was growing.
Then one day my wife found a com-
puter on sale. It had a voice syn-
thesizer on it. That was probably the
most expensive sale my wife and I
have ever been to, because six mon-
ths later I quit my job."

He began his computer programm-
ing course on Sept. 29, along with 15
other students. Fourteen are still in
the class, which will conclude with
student internships in May and June
at companies to be determined later.

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Pinup paved way for Miss Texas 1930

GREENVILLE, Texas (AP) —
Mary Lou Laney had no intention of
entering the Miss Texas Pageant
back in 1930 until a tantalizing pinup
picture and a bit of trickery by
friends turned her into a contestant

and a winner.

“Some of my friends entered my
name without telling me,” says Mrs.
Laney. I had finished high school in
Oak Cliff and was going to SMU at
the time. My brother, who was a
photographer for the Dallas Times
Herald, had taken somie pictures of
me on a bearskin rug, but I thought
he was just doing it for the fun of it. I
never dreamed he was going to give
a print to these friends.

“When the pageant official called
to tell me where the contestants were
to meet, I said, ‘What's this all
about? You must have the wrong
person!’ But he said, ‘Aren’t you
Mary lLou Lockridge?' — that was
my maiden name."

Since she was already accepted as
an entrant, she decided to go along
with it and attend the first meeting of
the contestants.

“There were about 29 of us from all
over Texas,” she said. "‘Two girls

were from Houston, one from Austin
and one from Midland and quite a
few were from Fort Worth."

The judging was done in June at
Kidd Springs in Oak CIliff, she
recalls. The bathing suit contest was
in the morning, and the contestants
modeled suits provided by local mer-
chants.

“I think Neiman's was my spon-
sor, as | remember, and they gave
me the most beautiful yellow bathing
suit with matching rubber bathing
shoes. The suit had a matching
yellow cape on top of it ... you took off
the cape and carried it as you walked
along.

“Of course the bathing suits then
were very discreet, but my father
thought even this was terrible,” she
said, laughing.

*“*After we paraded around, we div-
ed off the board into the pool. Two of
us dived from the high board and the
rest went off the low board. Then we

had time to go home and get our hair -

dried and get into street clothes —
suit, hat and gloves."

The contestants returned mid-
afternoon for a group interview, Mrs.
Laney said. *‘We just sat and talked

together with the four judges who
were Dallas businessmen.

“In the evening we came back to
the dance pavillion in Oak Cliff. We
wore long gowns, and we each had an
escort — some one of our friends. |
married my escort later ... He was so
handsome in his tux!

“There was a small orchestra, and
as we danced, we were judged on
poise and posture,’ she said.

When the final decision was an-
nounced, Mrs. Laney was awarded
the Miss Texas title and a check. I
think I got about $750,"" she said.
“That was quite a bit of money in
those days.

“The Miss Texas Pageant at that
time was not an annual event — just
every few years. It was mainly just
to advertise these department
stores, but it did open some doors for
me,"" she said. *'I did some modeling
afterwards for film advertisements
that were shown in movie theaters."

Modeling with her was a young

‘Linda Darnell, who later became a

movie star. “‘She went to Hollywood,
and I got married," said Mrs. Laney,
chuckling.

“l really wasn't a good model

though, because I wasn't tall enough
— just five feet three. The clothes
look better on taller girls.”

Mrs. Laney's only child, Luther
Jr., had a successful modeling
career during his early years,
however. “‘He started at six months
and did ads for Metzger's milk, cod
liver oil and baby shoes,” she said.
“I think Dr Pepper paid him more
than any other company. He would
sit there with a little bottle and a
straw. He didn’t even know how to
sip — he just chewed up the straw.
He modeled until he was about 12
years old and got into that awkward
age. Now he's a banker in St. Louis."

Mrs. Laney still has a copy. of the
pinup picture that caught the judges
eye, and which her brother later sold
to a magazine.

“*When we moved up here I hid it,
but my husband put it up again ... in
the bathroom,” she said with a grin.
“When we have guests, they come
out with a puzzled look and say, ‘Is
that you in the picture, Mary Lou?" "

Widowed for seven years, Mrs.
Laney spends much of her spare
time playing bridge. And she never
misses a pageant on television.

DEAR POLLY How can | get a
burnt smell out of a microwave oven”
I accidentally let some popcorn burn
and now it smells awful I've washed
it out and have baking soda sitting in
the oven, but that isn't helping
ANN

DEAR ANN — Removing a burned
odor can be tough, but not impossible.
Here are a few tricks to try.

First, bring a cup of water with sev-
eral tablespoons lemon juice in it to a
boil in the oven. Let it boil a couple of
minutes at least. Repeat if necessary

If the burned odor persists, you
might try wiping the oven out with
water to which you've added a table
spoon of vanilla extract.

For serious odor removal, place a
shallow bowl of activated charcoal in
the oven for several days. (Activated
charcoal can be purchased in pet-sup-
ply stores where it is sold for use in
aquarium filters.) If the odor persists
after a week, change the charcoal
with a fresh supply and repeat for an-
other week.
