Voters in Deaf Smith County
recently approved a bond election
designed to help a cash flow problem
at Deaf Smith General Hospital. A
look at “‘exchange'' newspapers we
receive from area towns reveals that
all are having problems with their

hospitals.

Declining patient loads, lowered
payments by Medicare, new rules
and regulations on fees charged, and
other factors have seriously im-
paired the cash flow to the institu-
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tions. Some of the towns have county-
owned hospitals and some are in a
hospital district, but all suffer from a
lack of cash from paying patients

The health industry has gone

through big changes. Several years
back. the advent of hospital in-
surance ushered -in a new era for
both doctors and hospitals. With
most patients under a hospitalization
plan, doctors and hospitals were free
to charge more and do more and feel
confident about getting paid

Medicare came along and 1t
amounted to a blank check for
hospitals and they took advantage of
it. The result was soaring costs to
both insurance companies and the
federal government. And, as usual,
the pendulum had to swing back the
other way

Medicare and Medicaid launched
cost containment measures as did
the insurance companies. The cost
containment is working, partly
because there are now new doctors
entering the field in sufficient
numbers to create competition of a
sort. Many doctors and medical
groups are convinced that indepen-
dent office practice on the part of
doctors is not likely to continue much
longer.

But the cost containment by
Medicare and by the insurance com-
panies have brought on a revolution
that is hurting hospitals everywhere,
especially those in rural areas
Under the new rules, a big metro
hospital gets to charge more under

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Smuggled artifacts returned

EL PASO, Texas (AP) — Booty seized from an organized smuggl-
ing ring — including artifacts from a 1,000-year-old Mexican Indian
comumnunity — have been returned to Mexico, U.S. Customs officials
say.

Painted pottery pieces, an ax-head and a grinding stone that were
seized by U.S. Customs agents last July at the Columbus, N.M., port
of entry were returned this week, said Mike Mack, acting district
director for Customs’ El Paso office, said Wednesday.

The artifacts were being smuggled into the United States by an
org:nized smuggling ring that sells the pieces to collectors, Mack
said.

The items were returned under a treaty between the two nations
that allows for the return of stolen archaelogical or cultural items.

Enrique Buj Flores, Mexican consul in El Paso, said most of the
pottery pieces dated back to the Paquime Indians, a community of
peaceful traders that flourished from A.D. 900 to 1100.

The Paquime ruins are near Casas Grandes, Mexico, about 200
miles southwest of El Paso.

Texas prisons are closed once again

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — The Texas prison system, deluged
by more than 700 new inmates over two days, is closed today because
the population has once again exceeded the 95 percent capacity
limit.

The shutdown is part of a familiar routine that has kept the
nation’s third-largest corrections system closed five days a week.

Population at the 26-unit Texas Department of Corrections was
38,420 as of midnight Tuesday, putting the system 10 inmates over
the 95-percent cap, spokesman David Nunnelee said Wednesday.

About 28 inmates were released on parole Wednesday, while more
232 were admitted, officials said.

Tuesday, when the prisons reopened for new admissions after the
most recent five-day shutdown, 542 inmates were transferred from
county jails and only 92 were paroled. !

“It looks like we’ll be closed through the week and we'll have
weekend releases again,” Nunnelee said.

Anti-hazing bill clears Senate

AUSTIN (AP) — The Senate, alarmed by a growing trend of
“Ramboism’’ on Texas’ college campuses, has passed a bill that
bans hazing and provides stiff penalties for violations.

“I don't know what it is, whether it is a cycle of ‘Ramboism,’
machismo or whatever, we have to change it now,” Sen. Gonzalo
Barrientos said Wednesday before his bill won Senate approval. j

In the past nine years, 40 young people have died in hazing in-
cidents in the United States, but the Texas hazing law has not been
changed since 1937, he said.

He said his bill “‘redefines hazing — tightens up the definition —
cuts out the loopholes, and increases the penalties from a slap on the
hand'’ to fines and jail time.

Barrientos, D-Austin, said he began thinking about the hazing
issue two years ago after a Texas A&M University student died after
doing callsthenics. Last year a University of Texas student died of
alcohol poisoning.

Teens decide to kill themselves

BERGENFIELD, N.J. (AP) — Four teens who agreed to kill
themselves together had been preoccupied with thoughts of suicide,
a friend said, and the mother of one victim said teen-agers in this
small town are ‘‘dying one after another."”

The suicide of two sisters and two 19-year-old men follow four
young Bergenfield residents’ deaths since last summer, authorities
said, and as word of Wednesday's deaths spread through the New
York City suburb, Mayor Charles O'Dowd urged other youngsters
considering suicide to seek help.

Officials also called psychologists to the high school from which
three of the four had dropped out and the fourth had been suspended.

“We're very concerned that there is a possibility of a contagion ef-
fect,” said James Cooney, director of the Bergen Regional Counsel-
ing Center.

The bodies were found early Wednesday in a locked car with its
engine running inside a garage, Bergen County Prosecutor Larry
McClure said. Near the bodies was a note on a brown paper bag sign-
ed by the victims saying they wanted a common wake and burial.

Diamonds are found in meteorites

NEW YORK (AP) — Trillions of diamonds so tiny that 20,000 equal
the width of a hair have been found in meteorites, and scientists say
they may give clues to the chemistry of stars and suggest ways to
make tiny industrial gemstones.

“If you look up at the Milky Way, you may actually be seeing some
light that is scattered by diamonds,” said Roy Lewis, senior
research associate at the University of Chicago.

Lewis and his colleagues have found trillions of the tiny diamonds
in four meteorites, and they say the diamonds may have formed in
the atmosphere of a dying star before the solar system was born 4.5
billion years ago.

The diamonds could be among the oldest things on Earth, Lewis
said.

They may yield clues about the chemistry of stars, and learning
how they formed could suggest better ways of manufacturing tiny
diamonds for industrial purposes, he said. But “in terms of
something to put on your wife's finger, they’re of absolutely no value
at all,” he said.

Airlines aim to avoid flight delays

WASHINGTON (AP) — The airlines, pressured by government
concern that flight delays will worsen this summer, gather next
week to rearrange schedules in and out of two of the country’s
busiest airports.

The Transportation Department on Wednesday directed the
scheduling changes at the airports in Chicago and Atlanta and said it
would decide next week whether similar scheduling shifts will be
needed at five other busy airports as well.

The airlines have grudgingly agreed to re-examine their summer
flight schedules, which go into effect in June, amid warnings from
the Transportation Department that if no action is taken the govern-
ment may force schedule changes.

Most of the changes at the airports will be aimed at spreading
flights so they are not bunched around the most popular flying times,
a widespread airline practice that the Federal Aviation Administra-
tion has blamed for many of the non-weather related flight delays.

Americans long in tooth

WASHINGTON (AP) — The na-
tion's tooth count is rising as more
Americans keep their teeth through
middle age, but decay and gum
disease remain widespread despite
regular visits to the dentist, a federal
survey says today.

“The news is encouraging,” said
Dr. Harald Loe, director of the Na-
tional Institute of Dental Research.
“Americans are keeping their own
teeth longer."”

In the most comprehensive study
of its kind, nearly 21,000 adults aged
18 to 103 were examined for the year-
long, $3.2 million National Survey of
Adult Dental Health which ended last
March.

The adult survey results, combin-
ed with those of a similar 1980 na-
tional study of school children,
reveals a dramatic drop in the rate of
tooth decay over the previous decade
for the majority of the population,
Loe said in an interview.

“This is solid evidence that the
dental health of the country is im-
proving,” he said. “We are doing
something right, but we can still do
better."

Detailed examinations conducted
at 800 business locations and 200

senior centers located throughout the
continental United States showed
toothlessness has been nearly
eliminated in middle-aged adults.

Only 4 percent of employed adults
surveyed were missing all their
teeth, and half had lost at most only
one tooth, said the report released in
Chicago at the annual meeting of the
International Association for Dental
Research.

The percentage of toothless adults
under age 65 represents a significant
drop in tooth loss compared with a
1971-74 survey, when the number was
almost twice as high.

However, the survey found,
toothlessness remains a major pro-
blem among Americans over age 65.
About 42 percent of the surveyed
seniors were missing all of their 28
permanent teeth while only 2 percent
retained the full number.

The majority of all adults showed
signs of periodontal, or gum, disease.
This condition causes a range of
symptoms from inflammation of the
gums to destruction of the tooth roots
and their attachment to the underly-
ing bone.

Convention shows off dogs

GEORGETOWN, Texas (AP) —
Drug-sniffing” canines are showing
off their yaluable snouts this week at
the National Narcotic Detector Dog
Association convention.

Frog, a yellow labrador from
Iberia Parish in Louisiana, and his
two dog partners last year helped
authorities seize $250 million in drugs
and another $10 million in vehicles
and airplanes used to transport nar-
cotics.

Frog is just one of 92 drug-sniffing
dogs in Georgetown for the conven-
tion. Also attending are 110 law en-
forcement officers who are discuss-

ing how laws affect narcotic dogs
and using dogs in schools.

Frog, for example, helped Iberia
Parish virtually erase narcotics
possession cases in its area schools,
said owner Lt. Bobby Derise, presi-
dent of the association.

“We started off in 1980,” Derise
said of the drug-sniffing program in
Iberia Parish schools. At that time,
the department’s dogs were finding
drugs in schools almost daily, but
last year, there were only five in-
stances when dogs found drugs in
schools, he said.

Svicide note
evidence in

murder case

PAMPA, Texas (AP) — An
Oklahoma man wept softly as a
suicide note he wrote 22 years ago
before he shot his wife and turned the
gun on himself was read aloud on the
first day of his murder trial.

Prosecutors called 10 witnesses
before resting their case against
Albert Eugene Branscum, 5, who
was indicted in the October 1964
shooting death of his wife, Glenna
Branscum. The couple had
separated and was in the process of
getting a divorce when the slaying
occurred.

Branscum has never been tried for
the incident because he was left a
‘“‘mental vegetable’ by two shots he
fired into his head, authorities said.
He was judged incapable of standing
trial and was committed to a
hospital.

The case was reopened after a
relative of Mrs. Branscum's ques-
tioned the case's status and
authorities discovered Branscum
had walked away from the hospital
20 years ago and had been operating
a salvage yard in Konawa, Okla.,
since then.

Gray County Sheriff Rufe Jordan
testified that a suicide note submit-
ted as evidence had been given to
him by a relafivé of Branscum's. In
the note, Branscum expressed love
for his wife and asked that the two be
buried side by side.

Last fall, the local hospital district
increased the tax rate from 9.73
cents to 12.425 cents per $100 valua-
tion. The board adopted a budget of
$6.9 million for this year with tax
revenues estimated at $595,000—only
8.5 percent of the budget.

The amount taxpayers put into
county hospitals varies around the
area, but we note that Andrews
County has budgeted $1.7 million for
its hospital this year. Last year, the
amount soared to $2.3 million, but the
new hospital board scaled back
operations in order to reduce the tax
burden.

Whether we have a hospital
district or a county-owned hospital,
the taxpayers are still the ones who
have to subsidize operations. State
law provides that a county spend at
least 10 percent of its general
revenue levy for mandatory services
to eligible county residents before it
can receive state assistance.

Just as the ag and oil industries are
in the midst of a revolution, so is the
health care industry. Hospitals and
patients are struggling to survive.
Taking a look around us, it appears
we are holding our own in Deaf Smith
County.

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Ex Ohio State coach dies

COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) — Woody
Hayes, who became one of the most
successful coaches in college football
history, guiding the Ohio State
University team to 205 wins and two
national championships, died today
at the age of 74.

Russell Spillman, vice president
for student affairs, quoted OSU
Athletic Director Rick Bay as saying
that Hayes, who had been in ill health
during recent years, died at his home
about 6 a.m.

Hayes' wife, Anne, discovered her
husband dead this morning, said
Scott Mueller, a spokesman for the
university.

Hayes' coaching career ended in
1978, a few hours after the Buckeyes
lost the Gator Bowl to Clemson.

In front of a national television au-
dience, Hayes struck Charlie
Bauman, a Clemson nose guard who
had intercepted an Ohio State pass

late in the game. Hayes refused to
apologize, and was fired.

Hayes had coached the Ohio State
team longer than anyone in the
school’s history, turning around its
reputation as the “Graveyard of
Coaches."”

Hayes compiled a record of
238-72-10 in 33 seasons at Denison
University (1946-48), Miami of Ohio
(1949-50) and Ohio State (1951-78).
Only Paul ‘“‘Bear’ Bryant (323),
Amos Alonzo Stagg (314) and Glenn
“Pop’’ Warner (313) won more ma-
jor college football games.

As successful as Hayes was, he
was almost as controversial, mostly
because of a temper that he admitted
he never learned to control.

But Hayes, a strict disciplinarian,
believed in loyalty,

“] 'gave the university about
everything 1 had,” he said. “I'll
never take it out on this university. It

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Investigation reveals much
advise useless, misleading

Where do you look for sound advice
about your health? Many people turn
to their local health food store. 1s ad-
vice from a health food store
reliable? Several investigations into
the reliability of advice given In
health food stores have drawn
similar conclusions: Customers can-
not rely on the accuracy or safety of
health and nutrition advice received
in health food stores.

During an investigation of 105
health food stores, the American
Council on Science and Health detail-
ed cases in which stores’ advice had
been misleading, useless, and
dangerous. When provided with
symptoms that could describe a
potentially serious medical condi-
tion, 68 percent of the health food
stores failed to recommend seeing a
physician, and 63 percent recom-
mended remedies without ever see-
ing the person whose symptoms were
being described.

Another similar survey of health
food stores concluded that one-fourth
of health food store personnel
responses to health related questions
were clearly wrong and potentially
harmful. Panel members evaluating
this survey included dietitians,
physicians, and university pro-
fessors. The panel members were
concerned with the large number of
health food stores that recommended
remedies. Such recommendations
were considered dangerous since at-
tempting self treatment would delay
seeking medical help for the serious
medical conditions that were being
described. '

Unreliable advice may not be the
only drawback to health food stores.
According to Registered and Licens-
ed Dietitian Gene Erb of Amarillo,
Texas.

Many health food store nutrition
products are either unnecessary or
substantially higher priced than

comparable products in a super-
market. A United States Department
of Agriculture survey found food
items in health food stores to be 99
percent higher in price than com-
parable foods from a supermarket.

What general conclusions can be
drawn about health food stores? Con-
sumers can not rely on the accuracy
or safety of health and nutrition ad-
vice received in health food stores.
Many health food store personnel are
sincere and have the best of inten-
tions. Unfortunately, many of these
same store personnel are also gross-
ly misinformed.

In addition, you may pay a
premium price for their products,
many of which are unneeded. The
good news is that some health food
stores do recommend seeking profes-
sional advice. !
