Get right forms, inspect for errors
during tax deadline dash

On vour mark, get set, go! It's time
once again for the annual April 15 In-
dy, that last minute mad dash to beat
the midnight deadline for filing
Federal Income Tax Returns.

They ad-
vise that preparing the return over a
two or three-week period will lessen
the chances for mistakes by creating
a more relaxed working environ-
ment for completing the forms

Taking the time to prepare an in-
come tax return ahead of the
deadline will provide ample oppor-
tunity to recheck figures and to col-
lect complete data needed to com-
pute credits and taxes Reviewing
the form over a period of time may
also provide the taxpayer —with
discoveries of credits or deductions
for which they might qualify and
might have otherwise missed.

Errors made on previously filed
tax returns can be corrected by filing
an amendment. Form 1040X is the
amended form, if additional money
is owed the form should be filed with
payment prior to the April 15
deadline. The form can also be used
to claim additional money in the
form of refund. Form 1040X must be
filed within three years from the date
of the original return or within two
years from the time the tax was paid,
whichever is later.

Taxpayers may find it easier to
round off cents to the nearest dollar.
This practice eliminates many
mathematical errors and is accep-
table if all dollar amounts
throughout the form are rounded off
According to the IRS amounts under
50 cents should be dropped and
amounts from 50 cents to ¥ cents
should be increased to the next
higher dollar amount

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Tougher open meetings law

AUSTIN (AP) — A Senate committee has approved a bill designed
to strengthen the state’s Open Meetings Act by closing loopholes in
the law designed to guarantee the public's access to most govern-
ment proceedings.

Voting 9-1, the Senate State Affairs Committee on Monday sent the
measure to the full Senate for a vote. Sen. Don Henderson,
R-Houston, was the only vote against the bill.

The bill's sponsor, Sen. Kent Caperton, D-Bryan, said the legisla-
tion would eliminate problems in the current law which have allowed
some government business to be done in secret, in private “‘ex-
ecutive sessions,” for example.

“Through the years ... many governmental boards have made
good faith efforts to comply with the Open Meetings Act,’" Caperton
said. “‘Unfortunately, there have been some who continue to use

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those executive sessions to conduct the public's business behind clos-
ed doors.”

Texas has had an open meetings law on the books since 1967, but
supporters of the law say it also has serious weaknesses which allow
some public officials to circumvent it.

Bills to put more teeth in the law passed the Legislature in 1977,
1979 and 1981, but were vetoed then by Govs. Dolph Briscoe and Bill
Clements. Bills also passed the Senate in 1983 and 1985 but failed to
win approval from the House.

Testifying in favor of the tougher bill was Jeff Bruce, managing
editor of the Austin American-Statesman and an official of Texas
Media, a coalition of Texas news organizations formed to work for
freedom of information issues.

According to a memo Bruce prepared for the committee,
“Government, particularly at the local level, is too often being don-
cuted in illegal secret meetings.

“‘The inadequacies of the (current) act make prosecution impossi-
ble, and, thus, government is escaping public scrutiny of and ac-
countability for its actions,’’ he wrote.

The bill would make several changes in the current law.

To head off abuse of closed meetings, the measure would require
keeping of certified minutes of closed meetings and make any action
taken by a governmental body in violation of the open meetings law
voidable.

The bill would limit the times when a governmental body could
call an ‘‘emergency meeting."
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Entertainers son missing in jet

MARCH AIR FORCE BASE, Calif. (AP) — Ground and air sear-
chers combed the snowy, 11,500-foot San Gorgonio Mountain without
finding Dean Paul Martin, son of the entertainer, and another
crewman of a missing National Guard jet.

Martin, 35, a California Air National Guard captain who was
piloting the F4C Phantom, and the fighter's weapons officer, Capt.
Ramon Ortiz, 39, of Las Vegas, Nev., disappeared Saturday over the
San Bernardino Mountains. ;

Search aircraft found two other fliers unharmed shortly after their
small plane crashed Monday morning, but the F-4 was not sighted.
Weather deteriorated during the day and the search was suspended
at nightfall with six three-man teams camped on the rugged peak,
said National Guard Maj. Steve Mensik.

The search was to resume at daybreak, weather permitting.

San Gorgonio Mountain was where a private jet carrying Frank
Sinatra's 82-year-old mother, Natalie “‘Dolly’" Sinatra, crashed in
January 1977 en route to Las Vegas in a blinding snowstorm. It took
several days to find her body.

Court hears death comment case

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Supreme Court heard arguments
challenging the firing of a newly hired Houston deputy constable for
telling co-workers she wanted President Reagan killed.

The high court’s nine justices on Monday also heard arguments on
the constitutionality of a Houston ordinance making it illegal to in-
terrupt a police officer in the course of his duty.

In the first case, Ardeth McPherson claimed her free-speech
rights were violated when she was fired for saying she wished
Reagan had been killed in an assassination attempt in Washington
by John W. Hinkley Jr. in 1981.

Ms. McPherson was on duty in Constable Walter H. Rankin's of-
fice March 30, 1981, the day Reagan was shot and wounded by Hin-
ckley. While listening to radio reports about the incident, Ms.
McPherson told a co-worker, ‘I hope if they go for him again they
get him.”

The remark was reported to Rankin, who called Ms. McPherson
into his office and fired her after asking her if she meant it. Ms.
McPherson sued him and Harris County.

Residents flee from chemical fire

NANTICOKE, Pa. (AP) — About 18,000 residents fled their homes
as a precaution this morning as a chemical fire spread a cloud of tox-
ic chemicals over the area, authorities said.

No injuries were reported.

The fire broke out about 1 a.m. outside Nanticoke at Spencer Metal
Processing, which uses acids and alkaloids in metal plating. It was
nearly extinguished within five hours, said Jim Siracuse, executive
director of emergency management in Luzerne County.

The chemicals included sulfuric and nitric acids, which cause
respiratory problems, he said.

“We're not sure the total effects of the chemicals,” Siracuse said.
“That’s why the evacuation was undertaken, as a precaution.”

Kevin O'Brien, the county’'s emergency coordinator, said
authorities evacuated roughly 230 people from several hospitals and
nursing homes, then began going door to door waking up residents in
Nanticoke and Newport Township.

will be provided in time to file. The
W-2 form is important because it lists
the wages paid, the income tax
withheld, social security tax
withheld and other vital information
needed for figuring taxes.

Each year there are areas on the
tax return forms where large
numbers of taxpayers make incor-
rect entries. Sometimes the, wrong
entries are made because of tax-
payers selecting the incorrect figure
from a tax table, some of the errors
are due to changes in the form which
are not clearly understood.

The largest percentage of errors
are made on Form 1040, the long
form used to itemize deductions. The
problem areas on the 1040 form have
been compiled by the IRS into 10
areas which taxpayers should double
check.

The first area with a large percen-
tage of errors is the item of medical
deductions. This item is listed on
Schedule A which is then attached to
the 1040 form. Because of changes in
limitations the IRS recommends tax-
payers follow the directions on
Schedule A closely when computing
medical deductions.

Because of the number of pages
and figures involved the IRS says
that figures taken from the Tax
Tables are often incorrect. Double
check the figure for your filing status
to make sure you have the correct
numbers. These numbers are then
entered on line 38 of the 1040 form
and the box for Tax Table is checked.

Another area of confusion is
Unemployment Compensation. A
worksheet on page 10 of the tax in-
struction booklet will help this com-
putation. Final entries for this area
are entered on lines 20a and b on the
long form.

Child Care Credit and Disabled
Dependent Care Expenses are fre-
quently misfigured. Double check
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purpose of appearing before the com-

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Software wizards produce masterpieces of fantasy

perty in it. "‘Success in the real world
is difficult and fleeting,"" he said. In a

AUSTIN (AP) Doctors told
computer-game creator Al Evans
after he was seriously hurt in a 1963
car crash that he would never be able
to live an independent life.

“I got blown up pretty bad,” he
said. **Competent authorities told me
| would never be able to dress
myself. Now I play guitar and race
motorcycles better than any of those
guys. And I have a prettier wife than
any of them do. There’s nothing I
can't accomplish if T put my mind to
it."’

FEvans' masterpiece, ‘‘Captain
Magneto,” is an interactive adven-
ture in which the player investigates
the disappearance of several
spaceships.

Captain Magneto' reflects the
way I look at life,” he said. *'It is the
only game 1 know where you need to
make friends to win. You don’t kill
everything you meet."

There are still plenty of computer
users willing to pay $10 to $60 for a
chance to use their PC for something
more entertaining than word pro-
cessing and spreadsheets. Don Reis-

inger, director of marketing at Atari,
says 7.5 million computer games
were sold in the United States in 1986,
amounting to $100 million in sales
(software only).

But Evans distributes his creation
through a volunteer payment system

.called “‘shareware.’” After acquiring

the game from a commercial
database or local computer bulletin
board, players are supposed to send
$20 to Evans' company, Power Tools.

I suspect that many copy it and
don't pay,” he said. *‘But I want my
work to be widely available at a low
price. 1 dislike dealing with
publishing companies, lawyers,
agents, advertising and all things
other than designing Captain
Magneto's next adventure.”

Evans views computing differently
from many of his colleagues. *'I'm an
old computer libber,” he said. “If a
program doesn't help people, it isn’t
worth the disk it's copied on.

Evans, 40, doesn't live by software
games alone. He also develops
business software and solves knotty
computer problems for companies

and government agencies. ‘I bill
myself as a wizard and charge
clients accordingly,’” he said.

Austin nurtures game developers.
“It's full of PhDs working in
7-Elevens and seekers, people who
care about more than the visible
world,” Evans said.

Julio Barrada, president of soft-
ware company Computer Systemics,
started the Austin Area Certified
Developers Association to serve Cen-
tral Texas’ small but productive pro-
gramming community.

‘“People usually write games to
learn about computers,”” Barrada
said. “Few stick with it because the
money is bad. Unless you create a
classic, the game only lasts five mon-
ths. It's tough to put one on the
market. It costs about $75,000 to
launch a good piece of software pro-
perly. It's scary to think of how much
good software never goes to market
because of start-up costs.”

Richard Garriot solved that pro-
blem by starting his own software
publishing company, Origin
Systems, with older brother Robert

PEANUTS by Charles Schultz

and programmer Chuck ‘‘Chuckles”
Bueche.

Born in Cambridge, England, Gar-
riott was nicknamed *‘Lord British"
at his Houston high school. The nom
de computer appears on all copies of
his games. The son of astronaut
Owen Garriott and a professional ar-
tist, he claims he got his creative im-
pulses from Mom and technical
abilities from Dad.

He wears around his neck a bronze
snake that he made when he was 11.
“People at computer and software
conventions don’t recognize my face,
but they recognize my snake,” he
said. “It is a recurring symbol in
Origin Systems games."’

The company mainstay, a fantasy
role-playing game called “Ultima,"
started as a high school project in
Houston. Garriott rewrote “Ultima"
28 times before graduating, and then
rewrote it again before marketing it.

The latest version, ‘‘Ultima IV,"”
took two years to create, features
hundreds of characters capable of
dialogue and takes 200 hours to play.

Garriott dropped out of the elec-
trical engineering program at UT
after learning basic circuitry and
machine language. ‘‘They don’t
teach the programming you need to
produce entertainment software in
college,” he said.

The privately held Origin Systems

has grown at more than 100 percent a
year since 1982. Current annual sales
are about $5 million. Twenty
employees work at the company's
New Hampshire headquarters. Eight
programmers under Garriott's
leadership develop software in
Austin.

The corporate culture is zany. Dur-
ing happy hour — which can happen
any time programmers grab
Rabasers, wooden guns that shoot
lengths of surgical tubing and hunt
one another in the atrium of the of-
fice building they occupy.

“Creativity follows creative sw-
ings,”” Garriott said. “We work a few
hours, then shoot each other with
Rabasers to relax.”

“I envision the ultimate computer
game,'' said the 25-year-old
millionaire. It will incorporate all
five senses. The player won't be able
to discern it from reality. It's a long
way off, but that’s where we're head-
ed.”

Todd Porter, a computer research
associate at Southwest Texas State
and programmer for Origin
Systems, is designing a fantasy role-
playing game called “‘Legend.” He
hopes it will surpass best-selling

AUltima."

Porter wants “‘Legend” to portray
a universe so appealing that players
will feel proud to own a piece of pro-

fantasy world, you control
everything. That's OK. We all wrap
ourselves in imaginary cloaks at one
time or another to escape.”

Porter, who once wanted Lo
become a minister, believes faith
and computer science are compati-
ble. “We will eventually create com-
puters that think better than man, !
he said. “‘That doesn’t mean we'll
replace God. Look at how many cir-
cuits we have to wire together to do
what God did with a few brain cells.”

Darin Adler went to work for
Chicago software company 1COM
Simulations when he was 18. For four
years, he worked in Chicago in the
summers and on a computer science
degree at UT during the fall and spr-
ing.

Working in cooperation with
others, Adler created the award-
winning “‘Deja Vu: A Nightmare
Comes True” (a different product
than Computer Systemics' model) in
1985. “‘It's a 1940s detective story,
which appeals to an older crowd,” he
said.

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Giving hope to prison inmates a goal of personal ministry

BIG SPRING, Texas (AP) — When
Virginia Whitten isn't traveling with
her husband’s ministry group, she's
spending hours corresponding with
prison inmates.

Theletters she receives often bring
tears to her eyes, she says. She
receives approximately 400 cards
and letters annually.

“We answer every letter. There
are some that take much more in-
depth correspondence,” Mrs. Whit-
ten said.

She travels with her husband’s
group, Joe Whitten and His Children,

sonal ministry: **

which tours seven-and-a-half months
of the year. Those travels last year
took them to 52 prisons, 40 churches
and five civic organizations.

“Joe and I want to help tke in-
mates make a decision to change
their lives,” she says, adding that
she has an additional goal of her per-
I want to give them

hope.

Mrs. Whitten says she believes in-
mates indentify with a story she likes
to share with them — her own con-
finement in a psychiatric hospital.
She talks about being flawed and how

she has been judged by society — a
reality for people who live behind
prison walls.

*“The inmates quickly realize that I
am ‘for real’ ... they can spot a phony
immediately and would laugh me off
the stage,” she says.

One inmate from an Army prison
at Fort Riley, Kan., wrote her:

“All my life I hid my emotions, I
did not want to let people know how I
felt ... For the first time in my life, I
cried and was not ashamed of it. I
didn't care who saw me, or what they
thought ... The combination of His

Children and Virginia's love and car-
ing (through her story), now enabled
me to walk with my head held high
because I know that there is someone
who does care and loves me, a person
who doesn't care what I've done.”

Mrs. Whitten says she feels a
special mission to mentally ill and
mentally retarded inmates.

“TDC (Texas Department of Cor-
rections) is in a state of emergency
and is really doing all it can right
now to help alleviate its problems —
no psychiatrists, no psychologists
and overcrowding."

Her formula for helping such in-
mates includes understanding and
God, as well as good psychiatric care
and when needed, medication,

“The mentally ill should be in a
special prison where they can get
help. And some of these mentally ill
inmates should never be released
but some, with help and understan-
ding, could later function well in
society,” she says.

Her husband says he has become
more attuned to the inmates' in-
dividual personalities in the course
of his ministry.

I have become more aware that
to classify a person as just an ‘in
mate’ really disregards their an
dividuality. We find ourselves
ministering not only to the hardcore
but to the habitual, the incompetent,
the mentally ill, the victims of a bad
environment, and even those whoare
innocent, or who have been convicted
on technicalities,” Whitten sad
