Soldiers search for guerrilla attackers

EL PARAISO, El Salvador (AP) —
Government troops searched the
mountainous northern region for lef-
tist guerrillas who attacked a key
military base and killed at least 43
soldiers and a U.S. military adviser.

Staff Sgt. Gregory A. Fronius, 27, a
Green Beret intelligence specialist,
was the first American to die in bat-
tle in this Central American nation’s
7-year-old civil war

Fronius, of Greensburg, Pa., was
killed by mortar fire during the pre-
dawn Tuesday raid on the 4th Infan-
try Brigade garrison at El Paraiso in
Chalatenango province, about 40
miles north of the capital of San
Salvador.

Fronius had arrived Jan. 6 in El

Salvador for a six-month tour and’

was training Salvadoran troops at
the garrison. His body was shipped
later Tuesday to Panama, where his
wife and child live, according to U.S.
Embassy spokesman Pen Agnew.

In Washington, President Reagan
said after a state dinner that
Fronius' death was '‘a tragedy’’ that
“should bring home to everyone
what we face against communism."’

“Those guerrillas were com-
munists,’ he said. *'I hope we realize
we have a responsibility to keep com-
munism out of the Western
Hemisphere."

The military said at least 43
soldiers were killed and 35 wounded
when the leftists attacked the base at
2a.m. (3a.m. EST) behind a barrage
of 90mm cannon, mortar and
grenade fire.

Soldiers on the scene estimated
about 65 troops were killed and more
than 100 wounded.

Gen. Adolfo Blandon, chief of the
armed forces, said the death toll
could rise ‘‘because of the
seriousness of the injuries.”

At least eight guerrillas were Kill-

Some guerrillas entered the com-
pound carrying explosives during the
2'2-hour assault, in which the com-
mand post, barracks and officers
mess were destroyed, Blandon said
He said 250 soldiers were at the post,
and that most of the casualties were
in the barracks.

The rebel radio claimed the guer-
rillas overran the base 10 minutes
after beginning their attack and re-
mained inside until about 6 a.m.

Blandon said he did not know the
number of attackers. One military

official, speaking on condition of
anonymity, gave estimated about 100
rebels took part.

Military officials said an investiga-
tion was begun to determine how the
attack occurred on the garrison,
which is considered one of the
army's best and 1s surrounded by
dozens of security posts. Half of the
base was destroyed in a 1983 attack.

Troops from the U.S.-trained elite
Atlacatl Batallion arrived later
Tuesday to patrol the area and rein-
force the remaining troops. Military
officials said patrols were sent into
the surrounding mountains to hunt
for the attackers.

Base commander Col. Gilberto
Rubio said the guerrillas attacked
from the north, east and west. Rubio,
who the rebel radio claimed was kill-
ed in the assault, had scratches and
burns on his face and arms. His right
hand was bandaged.

Burns were visible on dead
soldiers and at least three bodies
were completely charred.

The attack was the largest since a
June 1986 guerrilla assault on the ar-
my base at San Miguel, 86 miles east
of San Salvador. The military said 50
soldiers were killed or wounded
there, but the rebels claimed they in-
flicted 250 casualties.

Fronius was the first U.S. military
adviser killed during battle in the

Soviet claims
15,000 deaths
at Chernobyl

WASHINGTON (AP) — A former
Soviet factory worker says that
hospital workers in Kiev told him
15,000 people have died from radia-
tion poisoning in the Chernobyl
nuclear disaster, a published report
says today.

The report in the Washington
Times quotes Igor Gerashchenko in
testimony Tuesday as saying pa-
tients listed as released from
hospitals actually had died.

The death toll given by Soviet of-
ficials and by U.S. doctors who have
worked in the Soviet Union following
the April 1986 accident is 31.

Robert Gale, a University of
California at Los Angeles medical
professor who has made several
trips to help Soviet doctors, said last
year that about 500 people had been
hospitalized as of November as a
result of the disaster. He confirmed
the Soviet's official death toll of 31.

Soviet officials have said they ex-
pect a minimum of 5000 Soviet
deaths from cancer eventually may
be attributed to the nuclear power
plant accident. But U.S. scientists
have said they belive this estimate
may be as much as 10 times too high.

There have also been projections
of up to 1,000 Chernobyl-related
deaths in Western Europe over the
next 50 years.

Gerashchenko, testifying before
the Helsinki Commission headed by
Rep. Steny H. Hoyer, D-Md., said he
had worked in a Kiev factory that
produced nuclear power plant equip-
ment and had ‘“close friends’’ who
worked in Kiev's two largest

hospitals, the Washington Times
said.

“I don’t know many managers in
the big leagues who wouldn't take
that kind of production at third
base,’ Walling said.

““We play for a coke now and then,
but if he's in the game I root for him
and he roots for me when it's my
turn.”

It was Walling's home run on Sept.
25 that gave Mike Scott the only run
he needed when he pitched a no-
hitter that clinched the NL Western
Division title.

Walling ranked sixth among NL
pinchhitters with a .387 average.

(AP) — A
general partnership’s efforts to ob-
tain federal grain deficiency
payments on a wheat farm north of
Miles City was described Monday by
a federal official as ‘ta scam.”

“It is a scheme and device to
defeat the intent of the law,” said
Tom VonGarlem, assistant deputy
administrator for the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture.

“Thirty-one people put up ten
dollars each to buy 25,000 acres of
growing wheat,” VonGarlem said.

“This is a scam if there ever was
one."

Last week, VonGarlem's office
denied second-half deficiency
payments and demanded the return
of the first-half payments, which
together total about $900,000.

He noted the decision can be ap-
pealed to Agriculture Department of-
ficials in Washington, D.C.

VonGarlem works in the state and
county operations’ division of the
U.S. Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation Service in Washington.

The former business manager of
Ag Management and Associates, a
general partnership from Amarillo,
Texas, said in Billings on Monday
that the partners all put in the same
amount of money, and he will appeal
the decision.

“He (VonGarlem) didn't like the
idea of each partner putting up only
ten dollars,” said Billy Rutherford,
who flew into Billings on Sunday.

Corn stockpile causing
reduction of corn crops

WASHINGTON (AP) — Farmers
plan to cut back sharply on corn
plantings this spring, reflecting
overloaded world granaries, lagging
exports and participation in govern-
ment acreage programs,

An Agriculture Department report
said Tuesday that an annual survey
showed corn farmers may reduce
plantings to 67.6 million acres, a 12
percent cut from 76.7 million acres
last year.

The department’s Agricultural
Statistics Board said the survey of
more than 70,000 farmers in early

March also showed 1987 reductions of
some other major crops, including
soybeans, sorghum, barley, rice,
sweet potatoes, winter wheat and
““other’’ spring wheat.

Increases were indicated for
spring-planted durum wheat, oats,
cotton, sugarbeets, peanuts, tobacco
and dry edible beans.

According to USDA records, if
farmers follow through With current
plans, 1987 corn plantings would be
one of the smallest acreages in 15
years, since 67.1 million acres were

Foreigners own
under 1 percent
of U.S. farmland

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Foreigners continue to own just
under 1 percent of U.S. agricultural
land, a slight increase from the level
of a year ago, according to an annual
report by the Agriculture Depart-
ment.

The department’s Economic
Research Service said Monday its
1986 year-end analysis of reports
under the Agricultural Foreign In-
vestment Disclosure Act found 12.4
million acres of agricultural land in
foreign hands, 369,000 acres more
than reported in 1985.

Of the land owned by overseas in-
terests, 52 percent was forest land, 17
percent cropland, 26 percent pasture
and other uses, with the rest

unreported.

Corporations held 79 percent of the
foreign-owned land, with the balance
held by individuals, partnerships, in-
stitutions and other entities.

As in the past, many of the owners
are from the United Kingdom,
Canada, West Germany, the
Netherlands Antilles and
Switzerland. Those countries com-
bined to account for 70 percent of the
total, the agency said.

Maine continued to have the
heaviest concentration of foreign
ownership, with such holdings ac-
counting for 10 percent of the state’s
privately owned agricultural land —
mostly timberland.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A national
conservation group, the American
Farmland Trust, says it will try to
convince Congress that more money
should be spent on ways to help
farmers cut production expenses.

The AFT, as the non-profit
Washington-based group is known,
said in its April newsletter that a
task force will try to sell the House
appropriations committee on the
idea that funds should be provided
for research into ‘‘low-input
agriculture’ techniques.

“Before the end of World War II,
when chemical fertilizers and
pesticides became readily available,
most landowners practiced a
simplified version of what we now
call low-input farming,” the report

Pa

said. ‘“The urgent need to reduce
costs and reliance on outside sup-
pliers has prompted many farmers
to consider the idea once again.”

Low-input methods reduce but do
not eliminate the use of expensive
chemical fertilizers and pesticides.
It lessens the need for those items
“py incorporating sound conserva-
tion practices to reduce soil erosion
and water runoff, discourage pests
and weed growth, and preserve the
soil's natural nutrients,” the report
said.

It added: ‘‘Past experience shows
that the concept works, but the idea
needs further development and
refinement before today's farmers
will widely accept it.”

The corn acreage
dropped to 60.2 million acres in 1983,
a year of drought and massive
government acreage cutbacks.

The indicated 1987 corn acreage
also was held down by many farmers
signing up in in the department’s
long-range conservation reserve
under a special bonus arrangement
designed to attract fragile, highly
erodible Corn Belt land into the pro-
gram, thus keeping it out of crops for
10 years. ;

“Actual acreage planted may vary
from intentions because of further
adjustments to the 1987 farm pro-
gram, the effects of weather,
availability of production inputs,
changes in market conditions prior
to planting, and the indications from
this report,” the agency said.

Soybean plantings were indicated
at 56.9 million acres, down 7 percent
from last year and the smallest
acreage since 1976.

Total wheat plantings, which in-
clude winter wheat seeded last fall
for harvest later this year, were
shown at 64.8 million acres, down 10
percent from a year ago.

Winter wheat plantings were
reported at 48.2 million acres, down
11 percent from 1986, and other spr-
ing wheat was shown at 13.5 million
acres, down 11 percent. Durum
wheat, at 3.14 million acres, was up b
percent from last year.

Rutherford contended that Sen
John Melcher, D-Mont., had “exer-
cised what power he had to get Ag
Management’'s USDA-ASCS farm
program snapped up by Washington
for a thorough review to see if there
could be government loopholes that
could prevent Ag Management from
receiving their already-earned and
qualified-for ASCS government
payments."

Apartment was bugged

DALLAS (AP) Lenell Geter, a
black engineer wrongly sent to
prison for an armed robbery convic-
tion, says his apartment was elec-
tronically bugged earlier this year.

Geter reported the alleged bugging
incident in a sworn affidavit filed in
federal court March 18 in connection
with his damage suit filed against
Dallas County prosecutors and police
in Greenville, Garland, Plano and
Balch Springs.

The suit was filed by Geter and five
other black engineers who claim the
defendants engaged in ‘‘police con-
spiracy” and ‘‘police perjury”
against the six engineers.

Several of the defendants filed a
countersuit claiming defamation of
character. X

Geter was arrrested and convicted
and sent to prison in October 1982 on
charges accusing him of robbing a
fried chicken restaurant in Balch

Springs.
The 29-year-old E-Systems
engineer was sentenced to life in”

prison and served 16 months in
prison before authorities determined
another man was the robber. The

conviction was eventually dismissed.
The case drew national publicity

and was the subject of a recent

made-for-television movie.

In the affidavit filed in federal
court last month, Geter said he found
“a small silver diaphragm" or
microphone concealed in a textbook
and attached by a thin wire to a
“round blue plug-like object.”

Bruce Bierman, an electronics ex-
pert from San Francisco, said in a
companion affidavit that the object
was an electronic bug similar to
those often used by police officers.

“While the components are easily
acquired, their use and construction
in this manner is consistent with
electronic surveillance techniques
used by police and other in-
vestigative agencies,” Bierman said

. inthe affidavit.

A lawyer who represents some of
the defendant’s in Geter's suit denied
that his clients had anything to do
with the bugging.

“I find any insinuation that my
clients would be party to this type of
conduct is wpu;,lmnt and insulting to
their integrity,”” said James Scuro.
