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Water director asked to step down

DALLAS (AP) — The executive director of the Texas Water Com
mission has been asked to step down after complaints he did not kee
the commission informed about his actions and those of his staff.

Ralph Roming, one of the three commission members, wrote a let:
ter to Larry Soward asking for his immediate resignation, the Dallas
Morning News reported.

Soward, who has been executive director since September 1985,
could not be reached for comment Thursday.

In a letter dated Wednesday, Roming wrote, “You and I have
discussed on many occasions the absolute necessity of me being
completely informed."” He said, “Your refusal to cooperate is
nothing less than insubordination. 1 have been embarrassed and
made to look like a fool in the past by your actions along these lines."

But commission chairman Paul Hopkins said he opposes removing
Soward, defending him as a “‘great public servant who deserves bet-
ter treatment than this."”

““He’ll do more in 24 hours than Commissioner Roming will do in 10
vears,' Hopkins said.

Texas prisons closed again

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — The Texas Department of Correc-
tions remains closed today with a near record number of inmates in
the 26-unit prison system, officials said.

The department closed its doors to new admissions after the
system was deluged with new convicts earlier this week, putting the
inmate population over a state-mandated 95 percent capacity.

Figures at midnight Wednesday and released Thursday showed
38,855 inmates, or 96.14 percent of capacity — 461 prisoners more
than the 95 percent limit allowed by state law, prison spokesman
Charles Brown said.

“I believe that's a record,” Brown said Thursday. ‘‘That's the
highest (population count) I know of."

Only 92 inmates were released on parole Thursday, he said.

The prison system, the nation’s third-largest behind California and
New York, is regularly closed to new admissions and releases on
weekends.

But on two weekends this year, inmates were released under
legislation that stipulates they go to halfway houses. The new state
law awards up to 60 days of good-conduct time to selected prisoners.

Brown said he did not know if any inmates would be released this
weekend.

Cuban prisoners sent to Texas

LAREDO, Texas (AP) — Fifteen Cuban convicts released from
New York jails but deemed too dangerous to be set free were flown to
indefinite detention in Texas.

Federal authorities are detaining the Cubans released from state
prisons in the Laredo maximum-security jail because they are toa
dangerous to set free and Cuba will not accept them, officials said
Thursday.

*We dislike this very much,” said Benedict J. Ferro, U.S. Im-
migration and Naturalization Service chief for New York and Ver-
mont. ‘It is an incredibly inhumane act for Cuba not to take them
back and that leaves us no choice but to detain them."

The group, believed to be the first from New York, was flown in
shackles from the Niagara Falls Air Force Reserve Base, the of-
ficials said.

The prisoners will join 124 Cubans sent to'the Webb County Law
Enforcement Center in the last three weeks from various states, ac-
cording to New York and Texas officials.

With their state releases, they have met their sentencing obliga-
tions in New York but are placed in the custody of federal immigra-
tion authorities. Though they are no longer charged with crimes,
they are being detained because they are in the country illegally, the
officials said.

Most of the Cubans were among 129,000 who came in the so-called
“Freedom Flotilla" to the United States from Mariel harbor in 1980.
Cuban President Fidel Castro said afterwards that the group includ-
ed the undesirables from his country’s jails and hospitals.

The 15 served sentences on convictions for rape, kidnapping, drug
sales and armed robbery.
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Moscow security officer recalled

WASHINGTON (AP) — The State Department, still unsure how
many secrets may have been compromised at the U.S. Embassy in
Moscow, is recalling the mission’s chief security officer to answer
questions.

It also is taking steps to make sure the Soviets won't be able to
eavesdrop on Secretary of State George P. Shultz's confidential con-
versations when he visits leaders in Moscow later this month.

The department said Thyrsday that Frederick Mecke, the regional
security officer in the embassy since August 1985, was being brought
back to Washington. He will consult with security officials on the
problems at the embassy, which include allegations that Marine
guards were enticed by Soviet women into providing embassy
secrets.

A new officer will take his place.

“‘He is a key person in the chain of command and as a consequence
is in a position to know how things developed there,” State Depart-
ment spokesman Charles E. Redman said.

““We're going to be talking to everyone at the embassy,"” Redman
said. ‘‘Certainly the RSO falls into that category.”

In what Redman has called a serious breach of security, Marine
Corps guards Sgt. Clayton Lonetree and Cpl. Arnold Bracy have,
been confined at the marine base in Quantico, Va., and face charges
that they allowed Soviets into the most top-secret work places in the
embassy.

Among the areas that may have been penetrated are rooms used
for secret communications. State Department officials said that for
the time being, they have switched to the use of couriers to hand
carry communications in and out of Moscow.

'Star Wars' budget slashed

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Reagan's *‘Star Wars™ budget|
request was reduced sharply in the first test vote of the new Con-|
gress for his research program to find a shield against Soviet
nuclear attack, congressional sources say.

A House subcommittee voted Thursday to cut $2 billion from
Reagan's request for $5.8 billion for Star Wars spending in the fiscal
year starting Oct. 1, the sources said.

The decision was taken as the subcommittees of the Democratic-
controlled House Armed Services Committee met to write a budget
authorizing the Pentagon's budget for the next fiscal year.

The Star Wars vote came in the research and development sub- |
committee, according to the sources, who spoke only on condition of
anonymity.

The full committee will meet next week to vote on the defense
budget before sending it to the House for floor action later in the spr-
ing.

Snow moves south

Floods threatened in Maine

Floodwaters remained at rooftop
levels in Maine today after destroy-
ing bridges and homes, carrying off
an 18th century British stockade and
driving hundreds from their homes,
while a storm over the East produc-
ed snow almost to the Gulf of Mexico.

A state of emergency remained in
effect in Maine, where state officials
said water levels were too high to
estimate the damage, but Guilford
town manager Robert Littlefield said
losses in his community alone were
in the millions.

“I think we lost everything,' said a
weeping Rolande Poirier of Augusta,
who clutched-her dog and gazed at
her flooded home. She vowed to
move back ‘‘as soon as I can go in
and cleanitup.”

Snow fell early today as far south
as Hattiesburg, Miss., about 70 miles
from the Gulf, and bridges were be-
ing sanded in Jackson. Snow also fell
in Michigan's northeastern Lower
Peninsula.

The forecast called for heavy snow
today over the central and southern
Appalachians, with up to 6 inches
possible in the mountains of nor-
thwestern North Carolina and up to 4
inches in northeastern Tennessee.

Maine's most destructive flooding
in memory began Wednesday when
heavy rain and melting snow swelled
New England rivers and streams. In
Nashua, N.H., witnesses said a per-
son fell into the flooding Nashua
River on Wednesday and was believ-
ed drowned.

Maine’s Kennebec and Androscog-
gin rivers ripped out bridges, swept
houses downstream and drowned
livestock. Hundreds of residents
were evacuated from their homes,
some taken to shelters by state and
National Guard helicopters.

Residents braced for more
flooding today along the Penobscot
River, which was expected to crest

at Eddington at 6 feet above flood
stage. The St. John River also con-
tinued rising.

In Winslow, the Kennebec tore
three homes from their foundations
and swept away the Fort Halifax
stockade, the oldest wooden fortifica-
tion in the country. The British built
the fort in 1754 to defend the frontier

" against the French and Indians.

In Augusta, a swollen brook lifted a
vacant restaurant the size of a two-
car garage off its foundation and car-
ried it about 50 feet down a street, a
spokesman for the city's Public Safe-
ty Department said.

Union protestors
rally against LTV

DALLAS (AP) — Union officials
say the are planning a daylong rally
at LTV Corp. headquarters later this
month to protest what union leaders
say is poor treatment of LTV retirees
and strikers at an LTV plant in
Arkansas.

Charlotte Consiglio, a union
organizer, said plans call for up to
1,000 protestors to attend the rally on
April 20. She said union members
from as far away as Pennsylvania
plan to attend.

Consiglio said the purpose of the
rallyu is to call attention to retirees’
loss of some of their pension benefits
following LTV's bankruptcy last
year and to publicize a 10-month-old
strike at LTV's rocket-launcher
plant in Camden, Ark.

“We're hoping to attract more
public support and bring LTV Corp.
back to the bargaining table and gain
support for restitution of pension
payments,” said Consiglio, a Bell
Helicopter Textron employee and
member of the United Auto Workers
Local 317. 3

Workers at the Arkansas plant and
other LTV defense plants in Dallas
and Grand Prairie are represented
by the UAW.

Consiglio said plans are being
made to bring the Camden strikers
and some of their relatives to the ral-
ly.
Dolores Hrysyk, a representative
of LTV retirees in Aliquippa, Pa.,
said about 100 pensioners have made
arrangements to attend the rally.

LTV cited heavy losses in its
steelmaking subsidiaries in July 1986
when it filed for protection under
Chapter 11 of the federal bankruptcy
code

Thousands of employees of LTV
steel plants in the Northest lost up to
80 percent of their pension benefits in
February after a federal agency took
over the pension plants because LTV

said it could no longer tinance.

Most of the employees lost a $400
monthly supplemental payment
when the pension plan was taken
over by the Pension Benefits
Guaranty Corp.

The federal agency ruled that the
payments were part of union con-
tracts not guaranteed by the federal
Employee Retirement Income
Security Act.

Part of the fun is knowing you're
hip. Fajitas (fah-HEE-tahs, not fuh-
jptters) are a fad that's turning into a
trend that's becoming a fixture on

Mexican food menus.

Fajitas are marinated meat and
any combination of a variety of side
dishes rolled in a tortilla (usually
flour, but corn if you like). Price
range at restaurants generally is $9
to $9 a plateful.

Fajitas have grown so rapidly that
thewr preferred meat beef skirts,
previously thrown away or ground
ito hamburger has increased in
price since 1978 to $2.79 a pound from
$1.79. The beef skirt, or diaphragm

TV preachers aren't so money-hungry

NEW YORK (AP) — TV preachers
spend only about half as much time
secking contributions as commercial
television spends trying to sell pro-
ducts, a University of Wisconsin
researcher finds.

On the basis of a two-year analysis
of TV religious shows, journalism
professor Steven Winzenburg says
they don't concentrate on raising
money as much as people think.

“The perception of their fund-
raising tactics is a bit unfair,” he
sald in a telephone interview. ‘‘Some
people say, ‘all they do is ask for
money." But the extent of it is
overestimated.”

Based on 40 hours of prime-time
commercial TV and 40 hours of
broadcasts by ousted TV minister
Jim Bakker and religious broad-
caster Pat Robertson, Winzenburg
said advertising time is about double
that of their fund appeals.

They devoted an average 11 per-
cent of their programs to asking for
money while sales pitches on com-
mercial television took up an
average 20 percent of the time.

That ratio applies across-the-
hoard, Winzenburg estimates, but
people tend to get an inflated impres-
sion of the religious fund-raising
because its “‘emotional aspect” dif-

“People get upset by the fact that
the emotional forms are so different
from the subtle form of commer-
cials. It stands out more in their
minds,"" he said.

Winzenburg, a Roman Catholic
who did his study in 1980-81 as a
master's thesis at the University of
Minnesota, presented results last
week to a meeting of the Broadcast
Education Association in Dallas.

He said his findings show that TV
preachers ‘‘don't ask for money as
often as people think they do.”

The prevalence of that view was
brought out this week in results of a
New York Times-CBS poll finding
that three-fourths of people- who
watch television preachers say most
of them are too preoccupied with
raising money.

Also, a Gallup poll found while 46.6
percent of people think most Chris-
tian fund-raising is ‘‘ethical or
honest,"" a sizable 42.2 percent think
only some, little or none of it is.

Winzenburg cites data that that 70
percent of the audiences of TV
preachers are more than 50 years
old, 60 percent of whom are women,
and most have little money, few
social contacts and consider the TV
preachers ‘‘special friends."

But they take in tremendous
amounts of money, he notes, citing
annual receipts of Robertson, $230
million; Jimmy Swaggart, $140
million; Bakker, $129 million; Oral
Roberts, $120 million; Jerry Falwell,
about $100 million.

Winzenburg said they're judged by
different standards from other big-
money performers, adding that if
critics were consistent they would in-
sist that wealthy entertainers like
Bill Cosby spend their money for the
needy.

Winzenburg contends the current
scandal, in which Bakker quit his
show because of involvement in an
adulterous episode and complaints
against him by Swaggart, will
bolster TV religion rather than
damage it.

“People who support it will sup-
port it more,” he said. ‘‘Ratings will
go up, contributions will increase."
He said the scandal is ‘‘being used as
a rallying point to rally the troops, so
to speak.”

In the defensive reaction, he said,
there’s a “‘lot of blaming of the devil”
and the press for the problem,
“rather than saying there's a need
for more responsibility’’ in the TV
ministries.

In a content analysis of the ‘‘talk
show" type of program offered by
Robertson and Bakker, Winzenburg
found distinct differences.

For example, Bakker's shows
were 43 percent entertainment, 35
percent religious, 9 percent politics
and 13 percent fund-raising.

However, Robertson’s shows were
40 percent political, 16 percent
religious, 35 percent entertainment,
and 9 percent fund-raising.

Besides the talk-show approach, he
cites two other categories, the *““Sun-
day morning preaching programs”
of Falwell, Robert Schuller and
Swaggart, and the ‘‘religious
specials” such as those of Billy
Graham urging acceptance of
Christ.

Several causes
for nightmares

DEAR DR GOTT — My husband is
in his early 70s and is a large, healthy
active man Every few months, he has
nightmares for several nights in a
row They are so bad that he gets very
violent and | have to get out of bed
Sometimes he remembers them,
sometimes he doesn’'t He's a moder-
ate drinker and takes a diuretic for
high blood pressure. 1 don't know
where to start looking for help

DEAR READER - Nightmares of-
ten are ways in which we try subcon-
sciously to deal with stressful situa-
tions. However, alcohol and some
medicines can make these dreams
worse.  Ask your husband to stop
drinking for a while and see if he is
less troubled by nightmares At the
same time, make sure that his doctor
is aware of the problem; perhaps a
medication change is in order

DEAR DR. GOTT My husband
was diagnosed as having cryptitis
Wyanoid suppositories don't seem to
help much, and sometimes he has
bleeding. Can this condition become
cancerous”?

DEAR READER Crypts, or
crevices, often form in the lining of
the anal area. When these become in-
flamed or chronically infected, cryp-
titis results. Antibiotics often will
cure the ailment, although surgery is
sometimes necessary to remove in-
fected tissue. The condition does not,
to my knowledge, lead to malignancy

DEAR DR. GOTT — One of my
breasts is twice as large as the other
This makes it difficult to buy clothes
and has given me low self-esteem
How common is this, and can it be
fixed”?
