The Pound Takes A Plunge |

Economists over the country have expounded
many theories as to reactions in this country
and throughout the world.

By lopping almost a third off the exchange
vahte—of-the—ponnd-in—terms ol dollars, Great |
Britain has met the majority view of responsi-
ble American fiscal spokesmen who have been
insisting for some time that this onght to be
done ns one measure of relief for the dollar
shortage. Not even the most sanguine believe,
that the single step will end the British erisis.
Primarily the effeet should be to stimulate
dritish exports to this eountry and so enable
Britain to replenish its waning store of Ameri-

can dollars, 2

Challengers * of  devaluation policy have
pointed out prior to the fact that in lowering
the dollar parity of the pound the British stand-
ard would remain the same.in regard to other|
countries. In part, this has been belied by the
action of the members of the British Common- |
wealth and four other countries in making
similar adiustments and the fact that Franv,
had already devalued. But all of Sterling-area
has not adopted the recourse as yet and the
British export situation in regard to them may
be serionsly compromised unless the example of |
London is generally followed.

The Labor -Government is probably far less|
concerned wifh its trade relationships abroad!
even in the non=co-operating Sterling area coun-
tries than with the effeet on the home markets. |
These remain unimpaired where the pound buys|
pound prodicts, but are certain to be affeeted |
by the higher price in the pounds of dollar pur-
chases. Beeause Britain is an importing country |
where its necessities of life and manufacture|
are concerned, there can hardly fail to bé an
inerease in the British cost of living. What is
hoped for is an offset to this in the wider oppor-
tunity to sell British goods abroad.

Devaluation has not been an easy step for
the Attlee government, either politically or com-
mercially. Literally it is an action foreed by
outside pressure and growing American concern
for our inereasing investment in Marshall 'l’lnn‘.
relief. It is diffieult to deseribe devaluation ns |
a ealenlated risk as it is impossible to estimate
even the actual political effect, good or bad, on
the fortunes of the Labor Government,

Anyone will admit that the greatest need
in the world today is a universally stabilized
rate of exehange values. We are still about as
far from that as from Ed®n"tfee® "*"

Washington (#)—This column
has dealt considerably with ac-
tivities of Texas members of
congress. But what of the state’s
ex-congressmen who are still lv-
ing.

A calling of the roll shows
there are 22 of them—one less
than the number of seats Tex-
as has In congress.

No official trace ls kept of
former members of congress.
The House and Senate Serg-
eants-at-Arms, who handle bus-
iness. affairs for them while they
are in . office, have no official
date on those who have left con-
gress, The pension system for
the lawmakers is voluntary and
relatively new, so it is not much
help.

But here's what's become of
former Texas members, S0 far
as can be ascertailned from here:

Four are federal judges, with
salaries ranging from $15,000 to
$17 each; ! A )

One is a retired federal judge
whose salary continues for life;

Five others are retired;

One is a registered lobbylst in
washington;

Nine are engaged in private
law practice,

Two are lawyers with govern
ment fgencies in Washington.

Most promnent among the
state’s former members of con-
gress Is former Vice President
John Nance Garner, who is liv-
ing In retirement at his home
in Uvalde. He served in the House
from 1903 to 1933 and was Speak-
er from 1931 to 1933,

The state's list of “ex-es” in-
cludes two formeér senators:

W. Lee O'Daniel, who left of-
fice at the beginning of this year
and is living on his ranch just
west of Fort Worth; and Earle
B. Mayfield, S8r... who served
from 1923 to 1929,-now practic-
ing law in Tyler and Meridlan.

Suds | Don’t Clean
Any Better Than
Sudsless Soaps

COLLEGE STATION — W h ite
foamy suds are- usually accept-
ed as the sign that soap or a de-
tergent is doing a good job of
cleaning.

But it isn't always true, re-
gsearch shows. Foam is an al-
tractive and pleasant indication
that a detergent is in the wash-
ing solution, but It is nci the

guide to Its cleaning effective-
ness.

Mrs. Florence Low, e¢xtension
specialist in home management
of Texas A&M College, says that
research recently made at the
New York State Experiment Sta-
tion by G J. Hucxker, indicaled
that suds don't clean. Washing
tests showed that some of the
sudsless solutions removed soil
in dish-washing better than oth-
ers with planty of foam.

The cleaning ability of any
detergent depends largely on two
things; first, how well it dis-
solves soll and, second, on how
much it alds water in getting
the soiled articles wet so that
the dirt can be carried away
quickly and thoroughly. Water
alone, the specialist points out,
canhot wet material as well as

water contalning soap or other
detergents. L
the dish pan or wash tub has
long been used as a rough guide
to indicate whether the water
contained enough soap for ef-
ficient washing. But what holds
true for soap does not hold true
for all delergents.

The report adds that the syn
thetic detergents simply remove
soil and cannot be counted on as
a sanitizer.
