A single afternocon or evening
will be enough time tp rid your
home of-tne most ccmmon fire
hazards, Fire Chie! Earl Phil-
'ips sald today in urging local
citlzens to join in the nation
wide cbservation of Fire Pre-
vention Week, Oct. 9 to 15.

“The first step Is to clean out
the cellar,” the Chie! said. “Most
families‘have stacks of old mag-
azines, piles of discarded cloth~-
ing, and even pieces of furni-
ture stuck away down there.

“All it takés is a spark from
phe furnace, or a defect in the
wmiring, or a carelessly dropped

garct to start a fire in the cel-
lar. Once it is started, it Is par-
ticularly difficult to bring un-
der control if those piles of
fast-burning paper, cloth, and
wood are to there to supply fuel.”

Cellar Is Danger Spot

The National Board of Fire
Underwriters estimates that one
out of every three home Tfires
beging in the cellar, the Cihlef
sald.

“The next Step Is to clean out
the attic, which is another dan-
ger spot,” he said. “By cleaning
up your home this week, you
may keep It from burning. up
next week.”

The Chief also suggested these
“Seven Steps to Fire Safety:"

1. Have the complete heating
system inspected, cleaned. and
repaired by an experienced re-

palrman. )

2. Provide covered metal con-
tainers for ashes and trash.

3. Avoid hanging extension
cords over bare nalls or run-

Replace
worn ex‘tension cords.

4. Always call in an experi-
enced eleciriclan for necessary
heme wirlng, because * hom €
handymen”_have been respons-
ible for many fires traced to
faulty wiring.

Keep Motors Cleaned and Oiled

5. Oll and clean motors of
electric appliances, and ¢ ek
to be sure taat belts are in prop-
er ccndg.ion. (Tnis does not ap-
ply to refrigerators which have
sealed-in motors).

6. Place a metal screen In
front of the fireplace, to zuard
against flying sparks and hot
ashes.

7. Never clean with gasoline—
it's dangerous. Fire experts sug-
gest that cleaning be sent out;
#f you must clean at home, use
cleaning fluds bearing the U.L.
label of Underwriters' Labora
tories, Ine. ;

In addition to these specific
steps, the Chlef emphasized that
“careless ‘handling of cigarels
and matches is still the No. 1
fire cause.”

He sald that the Natlonal
Board of Fire Underwriters es-
timates that nearly a third of all
fires, in homes, factories, for-
ests, and elsewhere, are caused
by careless smokers. “This week
and every week, you should
make certaln cigarets are out
before throwing them away,
avold tossing cigarets or match-
es Into wastebaskets and es
pecially make certain that no
member of your famlily ever
smokes In bed.”
