_“One of the major tests of pd-
ministidtive competence is the
ability to improve continually
the efficiency of an orgarization,
to make each year some
increase In work load and im-
provements in service wilthout

“The board hopes you will
make recommendations for im-
proved practices and economies.

“Since the legislature is the re-
sponsible authority fdr deter-
mining the quality of services to
be provided by the state gowv-
ernment, it will be particularly
helpful if you will be prepared
to show what economies can be
effected by ‘reducing standards
of ‘service, and what additional
« r Aimwres would be necessary.
to ralse those same standards.”
Neither MeGee nor the board
has thus far shown an inclina-
tion to be penny wise and pound
foolish. Their attitude was made
oclear in another section of the
memo that had this to say:
“Please bear in mind thal the
legislature . is interested in long-
run economy as well ‘'as in the
more immediate problém of pre-
venting a deficit. You should nct
hestitaté to request'new equip-
ment if" you can demcnstrs e [i
will result in greater efficiency,
dollar savings, or both.”

s The general idea’ is for &ach
department to -review its activi-
ties i detail and recommend do-
ing away with thosé that seem to
be obsoleté or not needed, and to
propose changes that would re-
duce expenses. Then each de-
partment. is asked to re-state
how
big a joh 1t is, how well the agen-

‘1 cy plans to do the job, and dem-

onstrate this,'with an ecasy-to-
read chart.

Backing thisup, the budget di-
recteor hat asked each depart-
ment to “justify personnel re-
quests by relating them to meas-
urements of actual work loads,”
with any new positions separate-
ly justified.

All this adds up to several
months of detalled and ecritical
self-study In every agency of
Texas govermment, then several
months of careful evaluation and
back-checking by the new bud-
get agency. It is an inngpvation
and one that most tax-paying
citizens will- be watching for re-
sults.
