“We can speculate
that hydrogen‘is being converted
into hellum on the sun all of
the time, thereby providing the
sun's energy.”

The Tech scientist said he is
more interested In ‘the peace-
time possibilities of hydrogen
fission than In the destructive
aspects. |

“I assume that eonversion 0of
hydrogen energy could also:-be
used in peacetime since energy
is Interchangeable. Heat ener-
gy can be developed into many
other forms, electricity or steam
power, for example,” he sald.

He sald a “chaln reaction”
similar to that in the atomlc
bomb would have to occur in a
‘hydrogen bomb. In the reaction
weight is lost, and the loss in
mass is converted into energy.
The relative loss in mass in hy-
drogen which Is converted to
helium would be greater than
when fission in uranium occurs.

What about the helium in West
Texas? Could it be used in the
development of the H-bomb?
