on the questionnaire. The results
of the census, when compiled by
the Census Bureau, will bring up
to date the statistical informa-
tion about the Nation's farms
and farm people.

It may be a little difficult for
the individual operator of a
small farm to understand that
census statistics are important in
his life, However, the farmer
conducts a census of his own
quite frequently. He counts his
ohickens, he keeps track of his
crop yield, he takes accounts of
his receipts from sale of farm
products and of his expenditures
for things he needs Lo conduct
his farm business. On a smal’
scale, the farmer does for him-
self what the Bureau of the Cen-
sus, with the assistance of all
farmers in;the United States,
does for the [Nation when it takes
a national| agriculture census.
The 1950 Cehsus of Agriculture is
