If higher
concentrations of powder are
used, -it should be thoroughly
mixed with the seed before they
are placed in the planter box
Pure lindane is not
enough to be used.

Recriting Sgt. H. M. Riddle re-
leased the following as a sum-
mary of the information given
to the Army and Air Force Re-
cruiting stations:

A breakdown by military occu-
pational specialty (MOS) and by
speoialty serial number (SSN) of
shortages in military personnel
which are needed to augment
the Air Force Is attached.

To fill these shourtages the Air
Faree Initially is seeking volun-
teers from its active reserve
components and rormer Alr
Force servieemen.

Officers- now poueuinz criti~y
cal occupational Specialties may
request recall through the near-
est reserve unit or by applica-
tion to the headquarters on the
nearest numbered Air Force. Re-
call will be for one year. Reserve
officers will be asked to perform
their active duty in the grade
held prior to separation. This is
necessary to avold disruption to
the officer grade structure since
the majority of officers now on
active duty are reservists. Volun-
tary recall of inactive reserve of-
ficers in their reserve grades,
which In many cases are one
grade higher than that held at
time of separation, would re-
quire in falrness a sweeping re-

adjustment of the grade struc

ture of the active establishment. -

Buch readjustment is not de-
sirable at this time.

Qualified airmen now In the
active reserve may voluntarily
request recall for’a minimum
peériod of one year by making ap-
plication through their reserve
units.
