WASHINGTON, (A% — Histor-
jans and political candidates
alike turn to the pages of the
Congressional Record to see how
members of the Senate . and)
House "havé voted on various
pleces of legislation.

The Congressional Record, the
daily journal.of proceedings in
both the House and Senate can
be ol.ered as proof. It lists how
the legislators stobd on all “roll
call” votes. ‘

That's standard and accepta-
ble campaign procedure in con-
gressional races not only in Tex-
as, but all over the country. The
record may be cited by either the
incumbent lawmaker or the foe
who Is trying to unseat him.

Bul, what can't be so well
brought out in political cam
palgns, or in the history books if
the historian falls back only on
the recorded vote, .is how the
nprc\tnuuw. or' senator may

taken.

It happens  not infrequently
that .the lawmakers pass on an
issue but don't want a record
vote, which. may be held up
against them later by an oppon-
ent.

Of course, toe, simply in order
to save time, there are numerous
unrecorded roll 'call votes.

Usually, if there is a sharp di-
vision of opinion, there is.a roll
call. It takes one-fifth of those
prvsem to force the “yeas” and
“nays” be put down in-black and
white. And, at ahy time a mem-
ber can demand a quorum be
present Hefore a vote is taken. A
quorum is a bare majority 218
members in-the House and 49 in
the Senate.

Complicating the situation still
more is the legislative procedure
in the House, whereby that body
resolves itself into what is called
“the committee of the. whole
in order to debale bills
and tentatively vote upon them.

The Senate has no, such pro-
cedure. When a measure comes
on the senate floor, it is actually
being consldered and acted upon
by the Senatg.

Only in the “committee of the
whole” In the house is there gen-
eral ‘debate on"the pending bill
and on amendments which may
be offéred to 8. Three kinds of
votes may be taken while the
House is In the “commiittee of
the whole,” but none is a record-
ed vote.

The first category is the voice
vote.

If any of the legisiators is un-
satisfied with the ruling of the
chair as to which side gave the
lustiest chorus, he can demand a
“division’ or “standing vote.”

Sometimes this will bring out
the fact that the minority group
yelled out the loudest. Too, in
the Intervening period, the back-
ers or opponents of a bl or
both, may have hurried out into

the adjoining cloak .rooms o}

scare up members sympéathetic
with their respective sides.

The presiding officer in the
chair—the chairman of the
“commitlee of the whole —fin-
ishes counting and announces his
findings. If one-filth of those
present don’t like the standing
count, they can demand what is
known as a “leller” vote. All
those in favor of the bill then
pass single file between two con-
gressmen appointed by the chair
and aré counted, Then all oppos-
ed pass through to be counted.

There is no debate what ever
in the House only voting on
amendments which may have
been adopted in the “committee
of. the whole;” on a motlon to
recommit. (send the bill back to
the committee which originally
congldered it before it came to
the floor, a procedure which ef-
fectively kills it); or on final
passage.

From the standpoint of spec-
tators in the.galleries, there Is
no apparent distinction between
the “committee of the whole”
and the House.

They could | tell, however, by
noticing where the “mace,” that
silver staff which symbolizes the
House, is standing.

When the House is formally in
sésgion, the mace stands on a
pedestal on the top step of the
speaker's tYostrum and the
speaker is In the chair.

When the lawmakers go Into
a “committee of the whole,” the
speaker steps down and appoints
a majority party member to
come sit in the chair and pre-
side. The “mace” simultaneously
is moved to the bottom of the
steps,

Sometimes House members de-
bate a measure for days In the
“committee of the whole" and
vote on numerous vital amend-
ments. Then when thg measure,
after this careful consideration,
comes formally before them a
moment later in their capacity
as the House of Representatives,
they miy completely revegse

This reversal may come be-
cause a roll-call vote wias- been.
forced on an issue; It may come
because pressure has Peen put
on them and they don’t want
their specific position recorded.

A speclnc instance of this oc-
in*the yoting on an
amendment by West Texas
Congressman Omar Burleson of
Anson,

Under consideration was the
big foreign - ald bill (ECA).
While thd legisiators were in the
“committee of the whole” Burle-
son offered an amendment re-
quiring that $1,000,000,000 (b) of
the amount should be spent on
surplus American farm commod-
itles.

The amendment was adopted
by 119 to 107 “teller” vote.

Later when the proposal came
up for final action in the House,
it was defeated by a 198 to T0
standing vote.

Burleson asked for-a “roll call”
vote on his proposition, but one-
fifth of thosé present wouldn't
agree to have their position set
down In black and white.

‘Where were some of those who
had originally supported the
Burleson amendment, when It
received 198 votes? No one can
answer thalt definitely because
there 'was no record vote - to
check back on.

Between the two votes, word
got around 'that the President
didn't like the Burleson amend-
ment because it would give less
freedom in the administration
of the ECA program.

It just so happened that on the
president’s desk at that moment
was the all-important cotton
acreage allotment bill, giving
cotton farmers 1,200,000 (m) ad-
ditional acres for planting this
