underground water reservoir as
it has been defined by the State
Board of Water Engineers. That
is the reason why voting pre-
cincts will not have the same
boundaries as in general elections

Only those voting districts
which return a majority in favor
of the county outside of a city or
cities may be in our out of the
district because of-thé local op-
tion method of holding the elec-
tions.

Q. How can 1 make a sachet
powder? -

A. Mix %-Ib. Florentine orris
root, %-1b. ground rose leaves, 2
oz. powdered tonquin bean. %-
grain of musk, and 2 drops of o0s-
sence of almonds. Mix thorough-
ly by passing through a coarse
sieve séveral times.

Q, How can I remove medicine
stains from white goods?

A. Paint the stains with tinc-
ture of iodine. Then soak in a
strong solution of ammonia for
30 minutes, and wash thoroughly.

Q. How can i 1aentity mush-
rooms that are safe fo eat from
those that are poisonous?

A. Sprinkle a little salt on the
gills. - If this turn them yellow,
they are poisonous; .if it turns
them black, they are safe to eal.

Q. How can I brighten my
rugs?

A. Go over the surface of the
rugs with a scrubbing brush
