West Texas OPS Official
Hails Public Cooperation .

LUBBOCK — General cooper-
atio nwith the current price cone-

trel program has been a majpr
factor in its “comparative syc-
cess”, H. R. Gholson, district di-

rector of the Office of Price Stab-
ilization, said last week.

Gholson, who -directs OPS ac-
tivities in the 69-county Far West
Texas district, issued a report on
the agency's first year of opera-
tion in the district.

“The coopération of practically
of the - population
has made possible the compara-
tive success achieved so far in
the fight against inflation,”
Gholson said. “Most businessmen
farmers, civic groups, newspap
ers, radio stations, Chambers of

ommerce and consumers
general have been extremely co
operative.”

He claimed that a major achi-
evement of the OPS has been in
holding down the prices of in-
dustrial goods, such as machine
tools.

If these basic materials

had
skyrocketed, priced of consumer
products certainly would have

soared with them, he said.
Another major contribution of
OPS in the fight against inflation
was its psychological effect,
Gholson claimed. He cited “scare
buying™ as an important infla-
tionary factor. :

This budget requests an addit-
jonal sum of approximately &
billion dollars for foreign aid.
This amount supplemented by
funds previously granted would
mean that 10% billions would be
spent for “fdreign military and
economic aid in 1953 and that
there would be a carry-over of
4.6 billions for spendnig in 1954.
The American taxpayer cannot
continue to support such a heavy
burden. I said this in the last
session of Congress and I expect
to say it again this session.

The demands on Washington
for grants and aids and gifts is
not strictly a domestic situation.
It isinternational. I have always
contended that the program of
one country continually granting
aid to another must lead to the
inevitable result of weakening
both countries. The donor coun-
try will be weakened because of
‘the continual drain on its resour-
ces. The donee country will be

on the anticipated aid, and will
gradually lose its desire to be-
come self-sustaining. Im other
words, such a progrgm will jeop-
ardize the moral fiber of the hu-
man being, The¢ same rule can be
well applied t6 the communities
of this country who continue to
seek aid from the federal govern-
ment and advocate programs that
cannot be self-sustaining in 3:9
respective communities. Com-
plete dependence of one individ-
ual on another, or of ore country
on another, substantially impairs,
if not destroys, the freedom of
both. As I said before, I shill con-
tinue my efforts for substantially
reduced expenditures and against
higher taxes.
