General moisture conditions
throughout the majority of Deaf
Smith county are good, accord-
ing to a semi-monthly report just
completed by the Deaf Smith
Wind Erosion District.

Total rainfall recorded at Here-
ford since November 1, 1951, the
report states, has been 1.07 inch-
es. The average depth of the
molisture is about 36 inches.

The district estimates that
moderate wind erosion has oc-
curred on 15,000 to 20,000 acres
already this fall and winter, 12-
15,000 acres of which could have
been controlled by chiseling and
listing.

An additional 50,000 acres are
not fully protected, the district's
report stated, unless more favor-
able weaher conditions prevail
during the rest of the winter and
spring. Approximetely 30% of
the wheat and other cover crops
have enough growth to control
blowing, the report states. Stub-
ble and other crop residues,
where left on the land, are do-
ing a good job of holding.

Hearings Begin For Extending

GI Beneﬁts to Kore?n Veterans

IXTENBION OF BENEFITS
UNDER THE SERVICEMEN'S
READJUSTMENT ACT TO KO-
REAN VETERANS: The hear-
ings have commen in the

Veterans' Affairs C ittee on
legislation designed to lextend to
. Korean veterans the educational,
on-job - training, housing ' and

other benefits granted and ex-
tepded to World War II veterans
under the Servicemen's Read-
. justment Act.. The benefits un-
\ der this act are about the only
 benefits not yet extended to
\Korean wveterans, but are in my
mind of perhaps greater impor-
tance than those benefits hereto-
fore extended.

It is my opinion that these
benefits should have been ex-
tended 4o Korean veterans dur-
ing the first session of this Cong-
ress. ‘This would have been done
except for an investigation- of
some immoral, if not illegal,
practices and abuses that are be-
ing carried on under the original
<iet.

The committee investigating
this uncovered much informative
information concerning question-
able fly-by-night schools alleged-
ly set up for the purpose of im-
pising on vetérans and milking
the public treasury. Such vicious
and ' shady schemes were not
only an imposition on the World
War II veterans, but were the
basic ceuse for the delay in the
extension of the benefits to the
Korean veterans. These hearings
are being speeded up so that this
legislation can be presented to
the entire House of Representa-
tives for immediate action.

During one of the recent hear-
ings, an argument arose between

and several members
of committee as' to whether
or not the Korean action was a
“war” or-a “police action”. It
was my observation that this was
a question that could be answer-
ed unequivocably by some of
the boys who have been over
there. No matter what yvou cal!
it, the weapons used are the same
and are capable of dealifig the
same kind of death, the same
kind of maiming, the fame kind
of destruction.

Actually, we are in it and I say
“Call it whatever you want, but
for the sake of humanity, let's
get it over with”. If we were
not in Korea, but merely con-
templating entry, there would
be ample justification for the
continuing debate, simply be-
cause the difference between
war and a police action is this:
In order for this country to en-
gage in war a formal declaration
of war by the Congress is re-
quired. A ° police action merely
means that troops, equipment
and arms may be committed to
certain sectors by executive or-
der without a declaration by the
Congress. Our responsibility at
the present time is to get this
Korean conflict over with and
stop the senseless slaughter,
maiming '‘and destruction. We
can argue about words Jater on.

CONTEMPT CITATION A-
A . - COMMUNISTS:
The House voted 314 to 0 on

House Resolution 517, citing Sid-
ney- Buehman for contempt of
Congress for his refusal to com-
ply with a subpoena issued by
the Committee on Un-American
Activities. This Sidney Buchman
appcred as a witness before a

sub-cunmii‘+e of the Committee

on Un-American « Activities on
September 25, 1951, in Los An-
geles, at which time he admitted
having been &, member of the
Commuinist Party between 1938
and 1945, but refused to disclose
to the sub-committed—the names
of the 'persons associated with
him in the communist groups to
which he had belonged while a
member of the Communist Party.
He is a writer-producer in the
movie industry in California. and
was uncovered by the Un-Amer-
ican Activities: Committee’s in-
vestigation of communist activi-
ties in California.

There are many more of these
just like Sidney Buchman who
have profited lavishly under our
system of government, but who
have been betraying the very
principles that made their suc-
i I challenge the
of this sorry type of
humanifly when theéy say that
they have ceased to be commun-
ists. It is rather odd -that they do
not denounce communism until
just before they are caught. It is
also odd that after they have de-
nounced communism for the ob-
vious purpose of saving their
own hide, they refuse to divulge
the names-of the sinister vermin
and rodents (rats and lice in
plain Texas English) with whom
they were associated. This to me
is the proof of the pudding, and
I say that this kind of human
vampire should be cast from our
shores along with the whole kit
and caboodle of his associates.
