ogers Fxplains What Happened

~ To UMT Bill Before [ gislators

e e
. WHAT HAPPENED TO THE
U" IVERS AL MILITARY
TRAINING BILL: Many people
' are wondering just what did hap-
. pen to the Universal Military
 Training bill. Here is the exact
' !story. The bill was brought be-
. fore the House for consideration
. from the Armed Services Com-
mittee. When the House is con-
gidering a piece of legislation and
attempting “o._perfect it by
amendments, the proceedings are
. not before the House of Rerpe-
sentatives, but are before all of
the members of the House sitting
as a Committee of the Whale.
This committee is not presided
over by the speaker, but by some
member of Congress who is act-
ing as chairman.

The UMT bill was a highly con-
troversial measure and was not
acceptable to the majority of the

" members in its original version.
The first amendment that was
offered came from the chairman
of the Armed Services Commit-
tee, Honorable Carl Vinson, of
Georgia. This amendment pro-
vided two things: (1) The UMT

1 would not start until the draft-

* ing of boys under Selective Ser-

vice had stopped; (2) The life of
the UMT program would be ter-
minated in 1958 unless Congress
at that time extended it. This

'amendment made the bill accep-

table to many members who had

originally opposed it. The amend-
ment was adopted and was re-
fecred to as the Vinson amend-
ment. : ‘ ‘
Another amendment was then
offered by Congressman Omar

Burleson of Teyas: The Burlesdn

amendrhent provided that the
proposed trainirig program would
take place in the junior colleges,

' colleges and universities, in con-
nection with the civilian educa-
tion of young men. It also pro-
yded certain vocational training
programs to be set up in the in-
stitutions of higher learning to
take care of those young men
who would not wish to attend col-
lege but who would be required
to take the military training.
Since this amendment changed a
substantial part of the original
bill., it was introduced as a sub-
stitute for the original bill, and
amounted to a law . within itself.
While the debate was proceed-
ing on the Burleson substitute,
Congressman Brownson of Indi-
ana offered an amendment to the
Burleson substitute, which was
also a complete law in itself and
therefors became a substitute for
the Burleson substitute. The
Brownson substitute provided for
the military training to be co-
ordinated with the last two years
of high school and made provis-
jon to take care of those boys
who did not finish high school.
The purpose of both the Bur-
leson substitute and the Brown-
son substitute was to provide the
military training and at the
same time keep the boys at home,
or as nearly at home as possible.
Both of these amendments had
substantial support

|

Under parliamentary law, the
voting was on the Brownson sub-
stitute, which started the train-
ing in high school. Had the
Brownson substitute failed, the
next voting would have been on
the Burleson substitute, but the
Brownson substitute passed by a
vote of 150 to 145, which meant
that the Burleson substitute was
killed and the Brownson substi-
tute took its plate. As soon as
this was done, the rules required

cease io function and réport back
to the House of Representatives,
with the speaker presiding, for
further action on the bill. This
was done and a vote was then
taken on the Brownson bill, the
members voting as members of
the House of Representatives and
not as members of the Committee
of the Whole. On this vote the
Brownson substitute failed. The

{ reason it failed was because there

was no chance to amend it. It
had to be accepted as it was
written with .no amendments
whatever, This the House refus-
ed to do because there were sev-
eral imperfections in the bill that
did not meet with House appro-
val.

When the Brownson bill was
defeated by the House of Rep-
resentatives, the result was that
the original UMT bill was back
before the House in its original
form, with no ‘amendments, not
even the Vinson amendment
which had already been agreed
to. Since the bill was not accep-
table to a majority of the mem-
bership without the Vinson
amendment, a motion was made
to recommit the bill to the Arm-
ed Services Committee for fur-
ther study and perfection. This
motion t6 recommit prevailed
and the bill was returned to the
Committee. This means that the
Committee can study the bill
further, make amendments to it
and bring it back to the House
for consideration. The chairman
of that committee has stated that
this will not be done. Unless it
is done, the UMT bill that is
pending in the House of Repre-
sentatives is dead as far as this
session of Congress is concerned.
Actually there never was a vote
in the House for or against Uni-
versal Military Training, and
there is no way to tell what
would have happened to the bill
had it been up for vote on final
passage.

As 1 told you in a previous
news letter, the question of seg-
regation was a major issue and
would undoubtedly have been the
subject of heated debate and high
tempers. However, segregation
amendments were never reached
in the discussion because of the
course that the bill took, as here-
inbefore outlined. From this his-
tory of the bill you can get a
good idea of what is meant by
parliamentary maneuvering.
