Spring Season
Critical For
Range Plants

COLLEGE STATION — Pas-
ture, plants in most sections of
the state have taken” a beating
from the weather during the past
several months. Rain and more
rain is badly needed before the
hard hit range plants can even
begin their comeback.

A. BN Walker, range specialist
for the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, says even under
normal conditions the spring sea-
son is the most critical period
for range plants.

He says pasture plants need a
rest period to regain their vig-
or and to allow them to produce
a seed crop. He encourages live-
stock producers to graze supple-
mental pastures, if available, to
give ranges a rest for a month
or six weeks. This spring rest
will give vigor to native drouth
stunted and over-grazed plants.
He points out that the upual
practice, following a drouth, is
to start grazing the range just
as soon as the first plants appear
and this is not good for the range
vegetation.
