Sale, Jury Says

A district court jury Saturday
returned answers to three  spe-
gial issues favorable to O. T.
Staats and F. M. Woolbright,
plaintiffs in a suit against H. E.

Seed Testing & Certification—I

Farming today is getting com-
plicated — sometimes it makes a
person long for the “40 acres
and a mule” of a hundred years
ago.

But 100 years ago 85 per cent
of the U. S. population was en-
gaged in agriculture. Today only
15 per cent ol the people are
left on the land, and they have
to produce enough for all Amer-

icans and some for export.

To get hlgger yields, we are
planting better seeds. But seed
testing and certification, while
helping us improve the quality
of our seed stock, is one more
complication in 20th Century
farming. Seed samples submitted
to the State laboratories indicate
there is some confusion as 1o
procedures. The following notes
should help clear thingsg up:

“Certified” seed, bearing a
Certified Seed Tag, is seed which
meets high quality standards. Cer-
tification is not required by law.

A grower \A.mlmg his seed cer-

tified files an application with
the State Department of Agricul-
ture and pays a $10 annual fee,
plus-a 5c to 50e feet per acre for
most seeds.

“Registered” seed is like cer-
tifled seed, except that it meets
higher quality standards.

More than 1,000,000 bags of
high quality registered and cer-
tified seed passed into the Tex-
as channels of trade last year.

“Tested” seed is seed tested for
purity and germination. It is re-
quired by law for tield seeds of-
fered for sale.

The State Seed Laboratories in
Austin and Lubbock provide free
testing for field seeds. Tested
Seed Labels cost le¢ ‘each,

Samples should be identified
with kind and variety, name and
address of sender, lot No. or
other stock identificaton, year
grown, test desired (whether pur-
ity or germination or both).

Samples should be 2 oz. for
small seed like white or alsike

by figures recently' released by
the Crop Reporting Board of the
USDA's Bureau of Agriculture
Economjics. These figures indicate
that farmers' tentative planting

about nine million acres short of
the 1952 goals for the principal
feed graln crops. It was indicated
that corn plantings alone would
be more than five million acres
below -the goal level.

B. F. Vance, chairman of the
State Committee, pointed out
that Texas farmers have indicat-
ed tthey will plant 92% of the
state's corn goal’ and only about
83% of the grain sorghum goal.

In view of the large number
of livestock and poultry on the
farms and ranches of the state
and nation, Vance said such cur-

tailments in feed grain produc-

.tionpﬁ-audwoblm‘in main-

taining these herds and flocks.
Information received by the com-
mittee on the national situation
points out that with current feed-
ing rates and last season's short
production, feed graln stocks
may be as much as one-third
less by harvest time than one
year ago. If the presently-indi-
cated corn acreage produces av-
erage yields, the reserve above
normal working stocks could be
virtually exhausted during the
next 18 months.

Without plentiful supplies of
feed grains, it will not be pos-
sible to-maintain the production
of meat, e ‘and milk that will
be needed by our increasing pop-
ulation, says the committee. They
urge farmers to re-examine their
planting schedules and where
possible, make every effort to
increase matérially  their plant-
ings of feed grain  crops. The
committee fully realizes the ser-
jousness of the drouth situation
in Texas but at the same time
guggests that farmers obtain
planting séed or at least line up
prospective seed supplies of grain
crops for immediate planting
should .rains come.

They also urge farmers to use
the best known methods of pro-
duction in order to save time and

labor. The farm labor situation
is éxpected to be tight, especially
during the harvest season. Thif
is an item that farmers should
consider before all planting is
completed. Crops that can be ma-
chine produced and harvested
may prove to be more profitable
than those requiring lots of hand
labor, believe the-' committee
members, And. they add, price
supports have been announced
for corn and grain sorghums.

They urge farmers who live
in areas where fertilizers can be
used to use them liberally to in-
crease yields. And finally, they
point out that local agency rep-

"resentatives are ready to assist

farmers in every manner possible
to help get more acres of feed
grain cfops planted

No Major Hopper
Threat In 1952

COLLEGE STATION — Fore-
casts based on surveys and actual
egg bed  counts indicate that
‘gragshoppers will not be a threat
to crops and. pastures in Texas
this year. In only a few spots
were enough eggs found to rate
the areas as threatening, says
Allen C. Gunter, entomologist for
the Texas Agrlcu]turl! Extension
Service.

The. areas are small and are
found in the upper northwest
Panhandle, in the Trinity bot-
toms of Ellis and Kaufman coun-
ties; in Hill, Falls, Milam, Rob-
ertson and Washington counties
along the Brazos river. In these
areas farmers should watch for
the early hatches and if the
young hoppers show up in large
numbers, they should be con-
trolled before they leave the egg
bed areas, says Gunter.

Other countles in these same
general areas may expect light
infestations and some damage is
possible. Serious damage may de-
velop in the fall if the weather
is hot and dry.

Gunter advises farmers and
ranchmen that control measures,
if needed, should be used before
the grasshoppers leave the egg
beds and scatter. Wiping out this
year's hatches will reduce the
chances for major outbreaks next
year, points out the speclalist,
and from this standpoint, the use
of control measures is justified.

For information on the best in-
secticides to use, Gunter suggests
that farmers contact their local
county agents. They can also ad-

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Late To Learn

COLLEGE STATION—Knowl-
edge and skills can be acquired
at all ages. People continue to
learn when they develop habits
of mental alertness and keep up
with the times.

Eloise Johnson, specialist -in
family life education with the
Texas Agricultural Extension

Service, says investigations show
that the ability to learn seems
to reach its peak at about the
age of 25. Then it drops slowly
until at the age of 45 the abil-
ity to learn is about the same
as it was at 18. After 40 the learn-
ing capacity drops slowly, about
one per cent or less each year,

Older people do learn and can
acquire skills as well as young
people, but adults over 40 take
longer to acquire new ideas, Mrs,
Johnson says skills are learnad
in later life as easily as‘in adol-
escence. Within limits, ability, in-
terest, energy and opportunity
are more important factors in
learning than age. The ability to
solve problems often improves
with age. Whenever knowledge
of wavs to do things is important,
then the older person’s experi-
ence s valuable.

Peonle should be learning con-
tinuallv if thev are to grow old-
er graciously. This means acauir-
ing dignity, patience, unselfish-
ness, tolerance and sympathetic
understanding for others. Tt
means building the kind of per-
sonality which is a source of
strength to others as well as a
source of strength to the inner
self against stress and strain of
living.

Mrs. Johnson savs that older
people have a contribution to
make to society. They mist be
made to feel useful and to know
thev do have worthwhile contri-
butions to make. As the world
faces more and more serious
problems, well adjusted .people
with experience, knowledge and
judgment are needed. People who
continue to learn as thev become
older have these qualitles and
by example, give courage to oth-
ers.

They are
of two general types: (1) The |
costplus fixed fee; (2) ‘The cost-
plus five percentage fees based
on a percentage of cost. Np one
needs to be advised that such
contracts encourage spending. In
addition, they actually invite all
kinds of trick artifices and
schemes of a financial nature.
In recent proceedings before
the House of Representatives it
was brought out by Congressman
Gore of Tennessee that during'the
hearings concerning some of the
appropriations General Thomas
Farwell appeared as a witness.
He held the position of assistant
general manager of the Atorle
Energy Commission. His salary
was $17,500 a year. He was hired
away from this employment by
ARO, a corporation organized un-
der the laws of Tennessee for
the purpose of making a contract
with the Air Corps and obtain-
ing a fee for operating the aero-
dynamic wind tunnel facility at
Tullahoma, which is now under
construction. General Farrell
was hired by ARO at a salary
of $30,000 per year. This of course
was gquite an advance for Gen-
eral Farrell and no doubt from
@ personal standpoint he was jus-’
tified in leaving the government
and going to work for ARO.
