In the past 20 years, farm pop-
ulation in the United States has
gone down nearly 7 millipn—
from 31 million to 24 million. In
that period the total. population
of the country has increased 31
million — from 124 million o
155 million. During that same
period the acreage of harvest
cropland actually has decreased.
The 1931 crop was harvestéd
from 365 million acres; the 1951
crop came from less than 350
million acres.

The figures have a :imiﬂm&
for every consumer, says Faust
Collier, secretary of the Deaf
Smith county: PMA committee,
“Thirty years ago there were 3%
harvested acres of cropland for
each person. Today there are
about 2%  acres.™

Auto Insurance Premium Boosts

Authorized Effective May 1

After May 1, all automobile 25
insurance policies written or re-
newed will bé subject to a new
rate increase, according to J. P.
Gibbs, Texas casualty insurance
commissioner.

Increases for physical dmlle
coverage, comprehensive insur-
ance on private passenger auto-
mobiles will be increased 8.3%.
For $50 deductible collision in-
surance, premiums will be in-
creased 4.1%.

In territory IV, the local ter-
ritory, bodily injury coverage for
a private passenger automobile
shows a 13.3% increase in prem-
iums. Property damage shows a
10% premium increase.

Private passenger auto classi-
fications for bodily injury and
property damage and . collision
only are:

Class 1 — Non-business use-—
o operator under age 25.

Class 2 — Business and Non-
business Use—operator under age

Clm 3 — Business and Non-
Business use, individually owned,
no operater under age 25, (b)
business and non-business use,
no age of operator qualifichtions.

Marked increases in liability in-
surance costs are indicated,
Gibbs said.

He saild reductions are in or-
der for school ,buses, intra-city
buses and certain commercial
cars. School buses will receive
reduced rates for bodily injury
but no change in the rate for
property damage.

Gibbs said the higher rates are
necessdry because of increased
loss costs,

Set against the background of
the first half of the 20th century,
the novel *“Jasmine Street” by
Clifford Dowdey, presents pano-
rama of the times with strongly
drawn characters in a convincing
plot to make ‘an outstanding
story.

His mother, very ambitious for
her son, spent her whole life
for him and those ambitions.

The father was a rough and

Seed Testing & Certification 11
A Tested Seed Label on a bag
of .seed unlike Certified and Reg-
istered Seed tags does not
guarantee that the seed is of high
quality. But the label, giving an
analysis of the seed, does tell
the buyer what he is getting for
his money.

We have made great strides in
receht years in testing, cleaning,
handling and marketing of field
seeds, and our field seed crops
make available to the farmer the
highest quality of seed possible
to produce, at moderate price.
Seed crops also assure the pro-
ducer - farmer a high return on
his production for today more of
the consumer’s dollar goes to the
seed producer than to the pro-
ducer of almost any other agri-
cultural product. The grain farm-
er gets 2.6¢c or less than 20 per
cent, out of a 16¢ loaf of bread.
The daivyman gets roughly 50c of
the retail price of a quart of milk.
But the producer of alfalfa seed,
for example, gets 67 per cent
of the price paid by the consum-
er. And the producing farmer
gets as high as T0c oGt of the re-
tail alfalfa seed dollar.

Here are some “tips” from the
seed testers in the state labora-
tories:

Pay particular attention to the

germination percentage given on
the Tested Seed Label. The seed
may be of high or low quality,
and you will savé disappointment
later — perhaps even loss of crops
—by turning down seed labeled
below standard for germination.

Don't buy seed which contains
Dodder, the parasitic plant most
common in clover, alfalfa and
flax. Dodder may kill the host
plant, and the Eastern states,
comprising about T0 per cent of
the market for Texas growers of
alfalfa and clover seed, will not
accept seed containing Dodder.
If seed contains Dodder, the
Tested Seed Label will say” so.

Treat seed with commercial
dust according to the directions
on the ‘econtainer. Many samples
submitted to the state laborator-
ies show detrimental ‘reactions
from over-treatment, which caus-
es rotting and abnormal condi-
tions in germination such as wa-
tery condition’ and club roots. 1f
over-treated seeds are planted,
rotting is likely to continue in
the field.

Submit clean samples to the
laboratory. Samples of clover
seed especially have been very
dirty, containing chaff, stems,
dirt, Johnson grass and wvther
weed seeds. The laboratory is
obliged to set a dirty sample a-
