Dawn -said the flames could be
seén for 50 miles.
The. flames were quelled in
about two " hours as gas pres-
sure was shut off at the block
gates. north and south of the
break. The north gate is about
1% mile from from the scene
of the break and the south gate
was about three miles from the
break.
Crews of the West Texas Gas
Co. in Hereford were on hand
to assist in fighting the blaze,
which was on the H. V. Fain
ranch near Buffalo lake.

CONG. ROGERS SAYS

KOREAN VETERANS: The
Hotise passed and set to the Sen-
ate H. R. 7656, a bill to take care
of our veterans in the Korean
War. This legislation is long past
due, and we are all pleased that
it has passed the House and is on
its way to passage in the Senate.
The delay in this much needed
legislation was caused by the ma-
ny abuses to which the veterans
and American taxpayers were
subjected’ under the original GI
Bill of Rights. The process of un-
covering and weeding out some
of the features of the old GI bill
that permitted unwarranted raids
upon the publi¢ treasury consum-
ed long and tedious hours in the
Committee.

We hope that all of these ave-
nues of abuse have been closed,
although we surely realize that
success in this particular field
is going to depend a lot upon the
veterans and the schools. The
vote in the House was 361 yeas,
one nay, and two answering pre-
sent.

The one nay vote was cast by
Genecral Deveraux, a member
from Maryland. General Deveraux
is certainly not entitled to any
®riticism for his vote because it
was not cast against the bill as
such, but was a protest as to the
manner in which the bill was
brought up before the House.
General Deveraux has perhaps as
illustrious career as most any vet-
eran of the United States. You
will remember him as the Com-
mander of the garrison on Wake
Island. He is on the Veterans Af-
fairs Committee and is an out-
standing and able member who
definitely has the interest of the
veterans at heart.

His protest was because the
bill was brought up under what
is known as a “suspension of the
rules.” When a bill is brought up
in this manner, the debate is lim-
ited to 20 minutes to the side and
the bill cannot be amended. There
are two amendments that I think
should have gone on the bill, and
General Deveraux and I are in
agreement on these two particu-
lar amendments.

The bill contains a provision
that would permit tax maintained
institutions to charge veterans as

much at $31 per month without
being subject to the penalties pro-
vided against exacting excess
charges from veterans. In many
states this could result in a non-
veteran going to school free while
a veteran would be required to
pay $31 per' month out of the
money he receives with which *o
obtain an education. The money
is paid directly to the veteran un-
der this bill, rather than to the
schools, as it was under the old
GI bill.

I certainly do not feel that a
veteran should be charged $31
a month in order to go to the
same school that a non-veteran
can attend for a much less
amount. We hope to obtain a cor-
rection of this measure in the
Senate. The controversial matter
that arose concerning the bill was
the so-called Springer Amend-
ment. Mr. Springer is from Illi-
nois and is a member of the Vet-
erans Affairs Committee. He i3
an excellent man and an able

ment that he proposed was to
pay the money to the schools ra-
ther than to the individual vet-
eran, in somewhat the same fash-

Mr. Springer was most sincere in
his efforts and had some very
able and telling “arguments ,in
support thereof,

I opposed this amendment for
the reason that I basically believe
that the veteran be allowed' to
attend to his own business, to
make his own arrangements, and
to go to the school of his wn
choice. The bill is designed to
help veterans and is not intended
as a federal aid to education mea-
sure,

Some of the provisions relating
to GI housing also need clarifi-
cation in order for the veterans
to obtain the full benefits in-
tended. Most of us feel that the
corrections can be made in the
Senate without delay and that
those boys will begin to recelve
these benefits to which they are
so richly entitled and which have
been with held from them too
long.

million bales or more.

The cotton farmers have been
requested t produce 16 million
baler in 1952 as a defense mea-
sure. e

This ‘type of legislation will
give the cotton farmers some of
the protection and incentive en-
joyed by industrialists. It will do
away with the injustices to which
the farmers have been subjected
when, in answer to a patriotic
call, they have produced and then
were left to take all of the risk
of financial loss if they accident-
ally produced more than ‘was
needed or if the Department ef
Agriculture had overestimated the
need for their product.
