Lubbock Eases
Bailey County
Minds On Water

Lubbock officials told a delega-
tion of 25 men from the High
Plains water district recently,
that it might be 15 or 25 years be-
fore Lubbock develps the water
use of the 50,000 acres of under-
ground water in Bailey county
on which an option was secured
by the South Plains city.

In fact, the city might not ev-
en “take one drop of water from
the Bailey county land", accord-
ing to a story in the Muleshoe
Journal.

Lubbock will use every means
to develop the project in an or-
derly manner, using approved
conservation principles in taking
water from the ground, the dele-

gation was assured.

Other points made by the Lub-
bock men 1n their joint meeting
were:

An expenditure of $14 million
needed to obtain Bailey water
would be a great deterrent to the
city for development of the area
in the near future;

Lubbock is seeking to buy wat-
er at 5¢ a thousand gallons on a
royalty basis from 15 sections be-
tween Lubbock and Idalou and
within a 15 mile radius of Lub-
bock. If this can be obtained, that
would postpone the Bailey coun-
ty project, too.

The city would build a 42-inch
pipeline to Bailey county if the
project is put through. Five test-
ing wells would be drilled on the
Birdwell ranch ranch, 30 inches
in diameter with 16 inch casings.

AUSTIN, -- Forty-six out of
every 100 Texas college students
who took the 1850-51 Belective
Service college qualification
tests made passing scores or
better, as copnpared to 84 out of
every ‘100 for the nation as a
whole,

This is revealed in a statisti-
cal annalysis of tests results by
the Educational Testing Service
received here Wednesday by
Brigadier General Paul L. Wake-

field, state Selective Service
director

™ More than 12,000 Texas stud-
ents took these tests, around
839,000 taking them throughout
the nation and territories at the

scores are furnished draft boards
for consideration in stud,nt de-
ferments.

Students of only nine other
states made a poorer showering
than' Texas students. Practically
all these states were South
eastern states. Qnly 31 out of
every 100 students made pass-
ing scores or better in Mississi-
ppi, less than any other state.

Students in 17 states scored
higher than the nation average.
In New Hampshire, the leading
state in test results, 70 out of
every 100 made the passing
score of 70 or better.
