How
Can I?

By Anne Ashley

" Q. How can I preserve bright
wood berries for decoration pur-

poses?

A. By dipping almost any kind
of bright wood berries into mel-
ted paraffin and then putting a-
way in a cool place until needed,
they may be preserved for dec-
oratlon. If they are treated .in this
manner, they retain their bright-
nes and shape for months.

Q. How can I treat nam

that appear on my face from time
to time?

A. A good treatment is to rin-
ge the face for about three min-
utes at a time in cool water. Al-
so, take alternate hot and cold
face baths at night.

Q. How can 1 remove water
spots from waxed surfaces?

A. Rub in a circular metion
with a flannel cloth dipped in
turpentine.

Q. How can I drive away red |
ants?

A. Pour liquid corrisive sub-
limate on pieces of cotton and
lay the cotton where the ants are
likely to travel. Another effect-
ive remedy is alum dissolved in
boiling water and applied with a
brush. T %
Q. How can 1 treat mosquito
bites?
A. Some people are poisoned by
mosquito bites. Try rubbing the
affected parts with common laun-
dry-soap, dipped in water to
moisten. It.
Q. How can [ remove grass
stains from a garment?
A. Cover the stains with lemon
juice and salt, and hold over a
steaming kettle, Or, rub lard on
the spot, then wash with soap and
cold water, and rinse well.
Q. How can [ prepare flowers
that are to be sent away and will
be with out water for several
hours?
A. Cut off the stems and tip
them with sealing wax. This will
keep the moisture in the stems.
The sealing wax should be cut off
when the flowers are put into
water.
Q. How can I prevent a stove
from rusting when putting it a-
way for the summer?
A. Apply kerosene with
and this will prevent rust
forming.
Q. How can I remove perspira-
tion stains from washable clothes?
A. Soak them in strong salt wa-
ter before laundering.
Q. How can | remove a stub-
born splinter from. the flesh?

terest in community organizat-
ions for improvement with the
farm family as the pivot.

Home management specialists
with the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service’ point out in their
1951 annual report thaf county
extension agerits helped 212 fam-
ilies study their needs in relat:
ion to current economic outlook
and plan improvements for their
farms and homes. In turn these
familie assisted 5, 065 other fam-
ilies to make farmm and home
plans. Farm unit tours - 138 -
were conducted and resulted in
2,658 families adopting improved
home practices.

The specialists cite as an ex-
ample of progress in the farm
unit demonstration the farm of
Mr. and Mrs. Belton Snider, Mat-
agorda county. In 1950 the Snid-
ers. planned as their major goal,
a farm drainage system which
they completed that year. ‘Mr.
Snider" said this resulted in a
25% increase in crop yields. At
the end of 1951 new fences had
been built,\an insect control pro-
gram started, 20 acres of legu-
mes and 30 acres-of cover crops
planted. Just as much attention
was given to plans for the fam-
ily food supply and has resulted
in 95% of it being producted at
home. The Sniders and their chil-
dren, who are 4-H club members,
are proud of their home and wel-
come all to see the improvements
that have been made. Mrs. Snid-
er is an active home demonstrat-
ion club member and attends all
leader training meetings when
she gets up-to-date information
on farm home management.

When farm families were as-
sisted with making their plans,
the specialists stressed the im-
portance of farm and home re-
cords. As a result 2, 228 farm un-
it demonstrators and 22, 829 oth-
er families have set up a system
of keeping farm and home re-
cords.

Statictics show that in 71 coun-
ties 1, 383 leaders were trained
in developing community pro-
grams. The 257 organized com-
munities in Texas based their
programs on goals set up to in-
crease and manage family in-
comes, improve health conditions
and services, make farm -and
home improvements and encour-
age participation in social ac-
tivitles. The specialists cite the
Forest Chapel - Chicota commun-
ity, Lamar county as one that re-
paired and paintéd the communi-

Dallas .and heard radio reports on his talk and press conference
and, to me, they have been most accurate. The following remarks
will be tharefore, random comment antl personal observations.

The conference was apparently
sponsored by Jack Porter of
Houston, Oveta Culp Hobby and
other Eisenhower supporters from
Texas. Honor guests were the
Republican delegates -- and I pre-
sume many of them were outed
from the State Convention in
Mineral Wells. Newspaper men
from papers, large and small,
were also invited to the banquet
and press conference. Understand
the newspaper telegrams of in-
vitation cost more than $880, an
expense on the part of Mrs. Hob-
by. Futhermore, the scuttlebutt
by. Futhermore, the scuttlebutt
has it that these folks who spend
a lot of money do not have an axe
to grind. They just believe “lke
is the man.”

Ike came marching into the
big Crystal Ballroom surrounded
_by the notables, and he looked
like any ordinary guy who had
finished a long trip. His bald head
was pink and sunburned from
riding in those open top cars un-
der the hot Texas sun. He also
seemed just a little bit nervous,
though I am sure that he has ap-
peared before much larger
crowds. The program was tele-
vised, though, and it was appar-
ently rather new to him.

He is definiteiy not
an orator. A lot of the boys in
the Hereford toastmaster club
could have taken his speech Sat-
urday night, and had the people
worked into a fever -- but not
Ike.

He did wvisit, too, in a most
charming manner. The, toplc was
“World Peace” and he touched on
everything from taxes and com-
munism right on down to his
grandchildren. He was a differ-
ent man as he talked there. He
was 50 interested and so sincere
that I kept thinking what a good
citizen he would make If he mov-
ed to Hereford and went into bus-
iness. He sort.of seemed like he
would do fine running a drug
store or maybe an automobile
agency -- and he talked about

things just like the folks around
Hereford talk about them, in-
cluding national conditions.

It would also promote in-
flation. One of the prime causes
of inflation is excessive govern-
ment spending. Therefore when
the government pays more for
an article, as it would under the
Potter amendment, than the
same article could be purchased
under competitive bid contracts,
the results is simply excessive
spending and fuel on inflationary
fires.

The amendment 1s also discri-
minatory in that it would favor
thickly populated areas and pen-
alize the South, the, Southwest
and a great porton of the West.
Such an amendment would also
favor big industry and discrim-
inate against small industry and
small manufacturing plants and
contractors. The manufacturing
concerns in such designated areas
can effectively control business
growing out of government con-
tracts, and the ones who get hurt
are the smalll manufacturing
plants in districts such as ours,
as well as the laboring people in
those districts and the American
taxpayers, Mr. Lanham (D), Geo-
rgia, introduced a substitute a-
mendment which would in effect
prohibit such practices. The

House voted on the Lanham a-.

mendment first, and the vote
was tied 114 to 114. This meant
was defeated because the pro-
posed amendment must receive
more yea votes than nay votes in
order to pass, and a tie vote does
not meet those requirements.

The most eifective measure yet
found against the Pink Bollworm
is strict compliance with plant-
ing and plow-up deadlines. These
measures are already in effect in
areas where the heaviest infesta-
tion exists. But ‘the, extremely
large build-up this season is due
partly to the mild winter which
failed to *kill off the usual num-
ber-of last year’s generations.

1. Spot spray insect breeding
places after they have been
cleaned up and destroyed. Spray-
ing indiscriminately might kill a
few insects on the wing, but it
won't do the job. It might kill
valuable plants and create a fal-
se sense of security.

2. Get rid of animal shelters in
urban areas. They cannot be kept
clean and consequently create a
health hazard as fly breeders.

3. Get rid of dump piles, tin
cans, old tires, and accumulated
debris which breed flies and
mosquitoes and provide harbor-
age for rats.

4. Provide a properly operated
sewerage system, and get rid of

lieves surface toilets constitute
one of the major health hazards
facing Texas.

5. Provide a source of pure!
water.

8. Protect food supplies in
shops, and in private homes.

. Make regular inspections of
all premises to see that no pos-
sibility exists for fly breeding.
If you have flies, somebody is
maintaining @ breeding spot.

8. Garbage should be placed in

fly tight garbage cans until time
of disposal. Tubs, boxes, lidless
garbage cans, etc., are of no val-
ue.

He urged each home owner to
assume responsibility for keep-
ing his property clean inside and
out. This will help protect you
and your neighbor. More peo-
ple have been struck down by
polio this year than ever before.

He sald it takes months and
months to clean up a city, and
tHat it “takes forever to keep it
that way.” The program must be
continous. “It will take from one
to five years to really clean wup
our larger cities,” Cox said.

“This is the same program we |-

have followed and published for
the past ten years. People have
got to get over the notion that
spraying alone will keep their ci-
ty fly-free,” Dr. Cox declared.
“The only way to kill flies is to
do it methodically, block by
block, by eliminating their breed-
ing places.” 2

“They carry many diseases --
diarrhea, typhoid fever, cholera,
trachoma, just to mention a few.
I firmly believe that if this eight-
point program is invoked, we'll
see a lessening of polio incidence
in the future.”

These latest actions are in line
, | with the OPS policy of suspend-
|ing or otherwise relaxing price

controls on commodities selling
materially below ceilings and
which are not expected to reach
ceiling prices in the foreseeable
future, district price officlals said.

Practically all the affected
commodities and all the affected
services are closely related to
commodities for which .,OPS has
already provided suspensions at
th emanufacturing.level.

Suspension from price control
of imported and domesttic dis-
tilled spirits and wines is limited

to sales for off-premise consump-

tion. Remaining under price ceil-
ings are sales of distilled spirits
for consumption on the premises.
These sales remain subject to the
restaurant regulations. Also re-
maining subject to price control
are the sales of beer and ale and
other malt beverages both for on-
premise and off-premise con-
sumption.
