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Sallie Strain resigns from school board

Board members

praise her work

Sallie Strain Thursday resigned
from the Hereford Independent
School District Board of Educa-
tion, for which she was serving as
president.

In a notice announcing her deci-
sion, Strain gave no reasons why
she decided to step down after
having been on the school board
since 1976, ‘I want to express my
appreciation to all those who have
supported me through the years,”’
she commented, “and I extend
my best wishes for the future of
the school district.”

Reelected in 1979 and 1982,
Strain acted as president from
1979 to 1981 in addition to this
year. Her current board member
term expires in April of 1985. In
the meantime, the board must
select a replacement to serve un-
til next spring’s general elections,

when her post is to be filled for the
remaining year.

Most of the six remaining school
board members, when contacted
by telephone this morning, prais-
ed Strain for her performance on
the HISD governing body.

“She’s been a board member
whose primary interest has been
the children and the quality of
their education,” said Bill Town-
send, vice president. ‘I think the
district has lost a dedicated and
capable board member. I believe
we'll miss her abilities.”

“As far as I'm concerned, she’s
been an excellent school board
member and an excellent presi-
dent of the board,” Tom Simons
said. “‘She’s a former teacher and
I think she has a good perspective
of both sides.” Strain, he claimed,
would “‘surely” be missed.

Paul Mason commented, ‘I
think she’s done fine job as board
president and is as good a board
member as anyone else.”” He said
he did not know how Strain’s
resignation would be viewed,
however, in light of the board

YMCA receives big gift

Hereford & Vicinity YMCA
regeived @ Christmas gift" of
approximately $80,000 this
week, according to an an-
nouncement by board presi-
dent Sid Shaw.

The gift was actually
presented in August of 1981,
but became a reality only this
week when donors Charles
and Wanda Hoover agreed
that terms of a trust fund had
been fulfilled and the con-
tribution could be transferred
to the YMCA.

The Hoovers created a
trust foundation in 1981 with
3,400 shares of corporate
stock in Adams Resources &
Energy, Inc., with the provi-
sion that the property would
be transferred to the YMCA if
construction was underway
on a facility, or if at least
$500,000 had been raised in
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.$80,000 for fund from Hoovers

the building fund by Jan. 1,
1984,

“The primary purpose of
the gift, of course, was to in-
duce the YMCA to get serious
about getting a full-facility
building in the community,”
noted Shaw.

Bids were let last week on
construction of a building,
and the capital improvement
campaign has raised more
than $500,000 in cash and

" pledges. Ground work has

been done and the construc-
tion of the building on 15th
Street is scheduled to start
soon.

“We want to congratulate
the board of trustees and the
members of Hereford &
Vicinity YMCA on their ef-
forts in getting this project

underway,” Hoover said this
week. The Hoovers gave the
board a letter of compliance
on the trust fund this week in
advance of the Jan. 1
deadline.

The “Y" set a goal of
$925,000 for their facility and
Shaw reported last week that
the total was $510,000 in cash
and pledges. This includes
the gift of approximately
$80,000 provided by the trust
fund.

The construction contract
on the building went to
Brownlow Brothers of
Hereford. It provided for a
metal building with dimen-
sions of 93 by 140 by 22 feet.

Poor Texas weather continues

Texans shivered again to-
day under icy temperatures
that brought snow flurries to
far Southeast Texas, freezing
drizzle to Galveston and
unusually cold conditions to
the Lower Rio Grande Valley,
where farmers kept a wor-
ried eye on their citrus crops.

Fruit growers in far South
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Farmers worry about citrus crops

Texas lit smudgepots and
wrapped young trees hoping
to fend off freezing
temperatures that threatened
their crops.

The National Weather Ser-
vice issued a freeze warning
for the valley Thursday night,
but a cloud cover remained
over most of the area and
readings hovered mostly in
the lower and middle 30s ear-
ly today.

Growers faced possible
crop damage if temperatures
dip to 28 degrees for more
than six hours.

Some growers flooded or-
chards hoping for warmth
from the evaporating water.

With the Christmas fruit
market depleted two days
before the holiday, growers
said they had no reason to
rush picking, but must try to
protect the fruit on the trees.

Administration embraces talk

WASHINGTON (AP) — To the dismay of Israel, the
Reagan administration is welcoming a meeting between
the chairman of the Palestine Liberation Organization
and Egyptian Pregident Hosni Mubarak on grounds it
could help prepare the way for Arab-Israeli peace talks.

PLO leader Yasser Arafat and Mubarak met Thursday
in Cairo.

“The United States views the renewed Egyptian-PLO
discussions as an encouraging development given Egypt's
adherence to the Camp David accords and its outspoken
support” for President Reagan's 1082 Mideast peace in-
itiative, State Department spokesman John Hughes said
afterward.

“We are hopeful that such talks will serve to persuade
Mr. Arafat that peace negotiations within the framework
of the president’s initiative are the best means of achiev-
ing Palestinian goals,”’ Hughes added.

A White House statement also said the meeting was en-
couraging.

Israeli Ambassador Meir Rosenne dissented: ‘‘The
Americans think it is encouraging; we think it is
discouraging.”

Rosenne met with Lawrence Eagleburger, the
undersecretary of state for political affairs, to express
Israel's concern.
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Kennedy offers proposal

WASHINGTON (AP) — Declaring that ‘‘we do not need
another study to know there are hungry people in
America,” Sen. Edward M. Kennedy is pressing a $2.5
billion proposal to reverse what he called the “‘inhumane
... indecent” hunger policies of the Reagan administra-
tion.

Kennedy, D-Mass., detailed the 16-point program in a
177-page report released Thursday offering what he called
“clear, undeniable and authoritative evidence of
widespread and increasing hunger in America.”’

While the cost might seem high, Kennedy said, it still
would amount to only 5 percent of the budget increase be-
ing sought by the Defense Department.

“Presumably, that increase is supposed to advance the
national defense,”” Kennedy said. ‘‘But surely, the defense

As Americans started for
Christmas holiday destina-
tions today, a week-long siege
of winter storms delayed hun-
dreds of travelers with icy
roads and the bitter cold
slowing passenger trains or
causing cancellations and
delays at many airports.

“Bring something to read,”
passengers were advised by
United Airlines spokesman
Joe Hopkins at Chicago’s
O'Hare Airport, where
several airlines’ flights were
delayed today as many ser-
vice vehicles froze up and
refused to budge.

Flights were moving, he
said, but “‘they come in late,
so they go out late.”

Negotiators meet with
Moslem, Christian leaders

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) —
Saudi negotiators met with
rival Moslem and Christiam
leaders and were reported
nearing a breakthrough that
would disengage Lebanon’s
warring factions and put
Italian and Greek cease-fire
observers in Beirut and the
Chouf mountains.

In the northern port city of
Tripoli, Syrian-backed PLO
rebels were preparing to
withdraw after forcing
Palestine Liberation
Organization chairman
Yasser Arafat and his 4,000
loyalists to abandon their last
Middle East stronghold,
reports by state and privately
owned radio stations said.

The stations and Beirut's
leading newspapers said
Saudi mediator Rarik Hariri
was close to wrapping up a
disengagement accord that
would set the stage for
reconvening a reconciliation
conference in Geneva among
Lebanon's principal warring
leaders.

Hariri held a series of
meetings Thursday here with
Shiite Moslem and rightist
Christian militia leaders to
arrange for an exchange of
kidnapped hostages betweeen
the two factions. He also held
lengthy telephone talks with
Druse opposition leader
Walid Jumblatt, who is in the
Jordanian capital of Amman,
the radios reported.

Most newspapers and radio
stations gave no details of the
disengagement agreement.
But the leftist Beirut
newspaper As-Safir said the
plan primarily calls for:

— Withdrawal of Christian
militia forces from all posi-
tions facing the Shiite-

The foreign ministers of
Lebanon, Syria, and Saudi
Arabia are expected to meet
in Riyadh on Jan. 8 to decide
whether to resume recon-
ciliation talks, newspapers
here said.

On Thursday, an extremist
Moslem group issued what it
called its final warning for
American and French
peacekeeping troops to get
out of Lebanon in 10 days or
face a new wave of attacks.

“This is the last warning
for the American and French
forces,” an anonymous caller
told Agence France Presse in
Beirut, claiming to represent
the ‘‘Islamic Jihad'’' or
Islamic Holy War group. “‘We
shall give them 10 days to
leave Lebanon, otherwise we
shall make the earth shake
underneath their feet.”

The caller said his group
was responsible for Wednes-
day’s truck-bombing at a
French regimental head-
quarters in Beirut. That ex-
plosion and another bomb
minutes later at a hotel bar
killed at least 14 people.

The organization, which is
believed to have ties to Iran,
has claimed responsibility for
other suicide bombings, in-
cluding the one that killed 241
U.S. servicemen and 58
French paratroopers in
Beirut Oct. 23; the April car-
bombing of the U.S. Embassy
in Beirut that killed 63, and
the truck-bomb attack on an
Israeli army post in south
Lebanon's Tyre port in
November.

teenagers and uncommon in
the elderly. No serious health
risks are associated with
warts, but their appearance
can be unsightly.

There are several kinds of
warts, each caused by
separate virus. The common
wart is a small, hard, white
or pink lump with a
cauliflower-like surface.
Though it can appear
anywhere on the body, the
common wart usually grows
on the hands and often is
pushed in level with the skin’s
surface, if on the palm. Plan-
tar warts are found only on
the soles of the feet.

Other kinds are flat warts,
usually occurring on
children's faces, and
venereal warts, found on or
near the genitals and anus.

A physician may prescribe
a more effective wart cream.
If this fails, the doctor can
remove the wart by scraping
it, freezing it with liquid
nitrogen, or burning it with
electricity.

Just for completing a
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Holtz holiday short,
takes Minnesota post

MINNEAPOLIS (AP) —
Lou Holtz flew to Minnesota
with his wife, two kids and
one clean shirt to get away
from the telephone that had
been clanging since he quit
Sunday as football coach at
the University of Arkansas.

“I had no intention or
desire to coach,” the new
Minnesota coach said Thurs-
day. “I didn’t know what I
was going to do, but we had
planned to relax for four or
five days or months.”

His relaxation didn't last
long. He had been swamped
by phone calls from other
schools and private business
and decided to visit Min-
nesota, despite his hatred of
the cold.

“I loathe the cold,"” he said,
as temperatures dropped to a
record 20 degrees below zero
in Minneapolis. “I can't tell
you why I'm here, in terms of
the whether, but I hope it's a
short winter.”

Holtz, 46, said his ‘‘strong
faith in God” had something
to do with his decision to
leave Arkansas and take over
the worst team in the Big
Ten.

“The Bible says, ‘There’s a
time for everything,' and it
seemed like it was time to
leave Arkansas. The family
did a lot of praying in our
hotel room and things kept
coming back that this was the

right place to be,’” Holtz said.

Holtz, the most successful
coach in Razorback history,
might need divine interven-
tion to rebuild the not-so-
Golden Gophers.

Minnesota is in the midst of
a 17-game Big Ten losing
streak and finished in the con-
ference basement the last two
years.

“I’'m not a miracle worker,
I'm no genius and this isn’t
going to happen by waving a
magic' wand,”” Holtz said.
“Everybody who shovels
snow in Minnesota will have
to identify with this team and
the entire state will have to
take pride and help us pull
together.”

In his seven years at
Arkansas, Holtz's team
finished among the nation’s
top 10 teams four times. Last
season they went 6-5 and were
not invited to any bowl games
for the first time under Holtz.

He was named college
coach of the year in 1977,
after the Razorbacks upset
once-beaten Oklahoma 31-6 in
the Orange Bowl to finish 11-1
and No. 3 in the country.

He spent 1976 with the Na-
tional Football League's New
York Jets, who went 3-11. His
collegiate coaching record is
106-52-6 at Arkansas, North
Carolina State and William
and Mary College.

MIAMI (AP) — Doug Bet-
ters' last big honor was se-
cond team All-Big Sky Con-
ference, so he can be forgiven
for thinking it was a joke
when he first heard that The
Associated Press had named
him National Football
League Defensive Player of
the Year.

Then he was overwhelmed.

“I thought somebody was
bulling me,"”" said the
Dolphins’ defensive end,
whose biggest honor was an-
nounced by the AP Thursday.
“Before this happened, the
best I've ever had was second
team All-Big Sky Conference.
That's quite a jump.”

Betters, also chosen All-
Pro and for the American
Conference Pro Bowl team
this year, had the kind of
season a football player
dreams of: 59 solo tackles, 17
assists, four fumble
recoveries, two forced
fumbles, four pass deflec-
tions and 16 sacks, double his
previous best and third in the
NFL.

“He's finally reached the
potential that we saw him in
many years ago,’’ said
Dolphins' Coach Don Shula.
“It was just a matter of
time.”

Betters, who played at
Montana and Nevada-Reno,
garnered 19 of the 84 votes for
Defensive Player of the Year
cast by a nationwide panel of
sports writers and "broad-
casters. Randy White of the
Dallas Cowboys received 15
votes.

Actually, Betters had an in-
kling last month when team-
mate A.J. Duhe, another of

Miami's ‘“‘Killer B’s"
defense, suggested, “If you
keep this up, you're going to
beit."”

“I never really took it
seriously,’”’ Betters said.
“Now it's something I've got
to live up to ... I've got to keep
it up next year."”

In 1982, Duhe was the big
star. Nose guard Bob
Baumhower is a four-time
All-Pro. But on Miami’s
defense, which allowed the
fewest points of any NFL
team this year, a different
player could star every week.

“(Doug) could be a more
spectacular player if he were
just put outside and told to
rush the passer,” Shula said.
“But he has to play within the
frame of our defense, so that
restricts him some.

“Yet it makes our defense

that much stronger. He
unselfishly realizes this.”

With his rusty-red hair and

beard and his 6-foot-7%
frame,
hide in a crowd of football
players. Yet he recently sat
and talked in a restaurant
near the Dolphins’ training
camp, unrecognized and
uninterruptd, for 1% hours.

Betters doesn’t believe
there was a sudden improve-
ment this year.

“It's like an internship,” he
said, adding that he came in-
to the NFL behind many
other draftees because he
didn’'t get specialized
coaching for his position
while in college..You've got
to go through the growing
pains‘li

He credits in part his an-
nual habit of retreating to a
home in western Montana for
six months to get away from
football, relax, ski, work out,
fly his own plane and think
about other things.

“Going out there ... makes
me appreciate more what I
have,” he said. I found that
this year, I came back with a
lot better attitude. I wasn't
burned out on football. I
hadn’t been hearing about it
all year long."

Betters can’t even

AIR FORCE ACADEMY,
Colo. (AP) — For Air Force
football coach Ken Hatfield,
hired away by Arkansas to
head his alma mater's foot-
ball program, this Christmas
weekend may be the last he
spends in Colorado for a
while.

The day after Christmas he
heads for Fayetteville, Ark.
If all goes according to plan,
Hatfield will be spending
future Christmases prepar-
ing the Arkansas Razorbacks
for bowl game appearances.

Standing before reporters
here Thursday, an emotion-
choked Hatfield, 40, a native
of Helena, Ark., said, ‘“‘We

called you here to tell you
that Sandy (his wife) and I
have decided . . . that we're
going home."

Arkansas Athletic Director
Frank Broyles announced his
choice of Hatfield on Thurs-
day, despite indicating one
day earlier that no one would
be offered the job until after
the Jan. 2 bowl games.

Hatfield guided Air Force
to a 10-2 record this year, in-
cluding a 93 victory over
Mississippi in the In-
dependence Bowl.

He succeeds Lou Holtz, who
resigned, apparently under
pressure, on Sunday after
seven years at Arkansas. The

Razorbacks were 6-56 this
year and failed to go to a bowl
for the first time since Holtz
arrived. His seven-year
record was 60-21-2.

““This is a good step for me,
and .I'm tremendously ex-
cited about the opportunity,”
said Hatfield, who played for
Broyles at Arkansas in
196264 as a defensive back
and punt returner.

“I'm anxious to get back
home. When you're a Razor-
back, you're a Razorback
forever. It's the only other
place I would have con-
sidered, and that’s what I told
(AFA athletic director) John
Clune when I asked for per-

mission to talk to Arkansas.

“The hardest thing about
this is leaving the academy.
These are people I dearly
love. I've been very blessed
to have been here. My only
hope is that we've left the
football program here a heck
of a lot better than when we
started, that we've built a
solid foundation for others to
continue to build on. I don’t
think you've seen the best the
academy can be yet."

Hatfield was offered the job
by phone Thursday.

At a news conference later
in the day, Hatfield said he
would begin trying to recruit
players for Arkansas im-

mediately.

He said he would ask his
assistant coaches at Air
Force to make the move with
him, but hasn't talked with
them yet. He also plans to
talk with Arkansas’ present
assistant coaches before put-
ting together his Razorback
coaching staff. -

Hatfield was one of four
former Razorback players
Broyles said were under con-
sideration; the others were
Oklahoma's Barry Switzer,
Texas' Fred Akers and
Oklahoma State's Jimmy
Johnson. Switzer and Akers
later removed themselves
from contention.

1983's successes gave hope to others

Vanessa Williams practic-
ed her singing and dancing in
1983. Barbara McClintock
toiled quietly in a Long Island
laboratory. Sally Ride and
Guion Bluford

and everything in between.

By year’s end all were win-
ners. And moreover, their
successes offered hope to
those who dream of being
first, of achieving what had
been denied.

Other 1983 newsmakers in-
cluded an artist with one
name who decorated 11
Florida islands, a television
news anchorwoman who says
she got a raw deal, a Polish
electrician ‘designated a
foremost man of peace and
an 11-year-old schoolgirl who
was given VIP treatment in
the Soviet Union.

Miss Williams, a 20-year-
old native of Millwood, N.Y.,
was named Miss America on
Sept. 17 and became the first
black woman to win the title
in the 62-year history of the
pageant. "

It was at the other end of a
career that major recognition
finally came to Miss McClin-
tock, the 81-year-old biologist
who won the 1983 Nobel Prize
for Medicine. Painstaking
research in a small cornfield
led her 32 years ago fo a
discovery about the traits of
genes. But the discovery was
largely ignored until recent
years. On being told of winn-
ing the Nobel, Miss McClin-
tock said it seemed unfair “to
reward a person for having so
much pleasure over _the

years.”

Miss Ride and Bluford blaz-
ed trails in 1983 by being the
first female and black
Americans to travel in space.

An astrophysicist, Miss

. Ride, 32, served as a mission

specialist in a crew of five on
the flight of the space shuttle
Challenger in June. After
receiving praise from Presi-
dent Reagan for her work,
she said, ‘It was fun and I'm
sure it will be the most fun I'll

ever have in my life.”
Two and a half months
later, Bluford rode

Challenger on a perfect six-
day mission — the first to
begin and end at night. ‘I was
raised thinking I could do
anything I wanted to do,”
Bluford said.

Christo, the avant garde ar-
tist, took 6 million square feet
of pink plastic and surround-
ed a seven-mile string of pine-
studded islands in Florida's
Biscayne Bay last May. Con-
servationists at first were
worried about harming the
environment, but the “Sur-
rounded Islands’ project
drew widespread praise and
boosted tourism.

Christine Craft was elated
in August when a jury award-
ed her $500,000 in a suit claim-
ing she was demoted from an-
chorwoman on a Kansas City
television station because she
wasn't attractive enough or
deferential to men. But on
Oct. 31 a federal judge threw
out the verdict and Ms. Craft,
describing herself as ‘‘appall-
ed,” vowed to pursue the case
as long as necessary.

the door of Ms. Daughtry's
antique shop, where she
spends much of her time
repairing Hummels.

“It's surprising how many
people bring me Hummels
that were broken years ago,"
she said. ‘*‘Hummels are like
old friends, and everyone
loves them."”

Ms. Daughtry repaired her
first Hummel in 1969 and her
shop has been brimming with
the broken figurines ever
since.

“The repair work I do in
my shop equals the profit of
my sales,” she said.

. Ms. Daughtry said much of

her Hummel repair work is
for government employees
whose figurines were broken
in cross-country or overseas
moves.

““Almost all service-
connected people own bet-
ween one and 100 Hummels,”
she said. ““I do a lot of work
for them and for moving and
storage companies responsi-
ble for breaking the
figurines.”

Most Hummel owners, she
said, regard a broken
figurine as ‘‘a major
tragedy.”

Ms. Daughtry said she
repairs an average of six
Hummels each week for peo-
ple who want their ‘‘old
friends” in good shape.

“The value is not as good as
if they had never been
broken, but it is still more
than if the figure was not
repaired,” she said.

Ms. Daughtry said
Hummel-collecting is one of
the most profitable pastimes
around.

The quaint figures of Ger-
man children and small
animals were first cast in
1923 and were modeled after
the drawings of Berta Hum-
mel, a nun.

Ms. Daughtry said the
figurines began to be
“geriously” produced in 1935
and have been in great de-
mand ever since. _

““The old Hummels are ter-
ribly expensive,” she said.
“They’re very much worth
collecting, because if a per-
son had invested in a Hum-
mel 10 years ago, he would
have profited more than plac-
ing the money in a high-
interest savings account.”

Ms. Daughtry said it's not
the value, however, that has
created the demand for Hum-
mels.

The bright-colored figures
of rosy-cheeked children are
endearing, she said.

“They're nostaligc and ap-
peal to everybody,” she said.

Ms. Daughtry said her love
of antiques and porcelain led
her into the Hummel repair
business.

“] was so upset when I
found a beautiful piece that
was broken,” she said. ‘T had
taught art in my own studio
for years and I already knew
a lot about coloring so I decid-
ed to try my hand at repair.”

Ms. Daughtry said she bor-

rowed books on procelain and |

china repair from the library
and began to practice on
“gunky things” that couldn’t
be salvaged.

‘I started out practicing on
junk I got at flea markets and
went on like that for three
years,”’ she said.

After she felt she had
mastered the art of repair,
Ms. Daughtry began fixing
friends’ figurines at no
charge.

The first item she repaired
for profit was a Hummel with
its head snapped off.

Ms. Daughtry said almost
any broken Hummel, except
those with chipped or cracked
faces, can be salvaged.

painting the broken areas to
match original Hummel
designs.

Ms. Daughtry said her big-
gest repair job was on a Hum-
mel with a girl’s shoe and dog
missing.

Although she spends much
of her time with Hummel
figurines, Ms. Daughtry owns
none herself.

““1 have one grand-
daughter, Meredith, and the
Hummels I've bought are
hers,” she said. “After she
was born, I decided Hummels
would be something to invest
in that would be good for her
to have.”
