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Good Fences Are Essential In Livestock
Production According To A & M Specialisi

Good fences properly located
are a must on the stock farm or
ranch. Maximum returns “U"’i
grazing crop residues such as|
stalk fields, stubble or drouth
stunted crops, cannot be obtained
unless the fields are fenced. C, H.
Bates, farm management special-
ist for the Texas Agricultdral Ex-
tension Service, also points out
that efficlent use of pastures and
supplementary grazing crops of-
ten deépend upon the fencing ar-
rangements,

Good management of . grazing
herds is made easier; time and la-
bor are saved in transferring the
stock and greater safety is prog
vided for the attendants when
properly located and strong fen-
ces are used.

Bates offers these 'Suggestions-
to those who may be plannihg
new fences for the farm. The out-
gide or boundary fénces, he says,
should be placed on. lines es-
tablished by a licensed surveyor.
This practice will eliminate dis-
putes between property owners
over the locadion of property
.Jines. These fences should be
strong and well-kept for they add
to the attractiveness of the farm
as well as to its actual value.

The cost of constructing new’
fences, says Bhtes, Is classified by
the Bureau of Internal Revenue
as a capital investment and :may
be depreciated for tax. purposes.
Repaips made on established fen-|
ces may be treated as.farm @per-
ating expenses in tax reporting.

cal for this purpose. The el
fence is easy to tonstruct and\has
proyed effective for holding mogt
types of livestock.

The division fences should be
planneg to permit maximum use
of the central lanes for easy mov-
ing and transfer of livestock. It
is important to layout the field
plats or divisions on the farm
with as long rows as is possible
to eliminate turning.’ with the
tractor when plowing‘and seeding.

Another important item in fen-
ce building Is posts and theq ad-
vantage of using treated or steel
posts or those made: from long
lasting wood-should not be over-
looked, says Bates. Compared to
1940 prices, wire and' posts are
now relatively expensive, but
labor usually accounts for about
half of the total fencing costs. If
posts are wsed which will last for
20 or more years, labor costs will
amount to only a third as much
as when posts ae used that must
be replaced in six or seven years.

Good fences, concludes Bates,
are profit makers when used to
get the maximum returns from
the areas devoted to pasture and
forage production. If  livestotk
production is to be expanded inte
a major farm enterprise, good
