" Removal Of Farmers From Interstate

Commerce Classification Important

AGRICULTURAL LEGISLA-
«TION: I recently received a
communication from the Farmer-
Stockman magazine, which .is
published in Dallas, asking me the
following question: “If you could
get just one bill enacted relating
to agriculture in 1953, what would
it be?” The same question was
asked other members of Congress

and the replies were published in]

the December issue. I have re-
ceived several favorable com-
ments from people of the 18th
Congressional District who read
my statement as published in the
Farmer-Stockman, Because of the
amount of interest shown in the
legislation diseussed, I am inclu-
ding in this news letter my reply
to the magazine as.follows:

“Thank you for your courteous
wire of ° November 6. As you
know, one of my primary inter-
ests is in agriculture and legisla-
tion relating thereto. There are
many bills that will be introduced
concerning the farmer and stock-
man . designed to promote ari-
culture and ranching. You may be
assured that I will be primarily
interested in all of them. A dis-
cussion of some of these would
require much more than 100
words, Therefore, I am going to
call your attention to bne partic-
ular piece of legislation in whih
I have great interest, and which
I think could.solve many of the
farmer’s problems.

“The legislation to which I re-
fer concerns the status of the far-
mer with relation to whether or
not he is engaged in intra-state or
interstate commerce. Under pre-
sent rules and regulations, the
~farmer is held to be epgaged in
interstate commerce. This would
not seem to make a great deal of
difference to many people. How-
éver, it can prove very dangerous
i$ such status is permitted to con-
tinue. It simply means that the
operations of the farmer are sub-
ject to regulation under federal
statutes. Among these federal sta-
tutes is the Fair Labor Standards
Act. The farmer at the present

provisions of this

is expressly exempt from cer-

the cotton farmers great diffi-
culty in getting their crops har
vetsed and also brought great
hardship on the intinerant agri-
culture workers’ families. The on-
ly reason that the farmer is not
governed by the maximum hours
and minimum wages provision of
this act is because he is exempt
from these provisions by language
in that act, This language could
be repealed, either directly or by
implication, and in such event,
the farmer would be faced with
meeting the requirements of this
maximum hour and wages pro-
vision. I do not need to tell you
that such happening would re-
sult in bankruptey to many of the
small farmers in Texas and other
portions-of this nation. This is on-
ly one of the examples that could
be cited under the present situa-
tion. i

“The real regson that the far-
mer is dm'!urt(\l to ‘be in inter-
state commerce is because he is
engaged in the production of a
commodity that possibly could
find 7its way Into interstate com-
merce. This creates an undue and
involuntary burden on the farmer.
The law should clearly define the
acts and conduct necessary to
bring a farmer into interstate
commerce and under federal
laws, rules and regulations con*
cerning his business. Such a law
would then enable the farmer to
make up his own mind as to whe-
ther or not he wanted to engage
in interstate activities or intra-
state activities. If he chose to con-
duct his business so that he would
be engaged In interstate com-
merce, he would be governed by
federal laws, including the provi-

sions of the Fair Labor Standards
Act. However, on the other hand,

if he chose to engage only in in-
trastate commerce (which certain-
ly he would have the right to do)
his business would then be sub-

ject to the state statutes relat-
ed to the operation of such bus-
