lord: Thursday night as a 20-
minute battering haillstorm in-
flicted damage estimated at more
than $250,000 on grain sorghums,
cotton, corn, lettuce, and Zrasses,

Rains ranging from .3 inch to
five inches In  places and  ex-
ircmely heavy winds accompani-
ied . the scattered hailstorm,
which hit shortly after'7 p.n

The hail was spotty and so was
the damagé it inflicted. Several
reported complete losses from
the storm while others suffercd
only spotted losses and expressed
the hope that some of the beaten
crops ‘will come back and pro-
duce partial yields.

This is tne third straight vear
some of the farmers in that area
have lost ferd crops in similar
hail storms.

Robert Veigel, who lost about
900 acres of feed on his four sec-
tions of land north of Hereford,
suffered his third consecutive
loss tohail on his feed crops. His
425 acres of watered maize and
475 acres of dry-land maize are
almost a “total loss.”

Veigel told The Brand that
half his acreage was so badly
beaten that stubble four inches
high is all that is left.

The belt of damage followed
an erratic pattern from its
northern limit 10 miles north of
Hereford to about six miles east
of Highway 51. Most farmers who
reported damage have borne out
the belief that the destruction
was caused by  twe thunder
clouds as sketched in the accom-
panying picture.

Lightning struck the Veigel
pasture and started it afire, His
hired man came into town to
summon Veigel, and by the
time théy returned, the hail had
done its damage and flattened the
900. acres of feed on his farm.

Cotton-took a beating as leaves
were piled up along the rows as
much as six inches deep. Stalks
were stripped clean.

Corn also suffered the same
fate, with the beating hail
pounding all the leaves complete-
ly off.

A rough estimate on the total
damage inflicted during the hail
was arrived at by The Brand and
farmers suffering losses. The es-
timate, which is considered con-
servative by sorffe, was arrived
at thusly:

Each of the estimated 27 square
miles in the damage  area was
calculated to have about 250
acres of feed. Damage to the feed
was ‘estimated at about 20 bu-
shels to the acre. With grain sor-
ghums roughly $2 per 100 pounds
($2.59 loan rate), the resulting
damage is just about a quarter of
a million dollars. a

These estimates do not account
for ‘extremely heavy losses to
feed or for the cotton, corn, let-
tuce, castor beans, or grasses lost
to the hail.

Throughout the damage area,
a tour Saturday morning reveal-
ed damage varying from com-
plete losses to slight damage. All
cotton observed from the road
on the tour was a complete loss.
. Some of the feed crops may
icome back, however, but that
figure will not be unusually highd

Do You Want
Bluebonnets
Next Spring?

COLLEGE STATION—Take a

tip from Mother Nature and
plant bluebonnet seed before
September 15. They can be

planted later but they may not
bloom wéll. Bluebonnet seeds are
small but tough, so it's a good
idea to soak them for 24 hours
before planting, says Sadie Hat-
field, extension specialist in
Homestead Improvement of Tex-
as A, & M. college. Planted early,
they normally come up in Octo-
ber. They grow all through the
winter except during extreme
temperatures.
The state flower
many soils, but does best on
light sandy soil. One of the
beauty spots of Texas is Old In-
dianola or Matagorda Bay near
Port Lavaca where the variety
adopted as our state flower
grows. The soil at Indianola is
coarsé white sand with an abun-

thrives in

dance of shell fragments. In rich
well fertilized scil, bluebonnet
stalks will grow tall with many
large leaves but few blooms
Aecid soils of East Texas could
grow bluebonnets nicely if
sweetened with alkali. Adding
one pound of lime or ashes to
each ten square feet of soil will
counter-act acid, adds Miss Hat-
ftield

Bluebonnets 'ihuuul have plen-

ty of sunshine and good drainage
They can be transplanted in late
winter but will do better if plant-
ed where they
bloom. In the cdldest areas of
the state, it will be necessary to
start bluebonnets in greenhouses
or small flower gardén pots. The
bluebonnet has few insect and
disease enemies.

Bluebonnets are soil building
legumes. They seem to be of lit-
tle or no value for grazing.
