A reéént feature story from a national
press ogency hit the wrong note—if oc-

The story was os potentially dangerous
os it was misleading. It not only fails to
show the true facts, but it could have o
bad effect on the boys fighting in Korea,
who, accepting that line of thinking, might
feel that the folks at home do not care.

In the first place, it is not the armed
forces’ duty to solicit blood donations from
the public. That job has been turned over
to the Americon Red Cross.

In the second ploce, there has been no
nafion-wide effort made to get to the peo-
ple of every villoge and homlet through-
ovt fhe nation where the necessory blood
could be gotiten.

Why? lock of funds for the American
Red Cross! '

The armed forces hove the manpower
ond the equipment to secure and handle

the needed blood for the presen! lime,

so why_shouldn’t we. reasonobly gxpect

that they fill the breach until such time as

the opproved ogencies can overcome their
handicaops?

The Red Cross has done @n odmirable
job in faking care of our boys, in comfort:
ing in case of disoster, and even in solicit-
ing blood donations on w limited scale

e put on o concentrated campaign,

howaver, takes time and money.

For instance, keeping whole blood re-
quires special equipment not found in hun-
dreds of smaller hospitals across the na-
tion. To serve these communities, it is nec-
essary to have a portable unit and to visit
areas for blood donations.

These portable units are doing their jobs
as fast as they can, but there is a limit
to every physical effort undertaken.

When the schedule allows, each and

every community in the nation will be giv-

en an opportunity to donate to the whole

blood bank that will help our fighting men
in Korea.

There is no blame to be placed for this
shortege unless it con be put on fhe old
Ameiican shoricoming of waiting until it's
almost too late before’ we act, and that in-
clydes Red Cross donations.

When these physical obstacles ore over-
come, our efforis—ond our patriotism—
will bear fruit,

Until such time, let's think beforé we take
