Under the Servicemen's Indem-
nity and Insurance Acts of 1951
that became law April 25, 1951,
persons in active military ser-
vice on and-after that date could
take any one of three courses
with their permanent NSLI or
USGLI policies.

They could: (1) continue to
past; (2) apply for waiver of a
part of their premium, or (3)
surrender their policies for the
cash value and be covered by the
{ree indemnity protection.

Those who elected to pay the
full premium must continue- to
lo so_immediately after release
or separation from active service '
if they wisti to keep their policies
in force thereafter.

Those who were granted a
waiver of part of their perman-
ent plan premium (under Section
%22 of the NSLI Act) were in-
structed to pay the full premium
while they were in active service
and VA would refund the waived

1. They may apply to Veterans
Administration, Washington 25,
D. C. in writing, without a
physlcnl examination, for the is-
suance of a new permanent
policy on the same plan and not
in excess of the amount of the
policy surrendered for cash, and
pay the required premium; or,

2. They may reinstate their
surrendered permanent plan of
insurance, without a physical ex-
amination, by paying the requir-
ed reserve and the premium for
the current month. Applications
for reinstatement should be mail-
ed to Veterans Administration,
Washington 25, D. C.

When these persons are releas-
ed or separated from active ser-
vice, they should continue to
pay the full premiums when
due, directly to Veterans Admin-
istration, Washington 25, D. C.
That portion of the waived pre-
mium which is paid under this
arrangement will be refunded,
with interest, for the period that
the waiver is in force.

Those who surrendered their
permanent plan poligies for cash
may adopt one of two courses of
action if they wish to replace or
restore the surrendered perman-
ent plan of insurance. In either
of these two courses, the re
quirements for reinstatement or
issuance 'of new insurance must
be met within 120 days follow-
ing release or separation from ac-
tive service. The two courses of
action are:

Postal Regulation
Effective Jan. 1 on
Package Size, Weight

A new postal regulation that
will cut down the size and
weight of parcel post packages
will go into effect January 1,
1952.

The new regulation will apply
to packages shipped between
first class post offices. It will not
apply to rural routes working
out of those offices.

The size of the parcel post
package will be cut from 100
inches around the package

(length and girth) to 72 inches
length and g rth and the weight
will be reduced from 70 pounds
to 20 pounds in the third through
eighth distance zones.

In the first and second zones,
the weight may be 40 pounds.

There will be a few exceptions
to the order. It will not apply to
shipment of baby fowl, live-
plants, trees, shrubs, or agricul-
tural commodities or books.

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Jontrol of Weeds Bec
ajor Farm Problem Here

Control or eradication of bindweed and
" Johnson Grass has proven to be on ever-
increasing problem for Deaf Smith county
farmers.

The urgency of the matter wos pointed
out recently when the Farm Bureau organ-
izations here adopted a resolution and nam-
ed o committee to work with the Commis-
sioners Court and agricultural agencies in
the county to arrive at a solution for the

problem.

Johnson Grass ond bindweed are not
only cutting the value of the land, it is
impeding the productivity of the farms to
an alarming cegree.

In his annual report, County Agent Hugh
Clearman has this to say about the two:
“Control of Johnson Grass has been a
problem in this area for many years and
since irrigation has been so highly devel-
oped in the vicinity of Hereford, it has
spread to the extent that it is @ serious
pest. In addition, bind weeds are scatter-
ed over the entire county in small patches
and in the last 5 to 10 years a spread of
this weed has coused everyone lo recog-
nize its importance.

' Experiments have been carried on here ’

in the last five to 10 yors in occordance
with the latest recommendations, his re-
port states further.

, Whether or not this problem can be ol-
tacked and successfully defeated on a
small basis is the big doubt.

The Lrand was informed of an excellent
program being carried on in Lubbock coun-
ty for the control of bind weed. We wrote
to the proper authorities in Lubbock coun-
ty for the story on how they are doing the
job.

Their experience might have something
of value for us in Deaf Smith county. At
least it puts forth a definite educational
and control program that we here can
say definitely that we either favor or do
not like.

Here are some of the facts:

An assistant county agent, Jack Caroth-
ers, is employed by the Chamber of Com-
merce of Lubbock, the County Commission-
ers Court, and the Texas Extension Service,
He is under the Lubbock county agent and
does weed control work solely.

“Anyone employed in this type of work
must have o good working knowledge of
chemicals- and should have a background
in chemistry and agriculture,”” Carothers
explained.

During three years in the county, Caroth-
ers has held 40 demonstrations in 15 farms
in the county. These have been on control
of Johnson Grass, bindweed, and blueweed
principally. Demonstrations are held in co-

operation with the various chemical and
farm and ranch stores and the farmer con-
cerned.

That indicates that the cost of pulting
on the demonstrations are shared by those

interested or those who might profit from

sale of chemicals, elc.

Llubbock county's demonsirations were
widely publicized. The weed expert . there
orppeared on some 50 radio programs fo
discuss weed control also.

Further points made by Carothers in the
Lubbock program are: All work is done
on a voluntary basis. None of the chem-
icals concerned are furnished by the coun-
ty as this only leads to sharp disagree-
ments.

The county commissioners cooperate, he
said, by not grading ditches after chemi-
cals-ore applied to bar ditches, eic.

“A big port of our work,” Carothers ex-
plained, "' is on educational nature with
agreements between landlords and ten-
ants as to weed conirol procedure playing
o major role."” : -

The purpose of this editorial is not to
tell farmers how to combat weeds. That
is the job of the farmer and the agricul-
tural agent who have the experience:' to
do the work. We are neither.

We can, however, iry to point out where
o good job is being done and let people
with the knowledge evaluate it in the light
of their own experiences..

It's one plan, and the people can take
for its worth,

A copy of the Lubbock county plan will
be on file in The Erand office for all those
wishing 1o look at it. The organizational
set-up used in Lubbock might be of inter-
est here. )

Certainly, o comprehensive weed-control
plon for the county MUST have funds to
carry on. It can’t be done as a side-line.
Not if we volue the future of our land.

The PMA hos @ conservalion practice
which will run the farmer about half the
cost of controlling bindweed aond Johnson

Grass. That is another method for controll-

ing.

We like Lubbock county's plan of wide
publicity and bindweed demonstrations. In
Deaf Smith county, we could use radio
programs and newspaper articles to help
in the weed control problem.

The farmers are the ones primarily in-
terested in control, BUT THEY ARE NOT
THE ONLY 'ONES. We all have a stake in
freeing our farm land of noxious weeds.

Whether or not we accomplish our pur-
pose depends entirely on HOW MUCH we
do about it after we complain and explain
the issue.—W. W. K,
