S&L crisis caused by
WASHINGTON (AP)--More

savings and loans failed in 1988
than in any year since the Depres-
sion. This year, taxpayers may be
asked to pick up the cost of rescuing
the industry, and the price could run
into the billions of dollars.

Here are answers to some
commonly asked questions about
the problem. -

Q: How are depositors' savings
protected?

A: The first line of defense when
an institution fails is a government
insurance fund. the Federal Savings
and Loan Insurance Corp. (the
FSLlC).

The ultimate backing. if the fund
runs out of money. is the taxpayer.
On several occasions Congress,
most recently in 1987. has reaffirm-
ed that the fun faith and credit of
the federal government stands
behind the deposits.

Q: Does that mean the govern-
rnent would pay the depositors if the
S&L went out of business?

A: Yes, as long as the S&L has
federal.insurance.

In most cases the insurance fund
tries to avoid direct depositor
payoffs. Instead, the sovem.ment
"rescues" the institution by provid-
ing new owners with a mixture of
cash, promissory notes and other
guarantees 10 wipeout the old
losses.

The new owners also invest
some of their own money and the
institution stays open,usUally under
a new name. The old managers lose
their jobs, the stOckholdets lose
their invcsuncot but depositors an:
prottcted.

Q: How does the FSUC wort?
A: The FSLIC guarantees

deposit lCCounlS up to S100.000 in
nearly 3,000 S&Ls. (Similarly,
government inswance proteclS
savers in commercial banks thro\l h
the '_. Deposit Insurance Corp.
(FDIC). while the Nation8l C't. .

Union Administr8,tion' (NCVA)
stands behind credit unions.)

Q: Where do the insurance funds
get their money?

A:. From the institutions whose
deposits they insure. S&Ls. for
instance, pay a premium of 21 cents
a year for every $lOO in deposits.
The FSLIC a1so has been raising
money by selling .3O-year bonds.
which will be paid ofT by the
premiums from their industry. And,
it sells property from failed institu-
tions to recover some of its COSlS.

Q: If S&Ls fund the insurance
plan, why do people say the public
will end uppay.ing? .

A: The Reagan adminisb'alion
has recently acknowledged that
income from the industry won 'I be
enough to cover savings aecountsin
failed S&Ls and, therefore, the
public will have to bear much of the
cost. Industry trade groups say
healthy institutions will start going
under if they're forced to pay higher
premiums.

Q: How would the public pay?
A: This is not clear. The Trea-

sury Department is working on a
plan for President-elect Bush.
Private analysts believe that. in some
manner lax money wiU be needed.

The solution could involve 8
direct appropriation of wpayer
funds, Or. Congress could authorize
regulators to borrow what they need
with the understanding that laxpayer
funds will be used to pay the
interest. Or, Congress could impose
fees on members of the public, such
as home buyers, who benefit form
the S&t.Lsystem.

Over a period of years, it then hopes
to gel baclc some of it by selling
loans and repossessed property form
the failed S&'L. -

By rescuing an institution, the
government pays only for the loss,
not for the entire amount of insured
deposits. And, It gets 10 spread OU1
the cost, typically lor as long as 10
years.

Also. most institutions have a
certain value asa going coacem,
such as a loyal 'customer base. that
would be destroyed if they were
liquidated. In 1988, new S&L
owners pumpclJ $.3 billioninlo the
rescued institutions in exchange for
this value.

In December. regulators "resolv-
ed" the cases of 75 S&l..s at an
estimated cost of SIS.5 billion to
the insurance fund and S bitJion in
tax. breaks. The uhima~e 00 t of
liquidatina th~ S&Ls would have
beenS22.8 billiOn, however, and the
insurance fund would 'have had to
immediotelycoome up with $47
billion in "up-front cash ."

WASHINGTON (AP) - An
unreleased Department of Energy
report concludes that a linear ac-
celerator could produce one of the
key ingredients in nuclear weapons
more cheaply, quickly and safely
than new production reactors could.

Such an accelerator would produce
far less radioactive waste thana
nuclear reactor and "should be more
readily acceptable to the pubUc," ac-
cording to 8. draft summary of the
report obtained by The Associated
Press on Thursday.

The U.S. supply of tritium, a
radioactive gas used to produce
nuclear warheads, i8 &breatened by
the crumbling condition of the
Energy Department's existing
weapons plants and reactors.

The report, prepared by scientists
at the Brookhaven and Los Alamos
national laboratories and at
Westinghouse·Hanford Co. in
Washington state, concluded that an
accelerator could produce enough
tritium to meet aU U.S. weapoM
needs.

An accelerator is essentiaUy a long
tunnel in whlch subatonUc particles
are whipped at high speeds untU they
crash into a target. in this cue
Uthium clad in alUl1'llrrlum. The
resulting coWsion produces tritium.

Accordlng to the report, usinglUch
an accelerator to make tritium
wou1d not produce any "long..uved"
nuclear waslea and "COltl
a oclated with safety and en-
vironmentalconcerna should be
minimal."
