when the plans and specifications
were completed i detail, and for

full payment (6% of the total
sum) when the building was ac-
cepled.

A total of 38 permits to move
combines in this district over and
on state highways has been is-
sued during -the PAST WEEK
by the Deaf Smith County Cham-
ber of Commerce. S

The local office is one of three
offices -- the others are at Lub-
bock and Amarillo -- authorized
to issue such oversize permits to
combine owners In this . state
highway district.

Movement of the majority of
the combine crews leaving this
area now are in the direction of
Colorado and Kansas, according
to.Cecil Massey, C of C manager,
who has beén Issuing the permits
for the state highway department.

A permit to move a combine--

Jor any other uversue object--on

the highways of the district, costs
$5 per week or $10 for 30 days.
They can be moved anywhere in
the district but their destination
must be listed op their permit.

In addition to the permit, a $5
charge is made for a $1000 over-
size and overweight bond pay-
able to the state.

The majority of the combines
leaving for Colorado and Kan-
sas are from the states of Texas
and Oklahoma, according to their

Rachine and vyehicle registra-
tions,

Most of the combines started at
Vernon and are workmg their
way north.

The moa;t-rem&vcd combine
came to this area from Saskat-
chewan,.
