Since the House and Senate have
differed on most major bills this
year, the conferences have had
some tough and ‘exhaustive bat-
tles.

The Veterans Committee, work-
ing in cooperation with the Tea-
gue Committee, undertook to
close these leaks in the treasury.
An attempt was made in the Sen-
ate to revive the old practice of
paying money to the schools ra-
ther than to the 'veterank. This
proposal would have created an
almost impossible administrative
problem that would have required
thousands upon thousands of dol-
lors for administrative expense
and federal employees and un-
told red tape both to the Vet-
erans Administration-and-to the
veteran. The House was able to
prevent this. It is the opinion of
most of the members of the House
and most of the members of the
Senate that the bill agreed upon
will be a_major step forward in
cutting out red tape and measur-
ably reducing administrative ex-
pense and federal employees. in
this program. There was one par-
ticular amendment that I insist-
ed upon being in the bill. This
was concerning. GI home loans
to veterans.

My amendmefit provided that
a World War 1l 'veteran who was
recalled to service in the Korean
War would 'not lose his entitle-
ments to get a home loan under
the Korean Bill, merely because
he had used his entitlements un-
der the World War II bill.

From German Residence

After spending three years in
Germany, Lt. and Mrs. Clifford
Estes are home again .and, al-
though they enjoyed every™ bit
of it, the country, the army life
there, the people and even the
sharp vontrasts between the ways
of life, both are convineed they
wouldn't trade one- inch of A-
merican soil for all of Earope.

“There is one thing that gave
us a jolt almost as soon as we
landed though. American
people’s seeming indifference to
1the Korean War. I was very much
surprised to see the Korean War
news on-the second and third
pages of the newspapers.

She was one of a
party of five to drive out of Vien-
na to look at a monastary that
day.. and to be caught up short
in the Russian zone by Russian
officers, They thought they were
being kidnaped when they were
taken to ' the Russian.command-
ing office. After sharp _repri-
mands and. stern admonfﬂhmgs
never to retyrn, they were in-
structed how get out quickly.

“The German\ people are in
good shape, industrial plants
have beén 'restored. and most of
war’s devastation has been re-
placed with new buildings, big-
ger and beétter than before.
There’s plenty of high priced
luxury items in the shops and
many, many automobiles. \Their
poverty is the same as they ‘have
had the past thousand years and
probably will have for a thou-
sand more,” Lt. Estes said.

“Traditionally the® German is
hard-working gnd thrifty- - The
ones I knew worked for the U, S.
Army and they were glad to be
employed by the Army for their
pay is better, but their attitude
is one of arrogance and passive
resistance. There is still much
class distinction, although they
are working .on reforms, espec-
jally in the dchools.”
