Coke Stevenson, former gov-
ernor of Texas, says his biscuits
“aren‘t bad”.

The man who for almost six
years was at the core of Texas'
affairs in content right now with
plying his trade as a rmcher in
Kimble county.

Texas wartime chief executive-*
he served from 1841 to 1947 -
does most of the wrok on his 15,-
000 acre fanch. Political matters
