STERN Europe’s parliaments are scheduled to begin debate
soon on ratification of the European Defense Community treaty
signed by six member nations last spring.
The community is designed to operate within the framework of
the North Atlantic Treaty Organization.
.Balkiest nation so far is France, ever wary of giving Germans the

right to ~bear arms again. Since
French-German cooperation is the
keystone of the European unity proj-
ect, continued delay in Paris will
méan the other signatories — Italy,
Belgium, ‘Holland and “Luxembourg—
will hang back to see what happens.
In addition, German rearmament and
soveérgignty will also be held up.
De Gasperi to Bonn

Against this background, Italian
Premier Alcide De.Gasperi arrived in
Bonn this week eager to act as the
“honest broker” between France and
Germany in efforts to smooth the way
for swift ratification. In this role, De
Gasperi reportedly is anxious to bring
the West Germans and French to some
agreéement over the Saaf. Both coun-
tries now are attempting to “Euro-
peanize” the tiny, coal-rich territory,
but are making slow progress.

West German Chancellor Konrad
Adenauer reportedly asked for Italy's
cooperation in speeding ratification of

the Defense Community pact which
rearms Germany.
Frande's reluctance to proceed

quickly with ratification of the treaty
has strengthened the position of those
West German deputies in the Bund-
estag who want to go slow—slower
than Adenauer and his government
wish to proceed. '
Adenauer's Strategy

Adenauer's best course appeared to
be tp get the Italian-premier to ignore
French delay in ratifying the. pact
and to urge the Italian National As-
sembly to get going on approval of
the treaty as soon as possible, This, it
was reasoned, might provide the nec-
essary push for other West European
nations, including France.

At present, West Germans pessi-
mistically regard the <chances of
French ratificgtion this fall as slim.
They think it's more likely to take
place after the first of the year. In
the meantjme, both the European
Defense Community Treaty and the
Bonn Convention, signed by the U. S.,

Britain, France and Germany, must -

be ratified before West Germany gains
sovereignty. :

ONEY—where it came from
and how it was used—
snarled up the election campaign
this week, overshadowing whistle-
stop politicking and crowding
conventional oratory right off the
scene.

It was clear from the start that Gen.
Eisenhower was faced with a many-
sided dilemma, with some of his back-
ers howling for him to dump his run-
ning-mate and others urging him to
stand pat and await developments, .

The statute provides punishment by
a fine of not more than $1,000, or im-
prisonment for not more than six
months, or both, for any Government
official who dccepts a salary or a con-
tribution from a non-governmental
source.

The law is: Section. 1914 of Title 18,

Interest in the rate increase has been
manifest on the part of the public to the
extent that councll selected he ‘court-
house meeting place in order to take core
of the large crowd expected.

The two mounds, the gra
mark the battle and an event
read by every Texas school child.
“The Battle of Pease River”, and
the recapture by Gen. Sul Ross
and his Texas Rangers, of Cyn-
thia Ann Parker, mother of the
famous chief Quanah Parker, and
withal one of the most tragic fi-
gures of civilized history.

The battle you don’t remem-
ber, but it began at a point where
Willow Creek empties into the
Pease River, some four miles be-
low. It extended well along the
river bottom ending it is belleved
by the slaying of Chief Nacona,
about the spot where the mounds
stood.

Parkers Fort stood near where
the town of Groesbeck came into
being south of Dallas. This is the
fort that was raided in 1836 by a
combined force of Kiowa and Co-
manche Indians,

Pretending friendliness to the
whites they gained admission to
the fort and massacred every
white person-save a few. Those
who escaped were Mrs. Plummer
and her son two years old, Mrs.
Kellogg and Cynthia An Parker
then 9 years of age and her bro-
ther age 6.

The Indians bound and gagged
their captives and danced around
the prostrate forms. Next day the
two bands parted, dividing the
prisoners. With the Comanches
went Cynthia Ann Parker, Mrs,
Kellogg was taken by the Kiowas
and was later sold to Gen. Sam
Houston for $150.

After six months Mrs. Plum-
mer was sold by the Kiowas to
traders of the Santa Fe Expedi-
tion and was taken back to Miss-
ouri by them where she lived to
tell the story of the event.

Cynthia Ann Parker was nev-
er heard of again after the mas-
sacre until the battle of Pease
River. Gen. Ross, who was after-
ward Governor of Texas, at once
suspected that his fair captive
was Cynthia Parker. Her death
came about, mainly by grief, be-
cause she was not allowed to go
back to the savages by whom
she was raised.
