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District Board
Approves Budget

A Hereford Rural High' School
District budget for $487 450 for the
coming year was approved by the
school board at their meeting Mon-
lay night, )

Only three changes were made
in the budget before approval, and
each of those was for increases in
capital outlay--for school buses,
the estimate on the -cost of the
Negro school, and for band instru-
ments.

Prapared by school tax collector
Fred Baird, the original budget
estimate showed $477.253 for this
school year, compared to $405,817.-
88 which was actually put out in
the school system during the 1952-
53 school term.

Baird Complimented

This. was compared with their
budget estimate of $403,293 for
1952-53. Baird was complimented
by members of the board for com-
ing so close to the actual total in
his estimate for the year which
aas just been completed

Because of a change in the fig-
ures on per capita income in the
county, and other factors, state
funds for county schgols will fur-
nish an estimated $271.221 for this
year, compared to $192,335 60 which

actually came from state funds

last year.

Administration is expected to

cost 526 488 this year, up almost
