The world’s first private enterprise communi-
cations satellite is now being used for dramatic
experiments in relaying telephone calls and
television internationally.

been through our Defense De-

Another question seems to be
as to why foreign aid is con-
tinued, evgn though it is admitt-
ed that if the matter was  sub-
mitted to a referendum of the
people in the United States, it
would undoubtedly be deféhted
substantially.

Irrigated Grass
Gains Popularity

Interest in the establishment
of irrigated grasses in the Tier-
ra Blanca Soil Conservation Dis-
trict continues to increase, a
recent survey shows.

Carrol Forrester recently
plantéd 40 acres to switchgrass,
which brings his total irrigated
grass acreage up to 90 acres.
Clois Kemp has planted 65 acres
of irrigated switchgrass on his
farm. Howard and Cameron
Gault have planted abeut 30 a-
cres to irrigated sideoats grama
and big bluestem.

A number of farmers in Deaf
Smith County. are planning to
plant Midland Bermuda grass
this summer,

Luther Lesly's tarm, about 11
miles north of Hereford, has a
large pasture of irrigated
switchgrass which was first
planted .in .1957, This field still
has an excellent stand of grass,
although many tons of beef have
been harvested from it, This
field~is .one of the county's fine
examples qf. proper irrigated
pasture management
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And management ig the key
word to the farmers in the Dis-
trict who are in the process of
planting irrigated pastures or
already have such established
pastures., Best results are ob-
tained by waiting until the tall- .
er grasses reach a height of 18-
20 inches before turning cattle
into the pastures,

A few have stocked too many
cattle on their pastures too soon,
which destroys the grass. Best
results come by stocking fewer
numbers and gradually increas-
ing them to full capacity. .

SCS technicians point out ﬂlat

“it takeg grass to grow grass.'
The leaves, supplied by mois- '
ture from the soil, absorb sun-
light and manutacture food
right in the leaves. Therefore,
it is just as important not to
overgraze” as it is to irrigate,
fertilize and control weeds.

Farmers wishing to establish
irrigated grasses may obtain in-
formation from the Soil Conser-
vation Service, assisting the
Tierra Blanca Soll Conservation
Distriet.
